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HISTORY,

Following upon the great popularity of the original Ping-
Pong in the early part of the present century, the Ping-Pong
Association was formed in 1902, to organise championships
and tournaments all over the country, but chiefly in London.
The “boom” year was 1904, but apparently it was only a
temporary craze, as, although the P.P.A. was still in existence
in 1905, it appears to have collapsed during that season.
Whilst the game seems to have died out in the home counties,
it was apparently still being played in the provinces but
without any governing body, championships, or representa-
tive matches.

In 1921-22, the P.P.A. was resuscitated by Messrs. P.
Bromfield and J. J. Payne, who were very quickly joined by
Hon. Ivor Montagu and Mr. A. F. Carris. The National
Championships were run that season, and entries received
from all parts of the country. Difficulties soon arose, however,
not only in regard to the title, when it was discovered that
Ping-Pong was a registered trade name, but also through
the Association being unrepresentative of the provincial
centres. The old Ping-Pong Association therefore dissolved
and re-formed under the title of ‘““The Table Tennis Associa-
tion.”” For some time the new body was hampered by diff-
culties, and owing to all their energies being devoted to formu-
lating standard rules, popularising the game, etc., no attempt
to form a democratic governing body could be made.

At the Annual Meeting in 1925, an emergency committee
with Mr. Montagu as President, and Mr. W. J. Pope as Hon.
Secretary, were authorised to redraft the constitution. In
1926, the revised regulations were circularised in the provinces,
and arrangements were made to call a National Delegate
Conference. This was held in London, on April 24th, 1927,
and the new constitution, which confirmed the provisional
appointments, and provided for the new title, The Tnglish
Table Tennis Association, was adopted.
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In 1929, Mr. H. M. Bunbury was elected Chairman, Mr.
Montagu still continuing as President. After four years of
intense activity, Mr. Pope resigned the Secretaryship, and
Mr. B. L. Hookins was appointed. A new Secretary, Mr.
D. W. Poupard was elected in 1930, with Mr. R. C. Dawson
as Treasurer, and Mr. H. Oldroyd was appointed President
in 1931, Mr. Montagu having to resign through pressure of
work, occasioned by his duties as English Secretary to the
International Table Tennis Federation. The same year,
Mr. A. K. Vint was appointed Treasurer, and a revised
constitution, which was considered necessary in view of the
great expansion of the Association, was adopted at the
Special General Meeting, held on September 12th and 13th,
1931. At the beginning of the present season Mr. Montagu
was appointed Chairman, and G. W. Decker became Hon.

Secretary.

RULES AND REGULATIONS,

NAME.

1. The Association shall be called the English Table Tennis
Association, and shall be -affiliated to the International Table
Tennis Federation.
OB]JECTS.
2. The objects of the Association shall be as follows :

(a) To lay down and secure the adoption of uniform laws
in England and to act as the legislative authority.
(b) To decide all doubtful or disputed questions as to the
laws and all matters relating to the game in England.
(c) To act as the sole controlling and governing body of
the game of Table Tennis in England.
CONSTITUTION. :

3. The Association shall consist of President, Vice-Presi-
dents and other duly elected Officers, Leagues, Clubs and
Individual Members, 2ll being duly affiliated and registered.

QUALIFICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP.
4. Any League or Club composed. entirely of amateurs,

or an individual‘amateur, playing the game under the laws
of the Association shall be eligible for affiliation.

ELECTION.

5. Every applicant for membership of the Association
shall complete the affiliation form, in force for the time being,
and shall sign same on his behalf or on behalf of the League
or Club for whom application is being made.

SUBSCRIPTIONS.

6. The annual subscription shall be as follows :

(a) Leagues—3/6 for each Club affiliated to the League.

(b) Clubs—7/6 for each Club affiliating directly, whether

a member of a League or not.

(c) Individuals—2/6 for individuals desiring personal

affiliation.

