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LADIES FIRST 
In 1947-48 the English women1s team was ·first in the world. Can we find the 

players and maintain that position ? 

THE English women's team finished second in 
the two major competitions last season. 

Second to U.S.A. in the Corbillon Cup and 
second to Hungary in the Europe Cup. 

Good? Yes, especially when we realise that 
of our players, FRANKS, BARNES, CROSBY, STEVEN­
TON and WOOD, only the first-named had previous 
experience of the highest opposition, because the 
others had previously been swamped by the 
supremacy of. the three world-beaters, DACE, 
BLACKBOIJRN and BEREGI. 

* * * 
The fact that our team could lose all these three 

players at one blow provided at once a consolation 
and a warning. 

A consolation that our next reserves had kept 
their' morale and their play at such a high level, 
in spite of continued frustration, that they could 
produce nearly the same, wonderful results in the 
next campaign. 
. A warning that the women's competitive 
" field" is far more fluid than the ~men's (who 
could imagine the top three men vanishing in a 
season?) 

Therefore, because of this " fluidity," we ought 
to take 'constant care to bring on new battalions of 
girls. at the various age levels. 

* * * 
Has the English Table Tennis Association taken 

not~ of this warning, as a wise government should? 
Indeed it· has, and what is more, the National 

Executive Committee have agreed that, creditable 
as second place may be, it just isn't good enough. 

We want that first place back, and that, no less, 
is the stated objective of the N.E.C. for the 
women's game. 

In this we could be helped by the return to full 
action of Vera Dace (Mrs. Thomas) and Dora 

Beregi (Mrs. Devenney). These could possibly 
b<?th reach their previous peak form" and thus, 
WIth Peggy Franks, constitute a ready-made all­
star team. 

* * * 
But. taking a broader view, it is our duty also 

to buIld up those reserves we m'entioned above, 
and as 'a first step all local organisers have been 
ask.ed to include events for junior girl players in 
theIr programnles whenever possible. 

Most Open tournaments now run a girls' singles, 
some have also a junior mixed doubles while 
possibly the most eff.ective move is the fo;mation 
of at least s'even junior county teams each needing 
girl players. 
~ut so far the accent' is on 'the "needing." 

Instead of selecting girls from a crowd of appli­
cants, it is a fact that some counties have actually 
had to appeal for girls to come along more or less 
to "make up the number." There is room for 
imp,rovement here, and possibly you are one who 
can help by introducing some wee lassie to the 
game, or encouraging another to overcome her 
shyness. t> . 

OUR COVER PICTURE 
LEFT-HANDED DENNIS MILLER at first sight 

appears to be rather too slow in moving to 
ach ieve success aga inst top-cla·ss players, but he has 
shown an unusual ability to make the play run at 
the pace which suits him. 

Junior Champion of England in 1946. Denis has 
since va~ied considerably in form. but has lately 
sh;>wed s~gns .of. settling down to a confident game. 
HIS surprise Victims last season included Haguenauer 
and Simons in the English Open, and in last month's 
Middlesex v. The Rest he defeated both Simons and 
Sharman. 

Played for England last year against Ireland. 
Wales. and France, and is now in Czechoslovakia 
w.ith our touring team. This will be a big test for 
hIm as he has up to now found difficulty in holding 
speedy attacking players. 



NEWS FROM E.T.lA. HEADQUARTERS 
The National Executive dug into a huge pile of work 

on Saturday, 22nd October. Here are some of the 
things that were dealt with in the course of two long 
sessions. 
English Open. Junior Events-singles and doubles this 

year-will be held at Paddington Baths on Tuesday 
and Wednesday, March 7th and 8th, the later rounds 
being played at Werrlbley later in the week. One 
round of men's singles will probably be played at 
Paddington on Wednesday, but the remainder, together 
with the whole of the women's singles and all the 
doubles, will be at Wembley on Thursday, Friday 
and Saturday, March 9th to 11th. L. R. Preston, 
who made such a success of· the referee's job last year, 
cannot undertake it this time, and the N .E.C. has 
appointed George White to fill the vacancy, with 
Geoffrey Harrower in the new post of Tournament 
Organiser. 

