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,Government HAid Just Around the Corner

ORE than three years have elapsed since the
publication of the Wolfenden Report raised
bright visions of the future with its recommenda-
tion that the Government should spend ten mil-
lion pounds a year on sport. Indeed, so much time
has gone by that many have given up hope of
seeing anything happening in our time.

But the wheels of Government machinery have
been turning slowly and at last it looks as though
something is brewing.

Speaking at the annual meeting of the C.C.P.R.,
Lord Hailsham — now Mr. Quinton Hogg
the minister appointed to look into the question
of grants to sport, gave a broad hint that aid is
just around the corner.

He said that the Government are anxious to
do something to help British athletes at inter-
national events and he was glad to say plans
would be announced shortly for giving help in
suitable cases, but without discouraging the help
of voluntary contributions which were so
important to amateur sport.

Just what form that aid will be is something
that all sports bodies are anxious to know. It is
assumed, however, that there will be some finan-
cial assistance in sending teams abroad. This is
something that is urgently needed.

So far, by various money raising funds and
help from the manufacturers, the E.T.T.A. have
always managed to support the World Cham-
pionships but the problem will be when they take
place in Australia in 1967.

Australia, who point out they have always sent
a team to the Mother Country, naturally expect
us to reciprocate, but where is the money com-
ing from? It is a far bigger problem than send-
ing a team to Europe.

There was a time when World Championships
were always held in Europe, but this has now
altered as the game has grown and spread to the
four corners of the earth.

When the next Congress is held it is expected
that more than a hundred associations will be in
membership of the International Federation, so
that every alternate world championships are
likely to take place outside of Europe.

Already they have been held in Bombay,
Tokyo, and Peking. Now comes Australia in
1967 and at sometime in the future South
America will be asking for their turn. Thus it can
be seen how travelling costs are bound to increase.

Having help themselves in the past the
E.T.T.A. must surely have every consideration if
the time does come for Government subsidies with
travelling. It is not a question of table tennis sud-
denly enlarging their field of travel because there
is a suggestion of aid.

Problem facing the E.T.T.A. is how to seek
this aid. Should they ask for help year by year,
or only on specific occasions like the trip to
Australia.

Everyone is in the dark as to how they go
about seeking such help for Lord Hailsham,
in a reply to a question from Peter Lowen,
the E.T.T.A. secretary has said that no machinery
is as yet in operation, but information would be
given as soon as something is being done.

Let us all hope that the Government wheels
turn a little faster and that the minds of all sports
bodies can be put at rest, instead of being -kept
dangling on a string of expectation.

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Johnny Leach if one studies recent
issues of TABLE TENNIS! Impossible!
We do not officially “choose” tech-
niques but try to understand them.
Most of our coaches’ sessions include
examination of “ penholder” systems,
and we encourage the few accom-
plished young performers we dis-
cover to exploit their skill. It would
be unrealistic to suggest that there is
any strong feeling amongst our
players to adopt the Oriental style—
should it indeed be called “orthodox”
style nowadays?

However, there is great interest in
the Oriental policy of maintaining an
attacking initiative, an attitude which
can help “tennis style” as well as
penholder.

Our coaching lays great emphasis
on developing agility, flexibility, ten-
acilty, quick thinking and calm con-
trol.

If these are carried to perfection, it
seems probable that the mere set of
the bat in the hand is only incidental

to such essential qualities in the
winning of world honours.
We are indeed most interested

to help anybody who wants to
develop penholder play or players. I
must say that so far I have not seen
many putting it to the test. What I
have seen is two players standing
almost still, trying out “penholder”
against each other. What can they
learn like this? The only sensible
test is for one to play penholder
against normal opposition.

PRIVATE SUMMING UP

So much for official caution. Some

readers may still be interested in my

private summing up. Here it is:

1. With sandwich bat, any “style”
will get you there, if you are a
“superior-enough” man.

2. The top Chinese and Orientals
are superior men, table tenniswise;
chiefly by dint of natural and
acquired agility, fortitude, and mental
attitude.

