WE in England are well known for our national trait of playing down our achievements, but I think 
for a change it would do no harm to point to the great improvement in our playing results this 

season. On our first foreign tour of the season Chester Barnes won the men's singles in the Nether­
lands Open from a field containing most leading European men, and when the Czechs came here 
immediately afterwards we lost the series 1-2 which wa~ no disgrace considering we took the oppor­
tunity to include several youngsters. Next, in the :-'\ustnan Open we drew a blank with the Czechs 
conquering all, but immediately afterwards came a big success when Mary Wright and Karenza Smith 
took the women's doubles and the women's team championships in the Yugoslav Open. Then another 
great triumph when England beat Roumania-just back from an Asian tour-by 6-1 at Edmonton

STOCKHOLM RESULTS VITAL 
Nobody will deny that these results show a tremendous advance from 

those achieved by our players last season, and overall we must surely now 
be rated as one of Europe's top three countries. But what really counts 
this season are our results in Stockholm in Aori!. They will decide where 
England stands in ITTF ratings for the next-two years. Our players are 
dedicated to success, and under the direction of their captains and Jack 
Carrington they are training and practising harder than I have ever known
them to do in the past. Their immediate aim is to capture titles in the 
English Open Championships at Brighton first week in March. Then the 
next aim is to finish ahead of most, if not all, European countries in the 
World Championships in April. But the fruition of our short-term plan,
could come next season, when England will be making a determined bid for 
European League and European Championships honours. 

Long-term, we must lead the way in lessening the gap between European 
and Asian strength. This could be a long road ahead, but make no mistake 
about it, unless we can narrow this gap, Europe is in danger of becoming
a backwater of international tllible tennis.

The demand to stage matches against the New Zealand touring side has 

been most gratifying, and all dates are now fixed. The Scottish T.T.A. will 
be looking after the New Zealanders until they enter the North East of 
England Open and then immediately afterwards Yorkshire will be playing 
two matches against New Zealand on March 28 (at Barnsley) and 29.

UMPIRES CORNER 
By Colin C/emett 
I HAVE received several enquiries about the "Laws" relating to handicap 

matches so I should like to deal with the subiect this month as a little 
light relief from the continuing problems of the service Law. 

The system described below cannot be described as an "official" one, 
but it does overcome some of the diffioulties of handicap competitions. 

BASIC PROBLEM 
The basic problem is to give all the players in a tournament a handicap 

figure which will enable them to compete on reasonably equal terms in a 
game of about normal length. If you make the best player start at "love" 
and giv,; all the other players a start, it is difficult 3t the outset to decide 
what the start should be as there are only twenty possible steps in ranking 
that can be used unless a game of more than 21 points is played. 

To overcome this many people pick an "average" player to start at 
" love" and give better players a negative score and poorer players a 
positive score. 

CONFUSION 
This can lead to confusion in determining the scores at which service 

should ohange and at which the players should change ends. What is needed 
is a combination of the two methods to give a wide range of possible 
rankings but to allow the game to start with the stronger r>layer at the score 
"love" and to finish at 21 points. 

The usual way of achieving this object is to use a fairly wide range 
of positive and negative scores to give the best possible representation of 
the relative strengths of the players. For any match the handicap figures 
for the two players are taken and the number of points each requires to 
reach the score 21 is calculated. 

STRENGTHS AS TO RATIO 
This gives their playing strengths as a ratio, which is used to calculate 

the number of points that the weaker would score, according to his handicap, 
while the stronger player scored 21. 

Subtracting this number from 21 gIves the start which he gets in the 
match, which ends as normally, when one player scores 21 points. 

EXAMPLE 
As an example, consider a match between two players who have been 

given ratings of -7 and +9 on the handicap scale. This means that it is 
expected that starting from these scores they should both reach 21 points 
at about the same time, or to put it another way, the stronger player would 
score 28 points in the same time as his opponent scored 12. 

