Apart from having the same initials, 
John Wright and I certainly agree on 
the subject of this misguided excursion 
of veteran players into the county 
championships. What possible good 
can come from the general public being 
asked to witness a spectacle which will 
often consist of greying, balding, 
s,veating men far past their table tennis 
best, bent on "pushing" to defeat their 
old rivals? 

The veteran game is usually much 
slol-ver. Those who dash in imme­
diately they are 40 very often pack it 
in after a short time, finding that the 
effort is not worthwhile. So, if you 
are a veteran, you have your 10c<1;1 
league to play in weekly and you can 
easily play in a couple of leagues if 
you so desire. 

I have no doubt that some of these 
veterans who will be playing for their 
counties are already doing fine jobs in 
administration, but I say that before 
they indulge in recalling past glories 
they should make sure they are doing 
all they can to help and coach young 
players because this is 'where the future 
of the game lies. 

If these veteran county players were 
honest with themselves they would 
admit that this division has come into 
being purely fol' their own l?leasure­
what possible pleasure can It be for 
anyone else? Veterans finals should 
never be allowed in open tournament 
finals sessions. Most of those I have 
seen have been pathetic and ene-ugh 
to Inake the crowd walk out or at least 
become restless. Look what happened 
at the Sussex Open two years ago when 
an ageing veteran failed to comply with 
service regulations. The young unruly 
element came close to luaking the 
,vhole finals session a riot of disorder 
in front of local dignitaries I 

Opposition must be organised to cut 
short this new venture in the county 
championships as soon as possible. I 
am sure that there are many people 
who w~uld lend their support to such 
a campaign and I am f.ure John 'Vright 
and I w'ould be pleased to hear from

Being one of the many guilty people 
who run junior tournaments, thinking 
this is io ths. benefit of our players, 
and having' spent 12 years absorbing 
the arts of coadling, I feel capable of 
replying to John Woodford's article of 
last month. 

What was said in that article is what 
leaqing juniors were being told last 
seasbn and still are today. Whilst a 
number of juniors have themselves 
told me they are not to go~ I have 
been given officially to understand this 
was only a recommendation.

Another story, currently going the 
rounds, is that no importance or notice 
will be taken of results of junior tour­
naments this season in relation to 
selection or ranking. 

Unfortunately, after Laurie Landry's 
removal as Junior N.P.C. of Eng'land, 
one of th~ main criticisms was that 
unlike Laurie, who not only knew the 
current England players' form and 
personality, but also the rising young 
stars, England's Junior selectors were 
rarely seen at Junior tournaments. So 
perhaps, by recornmending top juniors 
not to attend there ~·ill be no need for 
them to do so either. 

FOI what purpose are junior tourna­
ments run? Firstly, I would suggest, 
to provide competition, at all age 
levels, for our young players to get that 
extra competitive play. Take away the 
top strata and you reduce the conl­
petition in both quality and quantity. 
If your top 6 players are not there what 
incentive is there for those challenging. 

What a thrill it is for a 13 or 15­
year-old boy, or girl, to meet England's 
No. 1 and by keeping our leading 
players away I am of the opinion that 
-our future standard will suffer. 

Do away with these tournaments and 
the ever-increasing number of young 
players will decrease for how many 
parents would travel to Folkestone, or 
Hull, or Bolton to have their offsprings 
play against seniors. One must bear 
in mind the expense. How many 
would gamble on taking their children 
long distances to be patronised in two 
games of a senior tournament? 

Top players should play in senior 
tournaments. I could not agree more, 
but not at the expense of the junior 
game. If these junior events are a 
waste of time why do the Germans, 
French and Belgians come to Folkes­
tone and what made the Czechs play 
in the Slough Junior? 

Mr. Mann commented in last 
month's magazine on the unwanted 
players at Teesside. I also saw this 
and was absolutely disgusted that our 
promising young talent was left to its 
own devices. How can we hope to 
cOll1pete with the best if we are not 
training our most pronlising 11 and 
I3-year-olds as well as our star I7-year­
oIds? 

Competition is the keynote to 
success. Scrap Junior Tournaments? 
Nonsense) make them rnore important. 
Have OUl top players help the up-and­
coming ones for this is where the rest 
of the world leave us behind. Have 
our stars forgotten what thej' were like 
in their first year and the help they 
were given?