7. All subscriptions shall be paid to. the Hon. General

Secretary ot the Association not later than October 15th
each year. Affiliated Leagues, Clubs or: individuals shall
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be held liable for their subscriptions for the succeeding
season if they shall not have given notice of withdrawal from
the Association before September 15th in any year.

8. A copy of the Association’s Handbook shall be supplied
free of charge to every affiliated League and Club.

OFFICERS.

9. The Officers of the Association shall be, a President’
Vice-Presidents, Chairman, Honorary General Secretary, and
Honorary Treasurer. The Association shall have power
further to elect at the Annual General Meeting, V .ce-Chair-
men, Hon. Assistant Secretaries, and Hon. Assistant Treas-
urers. All Officers shall retire annually, but shall be eligible
for re-election, and shall be elected at the Annual General
Meeting. ;

10. Nominations for, and notice of retirement from, the
position of any Office, shall be sent to the Hon. General
Secretary, one month before the date of the Annual General
Meeting.

ExecuTIVE COMMITTEE.

11. The affairs of the Association shall be managed by an
Executive Committee consisting of the Chairman, Hon.
General Secretary and Assistant Secretaries (if any), Hon.
Treasurer, Assistant Treasurers (if any), one representative
appointed by each League and one representative elected by
the directly affiliated Clubs in each of six regional areas as
may be determined from time to time by the Executive
Committee. The Executive Committee shall have power to
co-opt not more than five additional members and to fill
vacancies.

FINANCE.

12. The financial year of the Association shall end on
June 30th.

13. The funds of the Association shall be lodged at a bank,
and all cheques, drafts, etc., drawn on the account shall be
signed by either the Chairman and Hon. Treasurer, or Hon.
General Secretary and Hon. Treasurer.
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ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING,

14. The Annual General Meeting of the Association shall
be held in the last week in April or the first week in May,
when the annual reports and statement of accounts up to and
including March 31st shall be presented, and the election of
Officers (as Rule 9) to take office immediately, and auditors
to take office on the following July 1st for the ensuing year,
shall be effected.

(a) The Agenda, including statement of accounts, shall be
circulated to all affiliated Leagues, Clubs and directly
affiliated individuals, at least 14 days before the date
of the meeting.

(b) Attendance at the A.G.M. shall be open to all members
of affiliated Leagues and Clubs and directly affiliated
members.

(c) Resolutions affecting the Rules and all matters con-
cerning the constitution and welfare of the Associa-
tion to be subject to block voting.

Other matters may be decided by voting on a show of
hands at the discretion of the Chairman.

In block voting each directly affiliated Club shall be
entitled to one vote each affiliated League to a number
of votes equal to one half of its affiliated club strength.
or to the nearest higher whole number but no directly
affiliated individual is entitled to a vote.

Proxies will only be recognised if they have been
given in writing and refer to a specific decision on a
specific resolution proposed.

A majority in excess of opposition of one-third of the
votes represented in person, or in proxy, shall be
necessary to carry any resolution in respect of the
Rules and Regulations of the Association. Other resolu-
tions shall be decided by simple majority and, in the
event of a tie, excepting financial questions, the meeting
shall proceed to the next business. In thematter of
finance, the Chairman shall have a casting vote.

SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING.

15. A Special General Meeting of the Association shall
be convened on a resolution of the Executive Committee,
or within one month of receipt by the Hon. General Secretary
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of a resolution signed by the authorised representatives of at
least one-third of the Leagues, and Rule 14 respecting circula-
tion of notices and procedure shall apply as at the A.G.M.

ALTERATION OF RULES.

16. No addition to, or alteration or rescission of,. the Rules
shall be affected unless at the Annual General Meeting or at a
Special General Meeting convened for the purpose. Any
proposed addition to, or alteration or rescission of, the Rules
shall be submitted in writing to the Hon. General Secretary
at least one month before the Annual General Meeting or
together with the demand for a Special General Meeting.

17. In the event of any question or matter arising which is
not provided for in the foregoing Rules, such question or
matter shall be dealt with by the Executive Committee,
whose decision shall be final.