Approved Balls. Th~ first and second grades of the 
following makes of ball were approved for the current 
season: Halex, Villa, Haydon and Barna. 

Umpires. The first report of the. --Sub-Committee on 
Umpiring was adopted. Under this report, detailed 
plans will now be made so that all umpires who 
reach a satisfactory standard both in their knowledge 
of the laws of the game and in their m"ethods of 
umpiring in public can be registered as "County 
Umpires." The idea is that these people will have 
badges which will readily show their status to both 
players and organisers. Further details will be 
published as the scheme develops. 

A /filiations to Counties. An unusual case concerned a 
local organisation, not affiliated in any way to the 
E.T.T.A., which had been "specially affiliated" by a 
County Association for a locally-determined fee. The 
N .E.C. had to point out that no body can join a 
County Association unless it is affiliated to ~he 
E.T.T.A.; and that "special affiliation" is, by rule, 
the' prerogative of the National Executive itself. 

Coaching Scheme. The scheme for a National Table 
Tennis Coach, to train local coaches, is now before 
the Ministry of Education. 

Trials. Trials for Swaythling Cup and Corbillon Cup 
teams will probably take place in mid-December. 
Trials for a Junior International team will be 
arranged early in the new year. 

Service	 Rule. The very popular leaflet explaining the 
service law is to be broujht up to d~te and reissued.

We 
started with a week-end together in Weston-super-Mare. 

il think that if teaiIDS making bigger tours than this 
could ge!t together beforehand in such an a!tmosphere: as 
we h~d, where no strong accent was placed on tbe reaSOD 
for their being togeither in such a place, it migbt have a 
profound bearing on the resit of the tour when ·tbe real 
" work" was being done. 

At Gloucester Y.M.C.A., the County President, Mr. 
Allen, with other officials, welcomed the players, and a 
very pleasant match followed. The home side lost 1-8, 
their only success bei.ng recorded by the hard-hitting 
Dawe, whose sudden bursts were too much for Alan 
Payne. An important sign, however, was the perfor­
mance of G. Reeves, a Junior, who was matched against 
cur own Petei" Smith. Reeves played very well, .and the 
impression he created was upheld by all the other 
Juniors whom we met in Gloucestershire.

action "pictures of table tenni~. To you, dear 
readers, this may not imply anything of sp,ecial 
significance, but if it happens to be your job to 
fjnd good action pict~res of table tennis, you will 
know that they are few and far between. 

These particular precious specimens have 
another claim on our attention. Not only were 
they taken by PETER MAD·GE, the young R.A.F. 
man who took those fine cover pictures of Leach, 
~imons and Barna, but they are actually pictures 
of Peter himself ! 

Just how the TABLE, TENNIS photographer has 
managed to produce action shots of himself is a 
trade trick I cannot divu}ge now. Perhaps he 
will tell us something about his tricks ·-in later 
articles; meanwhile, I have seized on the pictures 
as -useful examples of stroke play by typical 
youngsters in the" inlprover " class. ' 

Taking a good look at picture No. 1 and casting 
aside any pleasurable reflections on such an "ideal 

attacker's court, .with a certain amount of backspin 
Ion it. 

For the more advanced pupil,. what particular 
type. of chop stroke does Peter favour? Fortu­
nately, the picture shows us quite clearly. It 
is obviously not the short, wristy chop employed 
by AUBREY SIMONS to such .good effect. Nor 
is it the forearm-plus-wrist true "chopper" 
action preferred by MILES and BARNA. 
No, this is a full-arm: chop stroke. . I think 

really it is an attempt at the relaxed sweepiilg chop 
action a fa JOHNNY LEACH, but by -reason of a 
slight over-tensioning of the arm, the stroke has 
become an ANDREADIS full-arm "scoop" chop. 