3. Their education and organisa-
tion leads to a continuity of such
superior table tennis athletes.

4. We have not seen the last word.
After all, Bergmann was supreme for
years; this superiority covered the
fact that he was playing the wrong
game! He ought to have been attack-
ing—if we accept today’s lessons.

It is entirely possible that the
Chinese “superior men” are playing
wrongly. If so, I rather suspect it
will be Chinese “tennis-style” chal-
lengers who will prove the point!

FOUR times world singles cham-
pion Richard Bergmann has
started another tour with the Harlem
Globetrotters. This time his op-
ponent is 18-year-old “ Biriba ”
DaCosta, twice singles and twice
doubles chamipion of South America.
The Brazilian follows in the steps
of leading Asian, European and
African champions who have been
signed by Bergmann for tours in
recent years.

When his present engagements end
next August, Bergmann will bring a
team of champions from different
Asian countries, to tour Europe.
Arrangements with several European
associations are already in hand, and
Bergmann is anxious to include
England in his itiniary if the co-
operation of the E.T.T.A. can be
obtained.

The Asians will play challenge
matches against full international as
well as specially selected teams in
various countries, and should prove
a tremendous attraction.

Bergmann had planned this tour
for some time, and was finally per-
suaded to enter definite commitments
on hearing that the E.T.T.A. Develop-
ment Commission considered ithis
type of tour as particularly important
in order to re-awaken interest in
table tennis.

Bergmann himself will act as man-
ager and promoter, and is also
making himself available to
strengthen any of the teams opposing

the Asians, whenever the local
Association would like to include
him.

Bergmann has, of course, been

more successful against Asians than
any other European champion, and
has recently proved that he can still
hold his own against the topflight
today.

The
first 25 leagues to enter can look
back, in my view, in years to come
and say that they were the first to
support a scheme which I am con-
vinced is not only here to stay, but
will do untold good for the game.

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Realistic Points for English Open

HE Master Points Committee held a meeting in London on the 20th

November, when all suggestions and criticisms which had been put for-

ward by counties, leagues, clubs and individuals were considered. Some of
the decisions reached will no doubt be of interest to readers.

ENGLISH O PEN CHAMPION-
SHIPS. In view of the exceptionally
strong overseas entry which is again
expected this season, it was resolved to
award Master Points on a suitably high
scale. Indeed, the principle was accepted
that if an Enghsh player proves good
enough to win the men’s or women’s
singles, then they are entitled to become
National Masters. Therefore, the awards

will be:—

For reaching the last

For reaching the Iast
sixteen ..........ceceeen.

For reaching the last

It is hoped that these realistic awards
will be a big incentive.

BADGES, 1t was decided to proceed
with the provision of cloth badges, for
the various grades of Master. After
considering quotations and samples, the
committee awarded the contract to
Messrs. Bromfield Sports, of Shoreham-
by-Sea. Samples of badges were shown
to players and officials at the Birming-
ham Open, and without exception were
well received. Players attaining the
grades of Club or League Master can
purchase these badges, at the very
nominal cost of 2s., including postage.
They can, of course, order them when
sending their Master Points Certificate
through.

In order that badges can be worn
as well as ordinary club, league or
county badges, they have been made 2in.
in diameter. The Club Master badge is
on a red background with white lettering.
In an outer circle appears the wording
“ ET.T.A. CLUB MASTER,” and in
the centre a single star. The League
Master badge has a gold background
with green lettering, with the wording
“E.T.T.A. LEAGUE MASTER” in the
outer circle, with two stars in the centre.
The County Master has of course the
wording ‘“ ET.T.A. COUNTY MAS-
TER ” in the outer circle, and three stars
in the centre. This latter badge is on
a blue background, with gold lettering
and stars.