If the stronger player had to score only 21 points, by starting at "love," 
then in the same time the other player should have to score 21/28 of 12, 
or 9 points. 

To do this he must start at 12, so in this particular match the starting 
score is "love-l2." Service changes then occur at the normal times and 
the change of ends is made when the player who started at "love" reaches 
10 points in the deciding game. 

Although this appears to give the same result as the first method I 
mentioned, the greater range of ranking possible makes it much easier to 
grade the players at the start. 

It is, of course, rather tedious to have to calculate the handicap for 
each match and it is usual to employ a table in which fractional values 
have been rounded off to the nearest whole point. 

The starting score for the weaker player is the figure appearing where 
the row and column against the two handicap figures cross. This table 
allows for as wide a range of scores as is practical, and it may be adequate 
to use only a part (as illustrated). I shall be interested to hear of other 
handicap schemes which have proved effective, or of any special problems 
that have arisen in such matches.

Where this 
situation prevails help is on the way 
because the comlJ1ittee is making a big 
effort to introduce E.T.T.A. training 
centres to all areas which at present 
are in need of a fillip. The first of these 
areas to benefit will be Devon and 
Cornwall, which, perhaps because of 
their geographical location, have long 
been neglected.

ALAN HYDES
 
HEN a person is proficient atW both outdoor and indoor sports,. . 

It IS usually the latter which falls by 
the wayside when the choice has to be 
made. Recent cases in question are 
Ann Haydon (tennis) Geoff Pullar 
(cricket) and Gordon' Bradley (foot­
ball) who all gave their outdoor sport 
preference. Occasionally the reverse 
happens and a case in point is York­
shire's Alan Hydes. 

At	 school he played football for 
Barnsley Juniors as a scheming inside­
forward	 and cricket for Barnsley 
Under-ISs,	 where he was a hard­
hitting batsman. But by this time he 
had already decided which was to be 
his sport-table tennis. The first tour­
nament he entered was the South 
Yorkshire	 Junior Open when he was 
13. In the first round he created prob­
ably the greatest surprise the tourney 
has ever known when he defeated the 
number one seed, Alan Ransome, in 
the first round. But this was no " flash 
in the pan" for he went on to win the 
tournament, beating Marsden in the 
final. Alan had arrived. 

"BOY OF THE YEAR" 
The result which really made people 

sit up and take pl)tice was at the start 
of	 the following season-I 963-64­
When, in the first tournament (the East 
of	 England) he took Chester Barnef 
to three	 games. The next month he 
was	 made" Boy of the Year" in a 
National newspaper competition. The 
same	 season found him making hif 
debut in the Yorkshire County Junior 
side. Alan told me he did" reasonably 
well ".	 The results show he emerged 
undefeated from his twelve encounterf 
-a tremendous performance when one 
considers he had to cope with playerf 
of	 the calibre of Mike Johns, Brian 
Burn and Alan Ransome. 

It is his ability as a team man which 
has proved one of his outstanding 
strengths throughout his career. York· 
shire Juniors won their division. Alan 
was given a spell in the second team 
the same season. His answer to thaI 
was to finish in the Divisional 
averages. In February 1%4 Alan made 
his junior International debut-against 
West Germany-and emerged un­
defeated. Indeed Alan's record as a 
tp.am man makes amazing reading. In 
10 Internationals in this country Alan 
has never been beaten-a 100% record 
which is unique and of which he is 
justly proud. His 21 Junior Inter­
national appearances are another 
record. In between his team appear­
ances he was doing reasonably well on 
the tournament circuit but it seemed 
his best results were reserved for team 
events. 

YOUNGEST EVER 
The 1964-65 season opened with 

Alan becoming the youngest player 
ever to appear in the Premier Division 
for Yorkshire. For perhaps the first 
time in his career Alan was not imme­
diately successful but the Yorkshire 
Selection Committee showed great 
foresight in persevering with the 15­
years-old Barnsley left-hander. Even­
tually he did bring off a number of 
wins, two of them against fellow left­
handers, Vic Ireland and Jeff Ingber. 