THE FORMATIVE YEARS 
It was in the 1961/62 season that 

the Selection Committee made one of 
their better selections when they 
brought together Mary Shannon, as 
she was then, with Diane Rowe. 
Although opposite in many ways they 
were complementary in many others 
and a partnership was born that re­
wrote the record books. I t was the 
fusion of an experienced campaigner 
who knew the International scene with 
a talented youngster desperately keen 
to learn: it was a teaming that was 
to become one of the most important 
faotors in Mary's life. She learned 
from Di the importance of a profes­
sional approach to the game and in 
double quick time she becan1e a pro­
fessional in kind, from the tip of her 
4! shoe to the last strand of hair on 
the top of her head. T'o be a cham­
pion is not a tinsel led wrapped gift, 
it is largely a question of sacrifice 
and will-power. Mary made sacrifices 
without compromise and wHlingly 
gave up many of the sweet things of 
life in a determined effort to reach 
the top. She began to ascend the 
heights. 

THE SUCCESSFUL YEARS 
It was towards the end of the 1962 

season that Mary began to move into 
the big time when with Di as her 
partner she won the English Open 
and then the European Ladies' 
Doubles Titles. That summer was 
spent improving her singles game 
particularly with regard to cultivating 
a loop drive and the: betterment of 
her sponge bat te.chnique. A new 
season brought more Doubles succes­
ses with Di, culminating in their 
reaching the World final in p'rague, a 
truly magnificent performance parti ­
cular!y as the Asians were there in 
force.

TABLE TENNIS TRAINING 

In reply to Mr. B. Mann's letter 
(T.T. News, October) I \vould like to 
state ,uy ~upport of his first paragraph 
and my condemnation of the 
remainder. His ridicule of recent 
advancements made in the training of 
junior players in this (ountry is based 
nn j llogical arglllnent. 

England's successes in the European 
Youth Championships were earned by 
two young boys who were ,veaned on 
the very system Mr. Mann was attempt­
ing to ridicule. 

What does Mr. Mann nlean by a 
"one-shot game"? I am sure ueither 
of the two aforementioned boys were 
restricted to such tactics. Of course, 
'pushing' is not unimportant, indeed 
sonle players are capable of little more 
(myself included). But I certainly 
cannot envisage a 'pusher' beating Itoh. 
To use Bengts~on as an example in 
support of such argument is, to my way 
of thinking, futile. 

'fhe boys' final did not call for much 
anal ysis. After losing the first game, 
-9, the unfortunate, dispirited and out­
played Orlowski could have been 
excused from playing any kind of shot, 
pu,;h or otherwhe. 

ln furtherance of the argument I 
quote from the same issue of the 
lnagazine made by a person of wider 
expErience of junior international en­
counters as follows: -"In the final the 
same treatment was administered to 
Orlowski, the holder, who just could 
not get through the constant strea1n of 
hits COIning from Bengtsson's bat." 

I suggest that the five pushes lnen· 
tioned by Mr. Mann were a rneasure 
of compassion for the Joser, and 
against higher opposition would have 
been treated with the derision they 
deserved. 

Hengtsson comes from one of the 
best table tennis stables in Europe and 
has also received the benefits of 
Japanese training, so I think he may 
be capable of pushing. 

In .Japan, a vague tern1 such as 
"physical fitness" would not be heard 
amongsr. t pecialist sports' advocates. 
Instead we hear terms like strength, 
power, muscular and cardio-vascular 
endurance, nlobility, muscle and 
lllental reaction times and Lontrolled 
lllovenient economy all associated ,v"ith 
table tennis and all necessary envolve­
Incnts. 

It is generally accepted that physical 
fitness can only be applied to a specific 
field or activi ty and ~hould be a 
necessary quali ty in every human 
being, ,,,hether they play table tennis 
or not. 

I certainl~ agree with ~fr. Mann's 
four listed qualities but they are not 
the only requirements of a champion. 
I Inost Cf Ltainly wish I could isolate all 
the qualities required for ultimate 
success for, believe me, it is not that 
easy.