GENERAL REGULATIONS.

18. No registered player or club may take part in com-
petition with any player or club, or in exhibition at any club,
or under any auspices not registered or affiliated to the Inter-
national Table Tennis Federation, without the sanction of
the Executive Committee.

19. No registered player may permit a cinematographic
record of himself or herself to be taken on .sta.ndard. stock in
connection with Table Tennis unless sanction hgs first been
obtained from one of the Officers of the Association.

20. No registered player may procure directly or indirectly
any pecuniary reward from the playing of the game.

21. Expenses, wholly or in part, necessarily and directly
incurred (e.g., travelling and hotel expenses) by registered
players may be paid provided that : :

(a) The event in which they are taking part has been
sanctioned by the Executive Committee or by a Nat-
ional Association affiliated to the I.T.T.F. ;

b) Permission in writing to pay such expenses be first
obtained from the Executive Committee.

22. In all tournaments and matches sanctioned by the
Executive Committee, players are prohibited from wearing
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white or light coloured clothes that might, in the opinion of
the duly appointed referee, tend to unsight an opponent.

23. Players representing the Association in an Inter-
national or other representative match must wear the
regulation dress as instructed by the Executive Committee.

OPEN TOURNAMENTS.
24. The following rules apply to Open Tournaments :

(@) No Open Tournament to be held without the sanction
of the Executive Committee, and application to hold
such tournament must be made before December 31st
in each season.

(b) All competitors must be affiliated members of the
ET.T.A. or I.T.T.F.

(c) 1249, of all entry fees must be remitted by the Tourna-
ment Secretary to the Hon. General Secretary of the
Association together with a complete list of entrants
and their clubs (if any) and a record of the results of
each event including details of the final and semi-final
matches, within fourteen days of the completion of the
tournament.

(d) No seeding shall be permitted in any Open Tournament
except that, by permission of the Executive Committee,
not more than four entries in any single event and
two entries in any doubles, nominated by a National
Association, may be drawn in separate quarters.

(e) At all tournaments and matches the decision of the
referee appointed by the Committee in charge shall
be final on a question of law, the decision of the
umpire shall be final on a question of fact, and the
decision of the end umpire, if appointed, shall be
final on a question of fact relating to the purpose for
which he was appointed.

(f) The make of the ball to be used, number of tables,
and distance (in feet) of run-back from ends of tables
to be clearly stated on all entry forms.

(g) No price other than a trophy shall be awarded exceed-
ing £3 in value, and no trophy exceeding £20 in value
unless it be a permanent trophy which cannot be
won outright.
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NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS.

25. The English National Championships shall be held

once every year, during February.

{a) The date and venue shall be fixed and notice of same
circulated as in Rule 14, clause (a), not later than
December 3l1st in each year.

(b) The closing date for entries shall be 14 days before
the opening date of the Championships. :

(c) Five Championships shall be held, as follows : Men’s
Singles, Men’s Doubles, Women’s Singles, Women’s
Doubles, and Mixed Doubles ; and in addition a Men’s
Singles event for competitors eliminated in the first
two played rounds of the Men’s Singles Championship.
A walkover but not a bye shall rank as a played round.

(d) All matches in the Championships shall be the best of
five games and in the additional Men’s Singles event
the best of three games.

(e) Rule 24, Clauses (b), (d), (e), (f) and (g) shall also apply.

26. Any breach of the foregoing regulations’ renders the
offending player or Club liable to suspension as may be
decided by the Executive Committee.

STANDING ORDERS.

ExXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.
1. The Executive Committee shall be composed as provided
for in Rule i1.

2. A Meeting of the Executive Committee shall be author-
ised by the Chairman.

3. The Executive Committee shall meet not less than three
times during the period, September 1st—April 30th.

4. The Hon. General Secretary shall send due notice of
the meeting to every member of the Committee and the
Agenda stating business to be transacted, at least 7 days
before the date fixed.