The over-tensioning of the arID is apparent 
from the braced biceps and t~e locked wrist of 
the defender. I prefer .to see the arm, relaxed. in 
defence to allow the necessqry "give," but the 
player in this case will make a well-controlled 
return because of the exeeHent footwork and 
positioning. 

Note the poslj1tioning, ideal for long defence 
on the fOf1ehand ; ball taken, on the drop, tmnk 
well sideways to all~'w 3, true forwa~d follow 
through' of the fuUlarm SICOOp. 

Most important of all, feet well apart for good

balance and knees well bent to allow of last­
minute corrections. 
In fact our friend Peter here, having committed 

himself to a full sweep of the arm, will depend on 
his knee movement to adjust his stroke as the 
ball comes near. 

Anything el:se to be leamed from the first 
photo? Yes, the youngster on the right 'gives 
us a neat example of correct follow-through for 
a medium-paced forehand drive. 
He is standing in a typical left-ha'nder's driving 

position, has passed his weight forward in hitting, 
on to his right foot (right-handers, of course, on 
to the left foot). Note the. economy of energy 
in the forehand drive by following through from 
the ,elbow instead of with the full arm. A good 
point, Itoo, is the free arm exactly balancing the 
thrust of the striking arm. (This is also brought 
out well by the defending player executing his chop 
stroke). 

In the second picture we see our photo-minded 
friend, Peter, in different mood. I have extracted 
it from a doubles photograph (ruined one of his 
be~t pictures, I suppose he'll say!). This accounts 
for the forehand drive being carried out from 
what some readers may call" out of position." 

In doubles a rather exaggerated "running 
round," for the forehand drive can be risked, 
as the partner is there to cover any angled 
return. 
-As to the ar~m stroke .itself, it has been quite 

well carried out, but its effectiveness has been 
hamp,ered by a misjudgment of P9sition. In 
choosing his attacking _stance, our subject has not 
been quite so successful as he was in his defensive 
positioning. 

The fault? He was ra,ther too close to the ball. 
This is evidenc'ed by (1) th,e faning-away of tb~ 

trunk and (2) the cramp,ing of the right shoulder 
bemnd the h'ead-both being blist-minute

instinctive attempts to correct the mistaken 
position into which his feet have led him. 

No wonder Peter wears a troubled look-or is 
that merely concentration ? 

What happened was this: he planted both feet 
in a direct line with the on-coming .ball, as a 
cricketer might. The table tennis forehand hitter 
gets a free-arm swing by placing his left (Le., 
front) foot, rather to the left of the striking 
position. 

Actually, in. '"a doubles game, our player­
photographer has not weakened his team by his 
slight miscalculation, but in singles he might have 
to pay the penalty of being off balan"ce. for the 
next shot. 

Well, it has been fun scanning our cameraman 
through his own lens. If anybody would like to 
have their own a,chon pictures scanned, I'll be 
pleased to try.

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Simons' Attack Wins Birmingham Open
 
Leach loses title 

AS always this tournament attracted an excellent entry 
-in numbers and in the wealth of talent on view. 

Almost every player of note in the country competed 
and a magnificent day's play was seen. The total entries 
approached 300, the whole I of the local entries ibeing 
reduced the previous Sunday so drastically that only 
116 Midland players competed in ·the Men's Singles out 
of a total 01£ 64. The standard of the other even.ts was 
equally high. In this way it was possible to run the 
whole tourname~Dit strictly to ti1m,e table with the finals 
prograrmme starting promp:dy at 7.30 p.rn!., before a full 
house of about one thousand spectators. 