INCLUSION OF JUNIOR EVENTS.
There was considerable correspondence,
all in favour of the inclusion of Junior
events in the scheme, in some form or
another. The Committee therefore asks
all organisations, and indeed individuals,
how best Junior events can be included
from the beginning of next season.
Some of the ideas will be examined next
month,

INCLUSION OF VETERANS?’
EVENTS. Several tournaments have
taken it for granted that the Veterans’
singles are included, whilst a somewhat
larger number have assumed that they
are not! Whilst the Committee had,
frankly, not considered that this event
should come within the scope of the
Scheme, they are bound to admit that it
has not been made specifically clear.
Therefore if any tournament organisers
wish to include this event this season,
they are free to do so. For future
seasons, however, the Committee would
be pleased to hear from interested
parties.

INCLUSION OF DOUBLES
EVENTS. Several organisations have
written asking for doubles to be in-
cluded. The Committee, however, are
not satisfied that a case has been made
out for their inclusion next season, but
they are nevertheless keepmg an open
mind, and would welcome opinions.

LARGE LEAGUES. Several very
large leagues have written stating that
they do not consider the ratio of 3
points per win in the Ist division, 2
points 1n the second division and
point in all lower divisions to be correct.
The Committee readily see this point,
but are reluctant to increase the number
of points for the first division, for this
would correspondingly mean an increase
all round in other competitions, and thus
a raising of the number of points needed
to become various grades of Master.

They are not, however, against the
1dea in pr1n01p1e of awardmg 3, 21

1 and 1 points, it being appremated “that
no player would actually receive half a
point, as this would be rounded off to
the nearest higher mark. The main
problem is that, whilst some leagues may
have, say, 15 sections with one first
division, two second divisions, and four

each in the third, fourth and fifth
divisions, other leagues rank their
divisions from one to fifteen. Both the
London Civil Service and the North
Middlesex Leagues have suggested a
percentage basis, The Committee have
an open mind, and would like to near
from all interested parties.

Should
the number of points be higher for the
Nos. 1 and 2 than the Nos, 3 and 4?
And if so, how? Here again, the Com-
mittee Zave an absolutely open mind,
and again appeal for suggestions.

In order that all these points may be
resolved, and decisions made and
announced in good time for all mem-
ber organisations to consider the scheme
as a whole before their next A.G.M.,
please write to the Administrator, Mr.

While other countries have in recent
years raised considerably the level of play
and professional status has inevitably
come to the benefit mainly of the older
established players, in Britain most
people play table tennis for pleasure in

Fortunate Schools

WAS pleased to see the article by
Trevor Fiend referring to a crying
need for schools’ leogues.

We are fortunate in Manchester, be-
cause there has been such a T.T. league
since 1960. It has been  smiled on”
by authority and has been growing
strong ever since.

The matches are on a home and away
basis between teams of the usual five
players. In the main, we follow the
English Table Tennis Association rules,
but not too rigourously on dress and
services. The friendly spirit prevailing
overcomes any difficulty arising. One
point of view is that this is poor train-
ing for more serious table tennis in 'ater
life, but one must remember these are
only schoolboys, just starting, and to be
too strict at this stage may do more
harm than good.

OQur official title is “ The Manchester
Schools’ Table Tennis League * and the
champions hold a handsome cup trophy
for one year. We also hold our indi-
vidual tournament each year, the prize
for which is a membership to the Man-
chester Y.M.C.A. The idea of this is
to encourage a sustained interest in table
tennis after school.

The other annual event is a match of
strong friendly rivalry between orgamsmg
masters from each school against the
top boys from each team.

We deliberately avoid playing in a
senior league, since this would involve
too much time for boys seriously bent
on studies, The obvious disadvantage is
that we do not get the improvement
which comes from playing in a better
class and we do not meet county players.

It would be helpful to have some
demonstrations by experts, but finance :s
a problem here. It is essential to keep
any subscriptions within the pockets of
schoolboys, so we never carry a balance.
But we really could do with advice and
help on this, say, from Jack Clayton or
Jeff Ingber (an old boy of Manchester
Central Grammar School, who have won
the trophy twice in three years). We
will have to get in touch with Mr. L.
Jones, the secretary of Manchester and

District T.T.A.
A. G. DOBBINS
(Secretary, Manchester Schools T.T.L.).
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their Jeisure and what better indoor ath-
letic pursuit could they adopt?