As a defender Alan always looked 
supremely confident with footwork 
and ability to match his magnificent 
temperament. As an attacker he looked 
much less at ease. There is no doubt 
at all though, he has an instinctive 
ability to pick out the right ball to hit 
and when attacking the loose ball he 
rarely makes any sort of error. It was 
hardly surprising he moved up the 
Junior Ranking List from fourth place 
to second and the following season 
saw him in the exalted first position. 
Nobody could ever have deserved it 
more. 

That season saw Alan win a number 
of tournaments including the Men's 
Singles at the North of England. 
England travelled to the West German 

BY	 PHILIP REID 
Junior Open Championships where, 
amongst other successes they took the 
Boys' team title. It seems to follow 
almost automatically that Alan was 
undefeated. 

OBVIOUS REPLACEMENT 
This season Alan had not appeared 

for Yorkshire in the County Cham­
pionships up to standing-in for an 
indisposed Denis Neale against Glou­
cestershire which caused Yorkshire to 
change a winning team. They were 
hardly likely to go any further than 
Alan who recently created a record by 
winning the Men's Singles, Men's 
Doubles, Mixed Doubles and Youths' 
Singles at the Yorkshire Closed. He 
was the youngest player ever to win 
the Men's Singles and the first player 
to win all four events. I think, though, 
it is simply a matter of time before he 
re-claims a permanent place in the 
team. 

He has several things in his favour. 
First he is absolutely dedicated to the 
game and has a completely unselfish 
attitude towards it. Secondly there is 
so much talent he is bound to improve. 
But in my opinion his greatest asset is 
his quiet determination to succeed 
with the minimum of fuss. Len 
I-repp~ii, [ailll;;( of the famous ~"f~~rc~n, 

said to me recently: "There is no 
player in the country who puts more 
into table tennis than Alan Hydes. He 
is a credit to table tennis. An absolute 
model of sportsmanship and dedica­
tion." Table tennis will always wel­
come the likes of Alan Hydes. The 
game is the better for it. 

the Director of Coaching much enthu­
siasm was shown by coaches, players 
and education authorities and centres 
are to be set up to provide venues for 
schools competitions and the coaching 
of young players. 

Regarding the future of E.T.T.A. 
training centres, Bradford, Harlow, 
and now Nuneaton, are proving them­
selves so successful that as financial 
support becomes available it is hoped 
to provide a network of centres 
throughout the country which will be 
easily accessible to all leagues. 

STRONG CHALLENGE 

In the face of strong challenge from 
other sporting bodies, the committee 
is at present making a big drive to 
" sell" table tennis as an athletic sport 
to the schools. Certain education 
authorities are slow to accept table 
tennis to their areas and I know of 
some instances where teachers have 
been refused permission to attend table 
tennis holiday courses on the grounds 
that table tennis is not a sport to be 
played in schools. However some 
measure of success has already been 
achieved by Jack Carrington and 
some of the more dedicated E.T.T.A. 
coaches and it is hoped that the intro­
duction of the National School Team 
Competition and the Best-Trained 
School Group Competition will prove 
increasingly popular events in the 
schools' calendar and give us an 
opportunity to recruit players to our 
ranks at an early age. 

A study of the various merits of 
coaching students always occupies a 
great deal of the committee's time and 
a new coaches register has just been 
compiled listing the names of our 
active coaches. 

WEL~ORGANISED BODY 
The nomination of National Coach­

ing Liaison Officers to correspond 
with the C.C.P.R. regions should help 
to link up the country into one well­
organised body with respect to stream­
lining the coaching scheme. Their 
names and the areas to which they are 
to be attached will be revealed in the 
near future. 

A useful instructional film is being 
compiled and a badge which will iden­
tify theory coaches with the coaching 
scheme will soon become available. 