Once learnt, strokes remain virtually 
the sanle, and then it is up to the 
player to get in as many playing hours 
as possible to gain experience, and to 
understand how and when to use them. 

Most of all you must strive for con­
sistancy but one thing you must learn 
to control, perhaps the most important, 
is nervous tension.

Mick Andrews, who made such an 
impression last season by winning the 
Wiltshire and Swindon Closed Men's 
Singles Titles, has moved to London, 
and will be greatly missed by the 
County side and at the tournaments, 
as he will not be defending his titles. 

Another Swindon and County 
player Tony Wolff (Junior), has also 
decided to quit the County scenery.

There is some doubt hanging over 
the staging of the third Swindon 
Open this season.

'Opinion 
rather than 

Fact~ 

writes JOHN CORSER 

Table Tennis Correspondent 
of 'The Observer' 

At the Sussex Open I conlmented 
that, in my opinion, one of our highly 
ranked women was too defensive. A 
prominent ex-International imme­
diately claimed that defensive players 
were nlost successful in women's table 
tennis. He was supported by one of 
our leading women Internationals. 

I drew their attention to the fact that 
no defensive player had won the ,vorld 
singles title since 1955, but I was told 
that they were talking about European 
players. 'The fact that Zoya Rudnova 
and Ilona Vostova, Europe's two top­
ranked women, are all-out attackers 
did not seem to impress them. The 
ex-International said that, in his 
opinion, the best woman player in 
]965 was the Chinese defender who was 
runner-up in the world singles final 
that year. 

This brings me to my point. Too 
many people in table tennis are pre­
pared to accept opinion rather than 
fact. This attitude, which can be 
seen at every level of F_nglish table 
tennis, betrays the amateur approach. 
Whilst this is an amateur sport, in the 
sense that we do not play for stake 
money, there is no excuse for this un­
professional apprQach. 

Consider the case above. On the 
one hand you have two players' 
opinion that defensive play is best for 
women. In addition, one of them 
believes that the best player did not 
win in 1965. On the other hand you 
have the facts that every world cham­
pion since 1955 has been an attacker 
and also that Europe's top two ,vomen 
are attackers. 

CONCLUSIONS 
If you were entirely new to the 

game, what conclusions would you 
draw? Of course, there are Inany "Tays 
of winning but an exalnination of the 
game of the best players in the world 
is ultimately the only leliable guide. 

The trouble with this country is that 
there are too many die-h::trds (1"ome 
of them quite young in years, too) who 
believe that one day the old-style 
European player will COlne back into 
his own. Although life goes in cycles 
it never actually returns to the same 
position ann ~urelv no serious ~tudcnt 

of the ~ame can believe that we shall 
ever again see the sort of galne played 
in the mid-thirties, accurately described 
by the late Richard Bergtnann as, 
"Gentlemen's table tennis". 

laIn n0t 'wTiting this to berate 
F..T.T.A. C)fficials and Coache~ (al­
thollg-h the latter, in the main, have 
learnt their table tennis theory second­
hand from book" or other coaches 
I ather than by personal ~xperience and 
observation). I am writing in the hope 
that I can encourage a few of our 
young players to learn for them~elves 

and not to accept nleekly the opinion 
of the best player in their club (or even 
the local International). And the only 
way to learn is to study the play of 
the world"s best players. 

Having studied these players one 
must try to separate fact from opinion 
before arriving 3.t any conclusions. 
This is the professional approach-­
and the only one which will give a 
chance of ultiInate success. 

Naoko Fukazy (Ja'pan) was the 
winner of the women's singles title 
at Llubljana in 1965, the defeated 
finalist being China's Li Fu-jung.

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Soviet Inquest on 
European 
Championships 
Conducted by 

GENNADI 

The European Championships played 
in Moscow did not merely reflect, as 
any contest of this rank would, the 
new ideas and tendencies of the sport, 
but determined the path of its future 
development. 

It is my deep belief that this 
tournalnent will hold a completely 
special place in the_ history ot such 
meetings. Judge for yourself-five new 
champions out of a total of seven; the 
laureates of the preceding champion­
ships did not even get any Inedal­
winning place; the appearance of new 
bright talents; the conlplete failure of 
the proponents of all-out defence; the 
triurnph of the Soviet school of women's 
table tennis and also the Swedish, if 
we are to refer to the men. 