5. Seven members, personally present, shall form a
quorum.

6. At each meeting of the Executive Committee, the Chair-
man, or in his absence the Vice-Chairman, shall preside, or
in the event of neither being present, a Chairman for the
meeting shall be elected from the members present.

7. The Chairman’s decision upon all points of order shall
be final.

8. The administration of the Rules and Regulations of the
Association shall be vested solely in the Executive Committee
who shall :

(a) Decide all questions of laws and other matters relating

to the game save those involving an alteration in the
Rules of the Association (vide Rule 16).

(b) Decide all matters relating to International and rep-

: resentative matches, -teams, conferences, etc.,  as

affecting the Association.

(c) Sanction Open Tournaments.

(d) Decide all questions of suspension of players or Clubs

for any breach of the Rules and Regulations substan-
tiated by duly verified documentary evidence.

9. Proxies shall be as provided for as in Rule 14, Clause (f).

10. All questions shall be determined by a simple majority
of the votes represented in person or proxy.

11. In the event of an equality of votes the Chairman shall
have a casting vote.

12. The Executive Committee shall have power to delegate
any of its duties to duly appointed Sub-Committees.

13. The Chairman and Hon. General Secretary shall be
ex-officio members of all such Committees.

14. Each Sub-Committee so appointed shall elect’its own
Chairman and Secretary (where necessary), one of whom
shall be responsible for presenting to the Executive Com-
mittee, at its ensuing meeting, the report of the Sub-Com-
mittee.

15. Any reporl so brought up may be adopted or referred
back, as a whole or in part.
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16. The Hon. General Secretary shall render at each
meeting a brief report as to the activities of the Association
during the preceding period.

17. The Hon. Treasurer shall submit at each meeting
a financial statement showing monies received and expended
during the preceding period, together with cash in hand and
at bank.

18. The Hon. General Secretary (or Assistant Secretary)
shall forward to all Officers and members, from whom appli-
cation is received, a copy of the Minutes within 14 days of
the meeting.

19. The Hon. Treasurer shall be responsible for all monies
received by the Association from whatever source derived
and he (or the Hon. General Secretary) shall issue receipt for
same on the official form ; shall pay all the liabilities of the
Association as directed by the Executive Committee so far
as the funds available will permit.

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PRESIDENT’S REPORT.
SEASON 1931-32.

It gives me very great pleasure to address you at the end
of my first year of office as President of the E.T.T.A."I thank
you very heartily for the honour that you have conferred
upon me.

What a pity
it is, that owing to his engagements in Lawn Tennis, we
cannot have Fred Perry with us. He has shown that, although
not in full practice, he is still the great player of 1929. I am
sure we should like to say how delighted we all are at his
great success on the Tennis Courts. We have many players
who are right on the heels of our acknowledged best players ;
the standard of play has certainly improved and the future
undoubtedly is very bright.

I should like to pay a tribute to the retiring Secretary,
Mr. Poupard, and his helpmate, Mrs. Poupard. Very few
realise the work the Secretaryship entails. We all feel a very
deep sense of gratitude to Mr. Poupard for the excellent
service he has rendered Table Tennis, and our heartiest of
good wishes go with him for the future.

Our esteemed chairman, Mr. Bunbury, also finds it
impossible to continue in this office. Good men are scarce,
and we greatly regret his retirement. We are glad to know
that his interest in the game will, nevertheless, continue
unabated.
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Mr. Decker has very willingly accepted the Secretaryship,
and it behoves each member to give him loyal support. All
our officials have worked really hard, and we must pay fine
tribute, especially to Mr. Montagu (Chairman), Mr. Vint
(Treasurer), Mr. Pope and Mr. Corti Woodcock.

It is with very great pleasure that I can report that the
number of clubs in our association has been nearly doubled.
My one great regret is that the Fighting Fund met with such
poor response. 1f it is continued this season I should like to
appeal for really adequete support.

SECRETARY'’S REPORT.
SEasoN 1931-32.