These were good matches from the start, the two 
Welsh internationals, JOHN DAVIES and GLYN MORGAN 
lost to English stars SIMONS and CROUCH in the first 
round, though not without a struggle. Davies took one 
game from Simons by using his strong forehand attack, 
but could not maintain his accuracy in the final game. 
Last year's junior international, BAKER, scored a magni.. 
ficent victory over POOLE, Birmingham's leading player 
at the moment and winner of the recent North Midlands 
Open. HEAD beat his county team-mate' VENNER, but 
lost easily to LEACH. 

'Men's Singles Sem,i-Finals: Lea'ch's consistency and 
magnificent retrieving 'was too much for Casof:sky, whose 
drives. did not see'm to be a'S fluent as usual. Simons 
gradually wore down Adams' forehand attack and 
eventually finished comfortably. Adams had previously 
retrieved :his match with Ron 'BakeJr from the position of 
11-19 down in the 3rd! 

Finals: 
And so to the final and anotherr sunprise--1he delfeat 

of Johnny Leach by Aubrey ~SimiOns by 3 games to 2. 
This was almost a repeat of last year's final, Sim:ons 
winning the first two, Leach the next two but this time 
the Bristol man won the all-important fitfthgame. 

Simons' tactics wer,e to wait pa'tien11y for the opportunity 
to coulliterhit on the forehand and then make a first-time 
winner either to the forehand corner or down the middle of 
the table. In the first ga.mes when Simons did atJtack 
continuously then he seldom won the point but ~ he gained 
'many points with these surprise hits. In the 3rd and 4th 
games Leach curbed this counter-alvt1acking by concentrating 
on Simons' backhand and in~reasing the pace of his shots 
to the forehand.

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HARD OF HEARING?
 
I AM especially interested in encGuraging deaf players to take up 

our sport, as this is a matter which touches me very closely. 
True, there is quite a difference in playing technique between two 

players of whom one is deaf, but I would not say this difference is 
enough to 'constitute a serious handicap to the latter. 

, Clearly the deaf person may at first hesitate before launching 
himself into a sport so essential ~y governed by the reflexes, but 
although he lives in a world deprived of the warnings and meanings 
of sound he has usually the 
compensation of other reflexes 
becoming more highly trained 
than the aver.age. 

His eye, for instance, is often· 
extra keen, and allied to this is 
a constant "alertness" in his 
muscles. 

I think, too, that he 
develops, as an additional 
"security reflex '~". in everyday 
life, a delicat~· sense of touch 
-which is again an essential 
for table tennis. 

In defence, as in attack, it 
is necessary to sense the ball 
as it touches your bat, and this 
impression is undoubtedly in 
part registered by the ear, 
enabling you to vary die angle 
orf your bat accordingly. Also 
in judging the strength .of your 
opponent's stroke, hearing 
plays a b:g part-as anyone 
can confirm by, playing a 
game or two with his ears 
plugged. 

Our deaf friend loses the advantage of these 
sound signals given Qut by the ball and bat to 
help hi,ill judge his lift and chop. Nevertheless 
he can become a good" player if he will seek always 
to make his strokes technically perfect and to 
mould his style to take advantage of his delicacy 
of touch. 

I emphasise the perfection of stroke action, 
bec~use the more precise and confident his' style, 
the less he will'worry about the ball as it arrives. 

In other words, more than anyone else must the deaf 
player aim at a perfect ·'automatism." Although he knows 
in fact a lirttle bit less ahout each ball than the man 
who can hear it, he 'can the'reby cast aside the hesitation 
which so often affects the ordinary player in making his 
decisions what to do with the ball. 

Thus from the start he may acquire a legitimate 
audacity-which certainly has its place in the modern 
table tennis game. 

To audacity may I add, that most valuable gift- ­
C6B£entration. To be without hea.?jng is to be without 
quite a number of distractions which can disturb the 
best of players in their tournament matches!

By all means let Mr. Kirkwood ([if he musl1) lectur~ 
us on cleanliness, and let him stdve wi,th evangelistical 
fervour after smarter app:earances, but the only complete 
aIisrwer to this debate will be that of a tournament 
played in white.