Alas! There was little pleasure for any-
one at the Portsmouth Open men’s
singles final as a capacity crowd watched
two young internationals stubbornly
refusing to participate any further in the
competition because of a shining bat

against the major issue,
to play.”

Those who commenced their long
playing careers with sand-papered bats
know full well there are by far too many
varieties of colour and texture on the
market today, and none regrets this more
than the coaches.

The well trained player, if he really
is a player, can and must be able to play
with most bats and under worse condi-
tions remembering always the game
comes first and whatever the personal
cost the show goes on,

I sincerely hope the Portsmouth folk
will overlook this unhappy episode in
their association’s long history and for-
give these very young internationals who
can have such a splendid future before

Germany), Foldy (Hungary) and
Constantinescu (Rumania) to reach
the final where she beat the pen-
holder style Russian Rudnova 21-25,
21-18, 21-15, 13-21, 21-17.

Most noticeable was her ability to
change her tactics to suit the opposi-
tion. She used the loop to get the
ball up and hit her way through
three of the top defensive players in
Harst, Foldy and Constantinescu. It
was unbeatable form and before the
season is out she will be knocking
at the door as Europe’s Neo. 1.

Against Rudnova, who has ac-
counted for Heiritz, Rowe and
Luzova, Mary, was given no option
but to defend. She chased and
chased, making miraculous returns to
eventually overcome the Russian
after five fluctuating games.

Mary should have won the first
game when she led 19-12 but lost
narrowly at 21-23. She won the
next two, only to lose the fourth,
but came right back to the top in the
decider.

Miss Rowe won through two
rounds, then slipped up against the
hard hitting Rudnova, after appear-
ing to have the match well won in
the fourth game when she held two
match points at 20-18.

Miss Bell, our third girl, gave one
of her best overseas performances to
beat Dauphin of West Germany, but
could not contain the quick silver

Luzova after running her to 19 in
the second game.

England’s men did not set the same
high standard. David Creamer, tac-
tically wrong in being too defensive,
was hit off by Stipancic, a tiny
Yugoslav boy who looks even
younger than his 15 years, while
Ralph Gunnion lost to another
Yugoslav, Tomazic. He played well
but was unable to consolidate a two
games lead and lost at 18 in the fifith.

A remarkable feature of the Yugo-
slav Open was that Hungary, despite
having their strongest players, failed
to reach a final. It must be a long
while since they had such a dis-
astrous experience.

Markovic provided a home success
when he won the men’s singles, beat-
ing Scholer . Germany) in the
final 23-21, 21-12, 22-24, 21-14. Ber-
czik fell to Bernhardt (Sweden) in
the fourth round, while European
champion Alser went ouf to Korpa
in the quarters.

Yugoslavia collected another title

RUDNOVA

in the men’s doubles with Veko and
Korpa, while Negulescu and Alex-
andru won the mixed for Rumania.
Sweden won the men’s team.

It was a bitter disappointment for
England when ithey lost the team
final to the home country in the
Hungarian Open for we were 2-1
and a game up before Foldy stepped
in to kill our hopes by beating Miss
Shannon 11-21, 21-10, 21-17. That
made it two-all and Heiritz secured
the title with a straight games win
over Miss Rowe in the decider,

Miss Shannon was unable to repeat
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her Yugoslav form in the singles and
lost in the third round to Alexandru.
Miss Rowe failed to survive her open-
ing match and was beaten by the
Polish girl Noverita. Miss Bell, after
beating Czoke (Hungary) lost to
Seidel (W. Germany).

Fortunately Miss Rowe and Miss
Shannon had recovered their form
for the women’s doubles and swept
through to the title with the loss of
only one game, that was in the final
where they beat Alexandru and Con-
stantinescu 21-15, 15-21, 21-17, 21-17.