The committee are constantly work­
ing to improve the coaching scheme 
and are always willing to listen to pro­
gressive ideas from coaches, players 
and administrators who have given us 
their support in the past and who, we 
hope, will continue to do so for the 
good of table tennis.

PHYSICAL FITNESS IN TABLE TENNIS
 
Second Article 

WHEN physical training is first 
started, it may lead to stiffness 

and sluggish reactions on the table 
after the first few sessions. So with 
all forms of training you should 
build up slowly, don't start like a 
mad bull at a gate! 

The .ideal type of training for ta'ble 
tennis is similar to that of a boxer. 
Roadwork for building up stamina 
and skipping for improving your 
speed of footwork and agility. 

Correct dress for roadwork is 
essential if it is to be used to the 
best advantage; an albsoI'bent vest, 
thick sweater and tracksuit. 

You Can start vour fir"t night by 
walking and jogging over ., distance 
of two miles, gradually incre..\Sing the 
distance up to anything around ten 
miles. If you build your training up 
slowly ten miles isn't half as ba~ as 
it sounds. 

PROGRESS 
As you progress, split your distance 

into periods of steady jogging and 
occasional fast short sprints, what 
athletes can fartlek* training, and this 
has many variations and degrees ot 
intensity, which can be found in most 
books concerned with athletic train­
ing. 

This is one of the best types of 
exercise for increasing stamina and 
conditioning your inner organs. If 
you are training with a few friends, 
you should arrange these periodical 
fast sprints, short spurts of 20 yards 
at maximum speed, when one of you 
givl"s the word "Go "-this is good 
for quickening your reaction as well 

ee"t1itieflil'll!: y OUI legs. 
This type of training is mostly for 

building up stamina and if you are 
aiming at winning tournaments, you 
need all the stamina that is going. 

FOOTWORK 
Skipping is the finest method for 

improving and quickening your foot­
work. Develop your skipping on the 
same lines as boxers train. As they 
skip, they bring in the appropriate 
footwork as if they are boxing against 
their future opponent. 

You can do the same, brin'ging in 
correct footwork moves for all the 
various shots. Boxers also include 
shadow boxing in their training. 
When they are doing this, they really 
do imagine that they are boxing 
against an opponent.

From the Editor's Postbag 

SUGGESTION APPROVED 
With reference to the article" New 

County Cup? " which appeared in last 
month's issue, I think the suggestion 
put forward by Conrad Jaschke is an 
excellent one and I hope it will be 
given favourable consideration by 
most of the Counties. I think the 
arrangements detailed would be quite 
satisfactory although possibly some 
might consider that four zones would 
be better than eight. 

I do feel, however, that the idea 
should be extended to cater for a 
similar knock-out competition for 
Junior County teams. Such an event 
would go a long way towards bolster­
ing up the enthusiasm of young players 
during the off-season, although in the 
case of the keener players I doubt if 
their enthusiasm ever wanes! It would 
also be of great assistance to the 
County selectors in building up their 
junior teams for the next season. There 
is one proviso which I would like to 
suggest and that is that full considera­
tion be given to providing more 
opportunities for younger players and 
that more girls should be given team 
places. In order to provide for this, I 
suggest that there should actually be 
two separate competitions, which 
could be either: ­

One competition for Boys' teams 
and one for Girls' teams, or one com­
petition for normal junior age and 
one for under IS. 

Personally I favour the first sugges­
tion. There are several counties in 
which the number of girl players is 
increasing rapidly and this would give 
more of them a chance. On' the other 

hand there are some counties where, 
unfortunately, there is a dearth of girl 
players and this suggestion would 
enable such counties to enter teams of 
boys only. 

I don't think the problem of pro­
viding suitable trophies should be 
insuperable but even without trophies 
I think the events would receive great 
support. 

Incidentally, now that the number 
of Junior Championships is increasing 
and many more of them include events 
for lower age groups, could the 
E.T.T.A. not be "with it" by including 
similar events in the English Closed 
and/or the English Open?