The list of such high points is not 
exhausted. Let's try to decode them. 

The offensive of the youth against 
the seenlingly well protected fortress 
of the recognised Big Moguls wa~ 

turbulent and clearly successful. But 
it cannot be explained at all by 
asserting that the veterans' weapons 
had become blunted. Quite the 
reverse-they even improved their play 
and one of them, Sweden's Hans Alser, 
even won recognition as Europe's No. 
1. 

Nonetheless, the tone was set by 
youth. In particular, the performance 
of Sweden's 17-years-old star Stellan 
Bengtsson, who climbed the bronze 
rung, was a revelation even for the 
experts. 

The success ~cored by the Swedish 
players in general deserves detailed 
analysis. Whereas formerly the Swedes 
had inflicted merely, so to say, separate 
stings, in Moscow they conducted a 
massive offensive against all of 
Europe's highest titles (I am referring 
to the Inen's squad). 

ALMOST PERFECT 

The Tre Kroners of table tennis 
achieved almost a perfect result. 'rhree 
Swedes and one Yugoslav racket 
wielder took part in the semi-finals of 
the singles. 

What is the reason behind such a 
high flight? As I see it, in the high 
professional (in the good sense of the 
word) luanner Qf the Swedish masters. 
Their p lay is distinguished by the 
neat execution of the shots, good tacti<-s 
and physical fitness. 

Alscr, this nlaestro of table tennis, 
for instance changed his tactical pattern 
of play several times, depending on 
the style of his opponent. We saw 
in one instance a cautious Alser on the 
defensive, using rare but insidious 
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Sports Master 
AVERIN 

single shots that were very unpleasant 
for the fast Englishman Neale. 

But against Yugoslavia's Karakasevic, 
who has a powerful forehand hit, it 
is hard to defend one's self. So Alser 
made up his mind right off to take a 
risk. He gained victory by fast top­
spin§ and powerful attacks. 

In meeting Gomozkov, Alser took 
into account the insufficiently confi­
dent play of the Soviet champion on 
his right, and conducted the entire 
match with spun semi-lobs to the right 
hand corner of the table. 

Such diversity of style, strengthened 
by a stiff fighting mood, permitted 
Alser again to capture the European 
title after an eight-year break. 

Today it is no longer so difficult 
to learn to uge the forehand and back­
hand. But to teach one tactical 
mastery, the ability to change over in 
the course of a game, is much more 
difficult. One cannot become a high­
class player without that. Keen tactical 
discernment was noticeable also in the 
actions of another Swede, Johansson, 
the young Bengtsson, as also in 
separate games played by Amelin 
(U.S.S.R.). 

DETERMINED 

As the encounters of the champion­
ships showed, European table tennis 
continues to develop in the old way, 
but with a slightly~ renewed recipe­
attack alld attack once more, but with 
slight deviations. The chief direction 
has been determined, and all that 
remains is to sharpen and polish up 
the details. 

The top spin (the infernal twist on 
the ball from Tokyo, as it had been 
called before) has been known in 
Europe since 1960. But how it has 
changed! One can count a good dozen 
variants, with side and top spins, fast 
and slow, left and right and almost 
all the participants in the champion­
ships eInployed the top spin. 

In general, an obvious shift towards 
increasing the n umber of sliced balls 
was noticed at the championships in 
Moscow. In this respect it may be 
said that the European and Asian 
table tennis schools have come closer 
together to a certain extent. It is 
true that the players of the Old World 
so far cede the palm to the Asian 
players in both speed of return and in 
physical fitness. 

The proponents of the defensive 
style have met with failure. Neither 
European vice-champion Borzsei of 
Hungary nor silver medalist Scholer

(FRG) managed to get into the 
company of the four medal winners. 

And. at that, their defence had not 
deteriorated at all. But the attack 
players have learned at last to breach 
the ferroconcrete defence. It is note­
worthy that the Soviet stars picked 
fast the right key to the defence lock 
for both Amelin and Gomozkov con­
fidently won against Borzsei and 
Scholer. 