Once again I am pleased to report an increase in the
numerical strength of the Association. 38 Leagues have
affiliated, as against 32 last season, a total strength of 675
Clubs, as compared with 537. Mainly owing to a number
of Clubs joining Leagues, directly affiliated Clubs have
dropped from 51 to 39, but individual affiliations have
increased from 21 to 27. The new Leagues who have joined
are Brighton, Dewsbury, Folkestone, Leicestershire, North-
umberland, Sheffield, Wembley and South Devon, whilst
Hull and North Staffs have dropped out. On the whole, a
very successful increase in strength.

It is with very great regret, and, frankly, no little sorrow,
that I tender my own resignation. I have held the Secretary-
ship for two years, and whilst at times the work involved
has been a terrific strain, I have always enjoyed doing it,
feeling that I was helping to further not only the interests
of the Association, but the game in general, and candidly
I have taken a pleasure in seeing the Association grow, as
it has done these last two years. But it is now no longer
possible for me to carry on. Through the invaluable assistance
of Mrs. Poupard the greater part of the routine work has
been carried out, but it is quite impossible for me to devote
any time to propaganda work; work which I have been
able to do in the past, and which is so necessary if the scope
of the Association is to be extended. This brings me to a
suggestion which I have been considering for some time,
and “hat is, whether we should not appoint a full-time
stipendiary Secretary.

I know only too well that our financial position is such
that, at first sight, any proposal of this nature seems ridicu-
lous. My main argument, however, is that a stipendiary
Secretary will be able to devote so much more time to
E.T.T.A. affairs, that its activities are bound to be widened
and its income increased accordingly. The game itself is
steadily growing, and new Clubs and Leagues are being
formed all over tke country. Personal interviews with
Secretaries have much more effect than any number of letters,
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and affiliations would come in easier. The scope of the Hand-
book could be widened, both as regards advertisements and
circulation ; National and District Tournaments could be

arranged ; more publicity in the press could be obtained, and °

in fact real progress would be attained. It would be a big
step to take, but one I feel sure which will have to be taken
in the very near future if the Association is to go forward.

In conclusion, I should like to finish on a personal note.
One tangible result of my efforts during the past two years
has been the very large numbers of friends I have made in
all parts of the country, and with whom I hope to have the
pleasure of still keeping in touch, although I am no longer
Secretary.  Once again I repeat that it has been a pleasure to
work with you all; and I would like to express my very
sincere thanks to all those of you who have co-operated
with me so willingly during the past two seasons.

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TREASURER’S REPORT.
SEAsoN 1931-32.

- The accounts for the year ended 30th June, 1932,
published on another page of the Handbook, reveal a deficit
of £4 12s.0d., which, in view of the events of the past season,
can be considered as satisfactory.

The tremendous growth of the Association’s activities
is reflected in the phenomenal increase in the Income and
Expenditure of the Association which during the past three
years has risen considerably, as the following figures show':

Season Income Expenditure
1931-32 ... ... £454 ... ... [458
1930-31 ... ... £281 ... .. [278
1929-30 ... ... £101 ... ... £100

Although the revenue of the past year has been increased,
largely due to the new rate of subscriptions, which became
operative during last season, and a better response to the
Fighting Fund, we have proportionately increased our
expenditure. This is mainly caused by the production of
the Handbook, which cost the Association, after allowing
for advertisement and sales revenue, the sum of £33.
Another item involving a net expense of £28 was the cost
of arranging a tour of the foreign players in the latter part
of the season.

The Executive Committee feel that it is still necessary
to appeal for donations towards the cost of sending a team
to compete in the Swaythling Cup Competition, and it is
hoped that every League, Club and player will make some
contribution towards this very considerable but necessary

expense.

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APPENDIX A.

THE RULES OF TABLE TENNIS.
(As adopted by the International Table Tennis Federation).

Singles.

1. The Table.—The table shall be in surface rectangular,
9ft. in length, 5ft. in width ; it shall be supported in such a
way that its upper surface shall be 2ft. 6ins. above the floor,
and shall lie in a horizontal plane.