Creamer and Gunnion made first
round exits in both the men’s singles
and doubles. Miss Rowe enjoyed a
successful run in the mixed doubles
with Alser and had high hopes of
taking the title when they led the
Rumanians Guirciuca and Constan-
tinescu 2-1, only to lose over five
games.

SO NEAR

Bell and Gunnion came near to a
sensational win in the mixed when

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TABLE TENNIS

By PIERRE CECCALDI
(PRESIDENT, FRENCH T.T.A)

HAT is in danger? French Table Tennis. The cause? Government

economies, the inadequacy of our talent and resources, the

obstacles to our slow expansion? No, These questions, serious though
they are, do not justify a cry for help.

The S.0.S. that I send to all French fans concerns the game if
Table Tennis itself. Players, coaches, officials, listen to me: our
method of play is out of date; if we do not adapt ourselves to modern
Table Tennis we shall be relegated bit by bit to the level of the

weakest countries.

This is the conclusion that I came to in Prague as I watched the
play in the 27th World Championships and especially our matches

in the team and individual events.

When, from the day I arrived, I
saw players of the 51 nations en-
gaged, most of them youngsters, let-
ting themselves go in non -stop
attack; when 1 saw burst out on us in
the immense Palace of Sport a new,
fast, vigorous and murderous game;
when I reckoned the strength of our
adversaries, I was scared stiff, par-
ticularly for the men’s team which
was in danger of coming last in the
very strong group in which it was
drawn.

Thank heaven our players, thanks
to their determination and fitness, did
as much as they were able; the
women’s team and the men’s team
each gained a fair fifth place in their
respective groups which enabled them
both to be classified as second
category by the ILT.T.F.

Here is the problem, intentionally
set out in outline.

BASED ON ATTACK

Modern Table Tennis is deliber-
ately, frankly, systematically based on
attack; everything is attack, transition
to attack or preparation for attack;
the game is fast, aggressive, perforce
requiring a peak of physical fitness;
the player “lifts”, imparting a curved
path to the ball; in defence he resorts
as a normal course to top-spin; with-
out sparing his opponent he uses
cunningly the various spins made
possibie by the new racket surfaces
in attack, defence and service.

French Table Tennis has stuck in
the classic tradition of the pimpled
rubber racket game. The players who
use sandwich do not exploit its
advantages; they do not know how
to exploit the loop, and use it rarely
in defence or even as a counter; they
lack the knack of top-spin; they use
plain services, hardly ever varied. The
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French game is relatively slow and
usually passive; the player lets his
opponent play, waits for his mistakes,
waits for a chance to attack. When he
changes over to attack—often because
being thwarted in defence he is
forced to do so—he goes for a flat
kill hoping for a decisive result from
his first stroke.

NOTHING IS NEW

Perhaps our seniors, some of whom
were able to anticipate the modern
game, will be surprised to read what
I am saying. Isn’t all this well known,
old stuff? Nothing is new, certainly,
since Table Tennis exists and so do
the laws of ballistics. What is new
today is the speed with which the
strokes are made, both in attack and
defence; the ball is struck by the
better players on the half-volley, with
their full weight of arm and body put
into the stroke. What is new likewise
is the way in which the player who is
attacked defends close to the table
and, if he cannot avoid retreating,
loops and then counter-attacks; that
is what we saw in the match between
the World Champion, Chuang Tse-
tung, and the Swede, Alser, which
was the climax of the Championships
at Prague. What is new is the fact
that reverse sandwich enables one to
get much more powerful and subtly
varied spins than in the past.

The new racket has transformed
the game of Table Tennis in its
essential elements: trajectory, spins,
speed. Table Tennis today is attack,
toward which everything trends. Even
if in the pimpled rubber era one
could argue theoretically in favour of
defence based on chop (this has
always been debatable however) to-
day the chopper is in difficulty from
the moment lift is used against him
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and his powerlessness is evident
against the smashes effected by
players using sandwich. In this un-
equal battle it looked to me as
though it was the defender and not
the attacker who was taking risks.