WORD OF WARNING 
A wOl'd of warning, however, must 

be given. Lock the door when you 
are playing this imaginary game, for 
if someone walks in and sees you 
playing a magnificent game against 
nobody, they might get the wrong 
idea! 

Two sessions a week of this type 
of training might be enough for you. 
If these methods do not appeal to 
you, there is no need to despair, for 
there are many more methods, soine 
of which have much more variety, 
and I will begin to discuss these next 
month. 
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Although not all the credit for this 
goes to the Javor family, quite a lot of 
it does. 

Even now, Australia does not rank 
among the strong table tennis nations 
and the sport does not have the 
spectator following found in other 
countries. But, according to Mrs. Javor,
the standard is steadily rising. 

This has been helped by two main 
events. The influx of migrants from 
Europe, particularly from Hungary and 
the Baltic States brought top-class
players and gave the game a tremendous
boost. 

Also Asian students, studying in 
Australia, showed local Australians new 
skill and techniques.

These overseas influences have inspired
local Australians to take more interest 
in the game which is now on a well 
organised basis. 

Of the 35,000 registered players in 
8,000 clubs around Australia, Mrs; 
Javor is the best known. 

WORLD CLASS 

When she arrived in Australia she was 
among the top 15 women players in the 
world. She was a member of the team 
which won the Hunllarian National 
Pennant six times, playmg in the same 
team as Eva Koczian and Agnes Simon,
both of whom won world titles. 

Twice she was runner up in th'e 
Hungarian championship to Gizi Farkas
who won the world championship several
times. 

She was playing with a Hungarian 
team in Vrenna in 1956 when the 
Hungarian Revolution broke out. When 
it was over she decided not to return 
to Hungary. 

She was joined by her husband some 
weeks later and the couple accepted an 

invitation to go to Australia from the 
Victorian Table Tennis Association. 

They arrived in their new homeland 
late in 1956. From that moment, the 
name of Suzy Javor became a household
word among Australian table tennis 
enthusiasts. 

She won the Australian and Victorian 
women's championship the first year.
Each year since then, she has won both 
events every time she has entered them. 

Other players were given a chance at 
the Australian title in 1961 and 1965 
when Mr. Javor was in Israel competing
in the Maccabean Games. 

In 1961 she was runner up in the 
GaInes to the former Bulgarian playerAAngelique Roseanu, now a resident 01 
Israel. In 1965 she won the title. 

Since 1956, Mrs. Javor has won 38 
different Australian and Victorian titles, 
including singles, doubles, mixed doubles
and seven team events. 

CONSTANT PRACTICE 

She attributes her success to one thing
-practice and more practice. 

A member of the Hakoah club in 
Melbourne, she spends at least 10 hours 
a week at the table, either in competi­
tion or in practice games against other
high-ranking players, both male and 
female. 

Each Monday she spends at least two 
hours practising with the State table 
rennis squad. On Wednesdays, she plays 
for Hakoah in a pennant competition
and this is followed by two hours' 
practice each Saturday and Sunday. 

TRAINING JUNIORS 

While encouraging juniors to take up
table tennis by her example, Mrs. Javor 
takes more concrete steps to encourage'
juniors to make the game their main 
sport.

Each Saturday she runs an under-16 
club call Time. Using five of the 42 
tables at the Albert Park table tennis 
centre--the largest in the world-Mrs. 
Javor, her husband, and other leading 
players show the youngsters the 
techniques of the game. 

Among the most interested of her 
pupils is her son Robert, now aged
nint:, who is showing promise. 

Constant practice has kept her so far 
on top of the other women players that
she has seldom been beaten, only five 
times since her arrival in Australia. 

Suzy Javor is the best woman table 
tennis player ever to live in Australia. 
And on her current form, according to 
officials of the Victorian Table Tennis 
Association, there is no reason why she 
cannot continue her reign for at least 
the next decade.