Nonetheless the Soviet pla~ers 
deserve more reproach than praIse. 
The team's leaders Gomozkov and 
Amelin possess a very good technique. 
Gomozkov, I am convinced (and this 
is not my opinion alone but also that 
of many foreign experts) is technically 
the fittest player in Europe. But in 
difficult duels with tenacious oppon­

ents he lacked sufficient will-power ­
and the same can be said for his teanl­
mates. 

And in table tennis strong nerves, 
self-possession and determination 
frequently count more than even ideal 
technique. Only in the mixed doubles 
did Gaillozkov play at full strength­
painstakingly, boldly and powerfully, 
to win the European title together with 
ZOy'a Rudnova. 

TONE SET 

\iVhercas anlong the Inen the tone 
was set by the Swedes, in the women's 
~v2nt the Soviet players were un­
questionably the best. Two girls of 
the Soviet squad-Rudnova and Rita 
Pog~sova-made the top four with the 
fOH.1er capturing the European all­
round title. Four gold nledals in a 
single tournament! 

But, as a matter of fact, Rudnova 
had no easy time of it. Rita Pogosova 
{ought against her desperately in the 
semis.

THE Laws ai' Table Tennis were 
discussed in a general way in a recent 
article. The E,xpedite System is an 
example of an attempt to improve 
the game when it was found that 
certain styles of pushing play were 
bringing the sport into disrepute. 
F'layers were Umainly concerned with 
keeping the ball in play themselves 
and not a-ttcmpting to render difficult, 
except by exhaustion, a return in 
play by the opposing player or 
pair" as the regulations of the day 
put it. At that time, two ways of 
getting a result were possible: the 
player who was leading when 20 
minutes was up was declared the 
winner (if the score was level they 
had five minutes to score the next 
point or the game was void), or a 
duly appointed authority could decide 
that the players weren't trying hard 
enough and cause the game to pro­
ceed under a ruling which permitted 
the server a limited number of 
strokes in which to win the point or 
otherwise he would be considered as 
having lost it. This is more or less 
the present-day method, except that 
instead of having to take the awkward 
decision about \vhether the players 
are trying or not, it is left to the 
clock to decide. 

The difficulty in the current system 
from the umpiring point of view is 
that you don't (thank goodness) get 
much practice at applying it; there 
are two sets of numbers running 
simultaneously-the number of 
strokes and the score in the game, 
and in addition the order of calling 
the score has to be reversed every 
time a point is scored. Here axe the 
details of the Expedite System as it 
operates today: 

If any game in a table tennis match 
is not completed by 15 minutes after 
the commencement of that game the 
E,xpedite System is brought into use. 
The System remains in force for the 
rest of the 3 (or) 5 games of the 
match. A timekeeper advises the 
umpire when the 15 minutes are up 
by calling 'Stop'. The umpire then 
interrupts play by calling a 'Let' 
and tells the players that the rest 
of the match will proceed under the 
Expedite Systein. pllay is then re­
started immediately, without interval, 
and the requirement now is that the 
server shall win the point with the 
service or within 12 subsequent 
strokes, or he shall be declared to 
have lost the point. The service 
alternates between the players, as 
it does after '20-all' in any game. 

If the 'let' called to bring in the 
Expedite System occurred between 
poin1 s, the player who received ser­
vice in the last point becomes the 
server. If play was interrupted by 
the 'let', the last server serves for 
the next point. 

A's 1 rake counter' (usually the per­
son who was the timekeeper) counts 
the strokes made by the receiver of 

the service in a voice which is audible 
to the players, but not so loud as to 
be distracting. The counter should 
call the number of the stroke just 
after the receiver has made his stroke. 
Therefore, if the counter calls ' 13' 
and that shot is 'good', the server 
has lost the point, but usually the 
point is over before then. The 
counting, incidentally, is done in the 
language of the home country where 
the event is taking place. If the 
pla-ycrs carryon after 13 strokes have 
been counted, the umpire calls 'Stop'. 

I have not heard of a doubles game 
going to Expedite, and of course it 
is theoretically possible still that a 
match could go on for ever. I don't 
know of a very high score for a long 
close game under the Expedite 
System, but I was involved in a game 
where the score was 0-0 when the 
15 minutes was up. That at least 
must be a record !