It shall be made of solid hard lin. wood or shall yield a
uniform bounce of not less than 8ins. and not more than
9ins. when a standard ball is dropped from a height of 12ins.
above its surface.

The upper surface of the table shall be termed the “playing
surface’” ; it shall be non-reflecting, of a dark colour with a
white line in. broad along each edge.

The lines at the 5ft. edges or ends of the playing surface
shall be termed ‘“‘end lines.”” The lines at the 9ft. edges or
sides of the playing surface shall be termed ‘“‘side lines.”

2. The Net and its Supports.—The playing surface shall
be divided into two courts of equal size by a net running
parallel to the end lines and 4ft. 6ins. from each. The net
shall be 6ft. in length ; its upper part along its whole length
shall be 6%ins. above the playing surface; its lower part
along the whole length shall be close to the playing surface.
The net shall be attached at each end to an upright post
63ins. high; the outside limits of each post shall be 6ins.
outside the side line on the same side.

3. The Ball.—The ball shall be spherical. 1t shall be
be made of celluloid, pale in colour ; it shall not be less than
4}ins. nor more than 43ins. in circumference ; it shall not
be less than 2/270zs. nor more than 2/250zs. in weight.

4. The Racket.—The racket may be any material, size,
shape, or weight.

5. The Scoring of Points.—A game shall be won by
the player who first wins 21 points, unless both players
shall have scored 20 points, when the winner of the game shall
be he who first wins two points more than his opponent.
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6. The Choice of  Ends and Service.—The choice of
ends and the right to be server or striker-out in every game
shall be decided by toss, provided that, if the winner of the
toss choose the right to be server or striker-out, the other
player shall have the choice of ends, and vice versa, and
provided that the winner of the toss may, if he prefer it,
require the other player to make the first choice.

7. The Change of Ends and Service.—After five points
the striker-out shall become the server, and the server the
striker-out, and so on after each five points until the end of
the game or the score 20 all. At the score 20 all the striker-
out shall become the server, and the server the striker-out,
and so on after each point until the end of the game. The
player who served first in a game shall be striker-out first
in the immediately subsequent game, and so on until the
end of a match.

The player who started at one end in a game shall start
at the other in the immediately subsequent game, and so
on until the end of the match. Where the match consists of
only one game, or, where it consists of more than one game,
in the deciding game of the match, the players shall change
ends at the score ten being reached by either player.

8. The Order of Play.—The server shall first make a
good service, the striker-out shall then make a good return
and thereafter server and striker-out shall each alternately
make a good return. '

9. A Good Service.—The service shall be delivered by
the server piojecting or dropping the ball by hand only,
without deliberate deformation of the surfac€, into the air.
The ball shall then be struck so that it touch first the server’s
court and then, passing directly over or round the net, touch
the striker-out’s court. '

At the moment of the impact of the racket on the ball in
service, both shall-be behind the end line of the server’s
court and between an imaginary continuation of the side lines.

(Note, that if the player, in attempting to serve, miss the
ball altogether, he is penalised because a good service has
not been made off the ball already in play.)

10. A Good Return.—A ball having been served or
recurned in play shall be struck by the player so that it pass
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directly over the net and touch directly the opponent’s
court ; provided that, if the ball, having been served or re-
turned in play, returns with its own impetus over the net
or round the net, it may be struck, while still in play, by the
player so that it touch directly the opponent’s court.

11. A Let.—The rest* is a let:

(a) If the ball se.ved in passing over the net touch it or its
supports, provider. the service be otherwise good.

(b) If a service be delivered when the striker-out is not
ready, provided, always, that he may not be deemed to be
unready if he attempts to strike at the ball.

(c) If either player be prevented by an accident, not under
his control, from serving a good service or making a good
return.

(d) If either player lose the point, as provided in Law 12
(), (d), (e), or Law 13, owing to an accident not within his
control.

12. A Point.—Either player shall lose a point :

(a) If he fail to make a good service except as provided in
Law 11.

(b) If a good service or a good return having been made
by his opponent, he fail to make a good return, except as
provided in Law 11.