Belief in the magic value of chop,
supported by the success of excep-
tionally gifted players, was a mistake
in the past; today it has become
disastrous. The  chop maintains its
usefulness in the full arsenal of Table
Tennis strokes and those who are
lucky enough to know how to use it
effectively would be wrong to stop
using it. We saw in the final of the
Swaythling Cup a Chinese “chopper,”
Chang Shih - lin, demolish the
Japanese; but he did not have a chop
only, he was ready at any moment
to change to attack and he attacked
extremely suddenly. Here I would
make an important remark; the
Chinese, who lead World Table Ten-
nis at the moment, have surpassed the
Japanese, who were their teachers,
because they realised that the latter’s
game using solely forehand attack
was incomplete. Their own game uses
the whole gamut of Table Tennis
strokes, especially attack on the back-
hand side.

Today the scholastic distinction be-
tween defence and attack has no fur-
ther sense in practice. Whether he
attacks or whether he ‘“answers
attack,” a player has to show the
same aggressiveness. Defence, whether
chop or loop, is only a preparation
for attack, for an attack which must
not be delayed for whoever first
launches a flat-out attack wins the
point.

PLACING IS NEGLECTED

One thing remains just as impor-
tant as it ever was: placing. Placing
has been and still is neglected by
French players. Our players in
Prague lost many points over the
table because they were not suffi-
ciently trained in such tactics and for
reasons I shall not go into here be-
cause it would mean entering into
technical details.

The new racket has given, I insist,
an important role to “lift,” this term
being understood in its broadest
sense, the “loop” being only a vicious
variation of lift. There are degrees of
lift and its extremest instance is with
heavy topspin.
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The lift today differs from what it
was formerly by the speed of the arm
movement and the effect of “strok-
ing” on the ball. A slow lift with
little spin on it should be used only
with discretion because it sets up too
easy a ball for the attack of the oppo-
nent. On the other hand the modern
game has brought the high-pathed
ball back into use. The shot with a
high-curved path has advantages over
the shot that skims the net just as, in
certain circumstances, the mortar has
advantages over the machine-gun.

The flat hit is much more risky
than in the days of pimpled rubber.
Our players have had bitter ex-
perience with it, so have others. I
have seen few besides the best
Chinese who could use it with a
minimum of errors.

The new racket covering gives con-
siderable importance to spin. Hence
the necessity for the player to put
stuff on the ball or stuff on the ser-
vice. I have underlined the feebleness
of our players’ game in this respect.
We used to say at one time, after
the ban on finger-spin services: “The
service should be only a putting of
the ball in play.” This was always
highly questionable because spin can
be put on with the racket only.
Today in any case it is no longer
permissible to ignore the fact that
the service is a weapon. The service
serves to (1) prepare the attack; (2)
put the opponent in a difficulty; (3) at
least prevent him from attacking
himself. as good players, especially
the Asians, attack any service they
can with a minimum of error.

IMPORTANCE
OF FOOTWORK

It is evident that footwork must be
reconsidered in relation to the evolu-
tion of table tennis. The player nor-
mally moves in a limited area close
to the table but can be made to leave
that space by quick alternate placing
of the ball. Mobility and speed of
execution are the primary require-
ments for effective strokes.

After having noted all this, after
having discussed it with the players
themselves, after having consulted
experts of other countries, I have
formed the opinion that we need a
complete remodelling of our French
style of play.

Under the general direction of
Alex Agopoff, the youngsters who
have begun their coaching during
these last two years have been sys-
tematically orientated toward attack
and the lessons they have received
have been based on the conceptions I
have set out here. But it is not
enough to give them blackboard
teaching; they must be initiated into
the actual execution of lift and the
other novelties. To this end, we must

get over here players from other
countries who have these strokes in
their repertoire.

The training of these youngsters
must take a certain time, How are
we going to make use of the two
years that separate us from the World
Championships of 1965 in Llubljana?