(c) If he, or his racket, or anything that he wears or
carries, touch the net or its supports while the ball is in play.

(d) If he, or his racket, or anything that he wears or
carries, move the playing surface while the ball is in play.

(e) If his free hand touch the playing surface while the
ball is in play.

13. A Point.—Either player shall lose the point :

(a) If before the ball in play shall have passed over the end
lines or side lines not yet having touched the playing surface
on his side of the table since being struck by his opponent,
it come in contact with him or anything that he wears or
carries.

(b) If at any time he volley the ball.

14. In Play.—The ball is in play from tne moment at
Whl::lh it is projected or dropped from the hand in service
watil :

(a) It has touched one court twice consecutively.
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(b) It has, except in service, touched each court altemately
without having been struck by the racket intermediately.

(c) It has been struck by either player more than once con-
secutively. ’

(d) It has touched either player or anything that he wears
or carries, except his racket or his racket hand below the
wrist.

(¢) On the volley it come in contact with the racket or the
racket hand below the wrist.

(f) It has touched any object other than the net supports
or those referred to above.

15. Further Definitions.—The period during which the
ball is in play shall be termed a rest.

A rest the result of which is scored shall be termed a point.

A rest the result of which is not scored shall be termed a let.

The player who first strikes the ball during the rest shall be
termed the server.

The player who next strikes the ball during a rest shall be
termed the striker-out.

If the ball, in passing over the net, or round the net, touch
it or its supports, it shall, nevertheless, be considered to have
passed directly, except as referred to in Law 11 (a).

If the ball in play come in contact with the racket or
racket hand, not yet having touched the playing surface on
one side of the net since last being struck on the other side,
it shall be said to have been volleyed.

The racket hand is the hand carrying the racket ; the free
open hand is the hand not carrying the racke..

Doubles.

16.—The above laws shall apply in the Doubles Game
except as below.

17. The Table.—The surface of the table shall be divided
into two parts by a white line }in. broad, running parallel
with the side lines and distant from each of t¥ m 2ft. Sin.
This line shall be termed the service-line. The part of the
table surface on the nearer side of the net and the rigit of the
service-line in respect to the server, shall be called the server’s
right half court, that on the left in respect to him the server’s
left half-court. The part of the table surface on the farther
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side of the net, and the left of the service-line in respect to
the server, shall be called the striker-out’s right half-court,
that on the right in respect to the server the striker-out’s left
half court. ;

18. A Good Service.—The service shall be delivered as
otherwise provided in Law 9, and so that it touch first the
server’s right half court or the centre line on his side of the
net, and then, passing directly over or round the net, touch
the striker-out’s right half court or the centre line on his
side of the net.

19. The Choice of Order of Play.—The pair who have
the right to serve the first five services in any game shall
decide which partner shall do so, and the opposing pair shall
then decide similarly which shall first be striker-out.

20. The Order of Service.—The first five services shall
be delivered by the selected partner of the pair who have the
right to do so, and shall be received by the selected partner
of the opposing pair. The second five services shall be
delivered by the striker-out of the first five services and
received by the partner of the server of the first five services.
The third five services shall be delivered by the partner of the
server of the first five services and received by the partner
of the striker-out of the first five services. The fourth five
services shall be delivered by the partner of the striker out-of
the first five services and received by the server of the first
five services. The fifth five services shall be delivered as the
first five services. And so on, in sequence, until the end of
the game or the score 20 all, when the sequence of serving
and striking-out shall be uninterrupted, but each player shall
serve only one service in turn until the end of the game.

In a one game match, or the deciding game of the match of
more than one game, the pair that served the first five
services have the right to alter their order of striking out
or that of their opponents at the score 10.