I suggest to the seniors who form
the present top-class of our sport and
to the mass of ranked players—with-
out of course insisting on anything—
that they reconsider their game.
Those who were in Prague will under-
stand me, let the others reflect.
Pimpled-rubber players can either
continue to use pimpled rubber or
change to sandwich. Let each ponder
the advantages and drawbacks of the
old-type racket or the new so far as
his own game is concerned. If he
feels he ought to change, let him use
the between season period to get used
to sandwich, though with full realisa-
tion that his results when the season
restarts in October will risk being
below his normal results. Will players
want to change in these circum-
stances, will their clubs agree? I told
you at the beginning: the problem
concerns you all.

We must organise initiation train-
ing stages, for both old players and
young, on an association basis and on
a regional basis. Especially, must we
have periodic get-togethers to re-
assess and train our national players;
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only if this is done will the final
stages of international training on the
eve of a big event be properly worth
while,

This leads me further to pose a
question to the mangement commit-
tees of leagues and clubs: will you
agree to decrease the schedule of
team and individual championships
to make room for such training? If
you answer this question in the
affirmative I think that the trans-
formation of our game will be pos-
sible. It will be possible because it
will then pose only the technical
problem of getting to know the new
game and adapting to it.

There are a certain number of
things that the players can teach
themselves if they wish. This includes
placing (using the whole table surface)
and lift (the loop, the top-spin drive,
etc.). There are other things that they
will only be able to learn at training
sessions specially organised for the
purpose. These we shall organise. But
it is clear that in this matter, as in
others, the role of the clubs will be
primary.

Perhaps between now and then an
effective counter to top-spin will
have been found, or something else
entirely new, who knows? The cer-
tainty of the movement is this: we
are swimming against the stream.
There is grave danger in staying in
that position. SOS.

tremendous battle that saw Chandler run
out of steam in the fifth., But the fact
that the younger player would have won
over three sets has been duly noted.

‘With all county-sponsored events and
Crawley, Eastbourne and Bognor leagues
having joined the Master Points Scheme,
it is regretted that Brighton have rejected
the scheme and have not allowed the
Sussex Closed on February 23 to be
included. This will probably prevent
several players from gaining their Club
Master’s certificates this season.

JACK PRICE

(A tribute  from PATRICK ARKELL)

WITH the premature death at the age

; _of .43 of Jack Price, Welsh table
tennis has suffered a blow that it can
itl afford. L .

He was chairman of the Monmouth-
shire County: Association and also its
chief coach! 'In’ addition, ‘he was a
Welsh selector and has held posts with
the Brecon, Abergavenny and Tredegar
Leagues. .

Mr. Price 'was best known as a coach
and was a familiar  figure at junior
evenjs in both Wales and England, His
passing comes. at a time when he was
on the threshold of winning his ever
persistent battle for more recognition and
better coaching facilities for juniors in
Wales.

Many players who have represented
Wales as juniors have been his protégés
and the entire present successful Mon-
mouthshire County junior team are the
product of his tireless efforts. It was
one of his biggest regrets that none of
his potentially good youngsters stayed in
the game to revive the drooping fortunes
of Welsh table tennis.

On_two occasions he was non-playing
captain of the Welsh junior team and
on many occasions of both the County
senior and junior teams,

. Had Mr. Price not been dogged by
illness over many years he may well have
reached heights as a player. He couid
claim to have beaten almost all of the
best players in Wales in post-war years.

A dynamic personality and natural
sportsman he played rugby for Mon-
mouthshire and conceivably it was 1llness
that prevented him reaching the pinnacle
of achievement in Welsh sport, a rugby
cap. During his short span he was also
an above average cricketer, hurdler, long
jumper and boxer.

Born in the village of Talgarth,
Breconshire, he spent much of his young
life in Western Australia before return-
ing to his beloved South Wales. By
profession a quantity surveyor his last
post was with the Tredegar Urban
Council.

He is survived by a widow, three
daughters and a son,