21. The Order of Play.—The server shall first make a
good service, the striker-out shall then made a good return,
the partner of the server shall then make a good return,
the partner of the striker-out shall then made a good return,
the server shall then make a good return, and thereafter each
player alternately in that sequence shall make a good return.
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22. Out of Order of Service.—If a player serve out
of his turn, the player who ought to have served shall serve
as soon as the mistake is discovered, unless a group of five
services shall have been completed before such discovery,
when the service in the subsequent groups of services shall
continue, in the same order, as if the sequence had not been
discontinuous. In any circumstances, all points scored
before the discovery shall be reckoned.

23.—Out of Order of Striking-out.—If a player act
as striker-out out of his turn, the player who ought to have
acted as striker-out shall be striker-out as soon as the mis-
take is discovered, unless a group of five services shall have
been completed before such discovery, when the order of
striking-out shall continue in the subsequent group of ser-
vices as if the sequence had not been discontinuous. In
any circumstances, all points scored before the discovery
shall be reckoned.

APPENDIX B.

KNOTTY POINTS.
Decisions of the International Federation.

1. Edge Balls.—The phrase, ‘“Table Surface’ is to be
interpreted as including the top edges and corners of the
table-top, and a ball in play which strikes these latter is
therefore good and still in play ; though if it strikes evidently
the side of the table-top below the edge, it becomes dead and
counts against the last striker.

.2. Ball Returned with Empty Hand.—If a player drop
his racket, he cannot return the ball with empty hand. (See
definition, “‘the racket hand is the hand carrying the racket.”’)

3. Racket Thrown at Ball.—If in returning the ball’the
racket leave the player’s hand, it is a good return only if it
were still in his hand at the moment of contact with the ball
(see Law 10, ‘‘a ball . ... . shall be struck”), and if it does
not touch the net or move the table surface (Law 12 ¢, d)
before the ball is out of play.

4. Finger-spin in Service.— :

(a) Finger-spin may be imparted to the ball in service by
projecting it by hand into the air and then striking it (Law 9) ;
it may not be imparted by holding the ball and rubbing the
racket surface against it before it leaves the hand (Law 9,
and double-hit, Law 14 c).

(b) No artificial aid must be worn on the fingers to in-
crease finger-spin; a rubber thumb-stall or finger-stall
violates Law 10 “projecting or dropping the ball by hand
only,” since more than the hand is used. The umpire should
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however, of course use discretion respecting a merely technical
violation caused by a stall or glove worn through injury, and
not employed to increase service-spin.

(c) Distinction should be made between that measure of
deformation physically inseparable from striking or pressing
a resilient object, and a deliberate deformation executed to
alter the shape of the surface to secure improved grip. The
latter may invariably be distinguished by a sharp click of
celluloid, audible as the surface resumes convexity on leaving
the hand, and in no way resembling the finger snap sound
of legitimate finger spin.

5. Missed Service.—If a player in atternpting to serve
miss the ball altogether, it is a lost point (Law 14) because
the ball was in play from the moment it left the server’s
hand, and a good service has not been made of the ball
already in play. :

6. Volleyed Net Service.—A volley is a lost point even
if it occurs on a service ball that has touched the net in its.
flight. (See definition of volley, and definition of let). Such
a service cannot be a let because, although it has touched the
net, it is not otherwise good, i.e. has not directly touched the
striker’s half table surface.

7. Ball Fractured in Play.—If the ball split or become
otherwise fractured in play, affecting a player’s return, the
rest is a let (Law 11 c). It is the umpire’s duty to stop play,
recording a let, when he has reason to believe that the ball
in play 1s fractured or imperfect ; and to decide those cases
in which the faulty ball is clearly fractured in actually going
out of play, and in no way handicaps the player’s return,
when the point should be scored. In all cases of doubt,
however, he should declare a let.

8. Fixtures.—A moving spectator, a neighbouring player,
a sudden noise, i.e., any neighbouring object in movement
(except a partner) should be regarded as an accident not
under control (Law 11 c), interference from which implies a
let. A stationary spectator, fixed seating, the umpire, the
light, a nearby table, a continuous sound of even volume, i.e.,
any relatively constant or motionless hazard, should not be
so regarded, and complaint against interference from it during
play should be regarded as void.
