No-one denies that we have the
personnel but can we be assured of
the cash—that oh so vital lubricant.

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In Memoriam

Adrian Arthur
Haydon

1911-1973

I HAVE a very vivid memory of
Adrian Haydon, whose loss to us on
Sept. 12 was reported in the last issue
of Table Tennis News,

It was just as he was about to play
his first match abroad for England,
at the Stockholm World Champion-
ships of 1928.

There stood Adrian, a smallish
schoolboy of 16, just awakened from
sleep, waiting before an immense
crowd in the Stockholm circus to
tackle Zoltan Mechlovits, famed cap-
tain of the world-beating Hungarian
Swaythling Cup team, champions of
the previous year, himself the indivi-
dual runner-up and destined to be-
come the title-holder in singles later
iz the week. The match score was
at a crucial point and it stood 1-1.
Everything hinged on their third en-
counter.

Mechlovits, a massive figure and a
master of gamesmanship, tried every-
thing he knew — well, I will not
say to unsettle the nerves of his
diminutive opponent but, at any rate,
to steady his own. First he had the
net measured — all along its length.
Then — this I have never seen before
— he had the height of the playing
surface measured, from the floor,

Throughout all this, Adrian just
stood there. When at last the umpire
called ‘Play’, Adrian at once set about
playing a blinder. I do not even
remember who won this terrific battle
in the end, but it paved the way to
a 7-2 victory. Years later, when we
were on the selection committee
together and somebody brought up
the hoary old crack about not choos-
ing so-and-so because, being so young,
he could not be ‘ready yet’, I asked
Adrian whether he, too, remembered
that occasion and whether he had felt
nervous. ‘‘NervousP’” he said., *I
didn’t know there was anything in the
world to be nervous about. I didn’t
know there was anyone in the world
who could beat me.”

BACKGROUND

I came to understand this better
when I learned more about Adrian
and his background. The story of
how he swam into our ken is very
interesting.  England had lost the
previous year, in the first world
championships, but in any case so
many old stalwarts fell out, that a
new team had to be sent and we wrote
at once to S, F, B, Lawes, a lean and
vigorous senior, sallow and handsome,
with a cockatoo quiff of grey hair,
who had been runner-up in the trials
the previous year and consequent first
reserve.

Lawes replied that he was too tied

up by business to come but ‘‘there is
a schoolboy up here who beats me

hollow’’. So Adrian, button-top cap
and all came to the trials in London.
He battered his way through, leaving
a flattened array in his wake. A few
wecks passed and he came to London
again; it was a gathering of three in-
ternational teams; England, Wales and
India, the latter being in those days
London-based. We were all to journey
to Sweden together and, on the eve
of departure, the trialists took part
with all other top players available
in the London Championships at the
old Indian Students’ Hostel in Gower
Street. This was Adrian’s first tour-
nament ever and he was the winner.

This was before the days of regular
air travel. To save money we were
going on hard wooden seats. (The
ETTA was poor then and players
paid their own way). A terrible mix-
up meant that the teams had no sleep
on the last part of the journey, had
to sit up all night on the hard seats,
sang to keep its spirits up, and had
to play directly on arrival. Adrian
was sent straight to bed to sleep till
evening when our Hungarian match
was due and then we faced them, a
team of five eventual world cham-
pions in singles and doubles, with,
on our side, two 18-year-olds, (Fred
Perry and Charlie Bull), the just
awakened schoolboy and I, their non-
playing captain, the 23-year-old ITTF
President.

This was England’s greatest ever
match victory — though our own total
Swaythling Cup triumph did not come
until 26 years later under Adrian’s
own non-playing captaincy, Naturally,
a shared experience like that, in boy-
hood, makes the partners for life and
it is now as though a part of myself
has gone away.

FIRST AND LAST

In the singles that year, at 16
Adrian reached the world’s last eight.
The next, the semi-final, beating the
great Barna — the first and last time
Victor ever lost in an earlier round
than the final until he broke his arm,
Nearly thirty years later -— Adrian
was still good enough to reach the
world’s semi-finals in doubles—twice.
Few other players, at any sport, can
boast such a span.

How good a player was he really?
He was certainly never a world No.
1. Probably not quite in the first
three even. But he hung around half
way up the world’s first ten — now
up a place, now down a place for all
the active years of his career. This
was remarkable evidence of how high
you can get without a stroke on both
sides, for Adrian’s game to all intents
and purposes was solely forehanded.
I often wonder, when I hear orthodox
coaches making youngsters, who love
lambasting the ball on the forehand,
that they might have a backhand too,
and forcing them to play, play, play

with a stereotyped side that they just
naturally can’t and don’t enjoy,
whether these coaches are really right,

They are, of course, or are they?
True, without an all-sided game they
will never be the champion, but if
not allowed to enjoy their game, as
like or not they will wander off some-
where better — maybe to the movies
and then they won’t be players at
all. After all being so good virtually
only one side, as Adrian proved, is

.enough to make you work for ever.

(Yet, against my doubts, I must quote
Adrian himself when the time came
for him to coach daughter Ann, and
she, naturally endowed, like himself,
as a left-handed forehand basher, was
mounded into an all-rounder, Adrian
said, I was determined she should
never have to go through the agonies
I did”.

Whether these were  physical
agonies as he raced to cover that non-
existent backhand with his peculiar
forehand grip, or mental agonies, as
a skilful antagonist after terrific
struggle would manage to catch him
breathless on the wrong side, he did
not specify, for this was not his way.
Boy and man I have never known
anyone more reserved. He was a rare
character — shy, taciturn and deter-
mined — the revealing word had been
wrung from him.).

But I must describe to the present
generation his actual style of play,
for they have certainly never seen
anything like it. I remember when,
a few years ago, an English player
came out with a high looped-forehand.
This was supposed to be a novelty.
On the contrary, it was Adrian’s
speciality, all of thirty years before,
the basis of his whole game,

PROJECTORY

As resurrected, it was not an offen-
sive shot, simply a shot of powerful
spin and strange projectory, a point-
winner by inducing the opponent into
mistake. With the left-handed Adrian
it was always a powerful aggressive
shot, either lifted so sharply and
strangely that it bounded forward, or
— with a slight difference of racket
angle much faster but only slightly
flacter. It was always hit, every
stroke with tremendous force.

To the top-spin was added the
side-spin, either side, in varying
degree. And no amount of chop in
defence could keep him quiet, be-
cause the speciality of the stroke was
that it always struck the opponent’s
ball exactly at the top of its bounce,
so that however much underspin held
it low this was yet just high enough
for him to get his blow in the centre
of his own racket and add his lift to
the spin revolving in the same direc-
tion.

The basic uniformity and regularity
of this stroke was what gave it accu-
racy: perfect length and control en-
abled him to drive the opponent
corner to corner. Totally to defend
against him was useless. He could
keep his piston-like attack up till all
was blue, But he was also a strategic
player. He had the best deep shot
— a block under the ball, chest to
chest, with heavy underspin to
shorten the distance between first and
second bounce the other side of the
net — of any English, players and, it
must be remembered, a continuous
attacker plus a deep shot doubles
his strength.

Unlike most English players of his

day, who merely put the ball in
play, he had a strong and varied
service designed to give what the

Chinese call a third ball attack, And



though his regularity and force was
achieved by massing all the fingers on
top of one another behind the blade
in such a way that an ordinary back-
hand was simply impossible, he could
and did play, about onceg or twice in
tight corners in every tournament, an
extraordinary backhand plain hit that
won by its very surprise.

The fascination of his game lay
not only in the excitement of this
continuous attack, animated by such
shrewd variations, but by the classic
leisure conveyed by contest — and
defeat by — other brilliant masters.
An all round player with sudden un-
expected hit — like Fred Perry —
could always beat him, for he had
to be too set in his own style and
too close to the table to be ready for
it — but it took a world’s No. 1 on
form to withstand the hurricane long
cnough to execute the counter. He
could be beaten by a tall rangy all
rounder like the Austrian Liebster,
punching the ball back from a dis-
tance not with chop but with counter
top spin and pinning Adrian to his
backhand until the winner found an
opening in the hole on his strong side.

TOUR-DE-FORCE

I once saw him beaten by a bril-
liant tour-de-force on the part of his
old rival Mechlovits, who stood right
up and half-volleyed him until
Adrian — far the younger player —
became breathless through having to
make his arm and leg movements
so fast on top of one another. And
in the greatest final of any English
Open Championship — at Buxton in
the go’s — by simply lasting five
games of long rallies Victor Barna
forced Adrian into cramp (Adrian’s
muscular movements were stereotyped
by his style while Victor’s varied).

Though leading in the fifth Adrian,
whom pain almost inhibited from
motlion, disdained to retire or crave
a rest. He preferred to take his medi-
cing and let the rest of the match
fly past. He was like that.

Adrian was small and quiet as a
boy. He was the saimne as a man, and
gave the impression of strong inner
depths. He loved sport, as a ‘bonny
fighter’. But his concern was always
wider than himself: his team, his
club, his country, his family, the
friends, the neighbourhood.

From the Table Tennis viewpoint
the family record is a remarkable one.
His father was a Midland champion
and also (I believe) a Welsh champion
— way back in the early 19o0’s in the
first period of the sport. (Adrian
himself won the Midlands Open ten
times in twelve years).

Maurice Goldstein — our present
President and (not to be forgotten)
my one-time doubles partner — tells
how Adrian “‘learnt to play the game
in that hallowed shrine of TT, the
attic of his home, g6 Drayton Road,
Kings Heath, with his father A. E.,
sister Marjorie (who also played TT
for England abroad, I.M.) and youn-
ger brother Tommy.

ONE BY ONE

With no run-back in the attic —
one end sitting (almost) on a fire
brazier — the other in an alcove
window — the ‘Haydon’ style of play
and grip had to develop. A number
of Birmingham devotees,”” Maurice
goes on ‘‘followed likewise. And we
sal on the stairs all evening, moving
up one by one, just to play one game
with the young geniuy (it was winner
stay on).”’

Everybody knows about daughter

Ann, who beat his age record as a
youthful TT international by one
year and played in five TT world
championship finals, singles and
doubles, every one going to five games,
but without bringing one off, and
quantities of Wimbledon L.T. semi-
finals and finals before the stubborn
Haydon competitiveness brought final
reward in victory.

But not cveryone knows that Anne’s
mother, too, was a T1 international
as Doris Jordan before she married
Adrian, so that there was a close
mentor on the distaff side as well.
Some people see in this sort of thing
some kind of hereditary aptitude. Not
I. It is far more likely that the love
of sport engendered by a family
fondness and encouragement creates
the ambience in which the spark
of talent can flourish., Well — we
shall have to see what Ann and Pip
do with their youngsters . , . .

Following  school (Camp  Hill
Grammar School, Birmingham), the
young Adrian worked pre-war for
F. §. B. Lawes (whom we have al-
ready mentioned). Then for many
years as Sales Manager for a paint
firm, Dry Enamels of Hall Green, TT
was not his profession. So long as
the age-gap with the players was not
too great he was perhaps the best non-
playing captain England ever had, but
he did little globe-trotting for him-
self.

His greatest happiness was at home,
in play, and in unselfish encourage-
ment of others to play. He never
forgot his own days as a boy player
(accepted in the ‘select’ Birmingham
City Club) at 17, and had an inex-
haustible kindness to “‘rabbits”’
whom he never refused to play.

He was chairman of the Birming-
ham TTA for 15 years, President for
four and chairman of the Warwick-
shire county TT body from founda-
tion for its first 15 years. Over-
lapping all this administration he
played 41 years in the Birmingham
league losing only two matches!

UNIQUE STYLE

In all this tale of this compact
character whose unique style entered
indelibly into the world scale history
of a world-wide sport, you might think
him a, TTI specialist. But not at all.
As a boy he was a promising cricketer,
and Lawn Tennis player too, TT
did not replace this, it just ran side
by side.

He was himsclf county standard at
the latter — long in the Warwick-
shire team and winning the county
Men’s Doubles title (with Ralph
Oliver, County No. 1) for six con-
secutive years. And at the former
really could have been, turning down
the temptation from Charlie Bull (his
early TT comrade in the England
team) to qualify for Worcestershire —
and playing as dour opening bat,
swift cover-point and finally captain
of Kings Heath, good enough to turn
out several times for Warwickshire
Second.

But the story is endless. When
cventually he moved from Brum it
was only to go as far as Stratford-on-
Avon, where he and Doris spent the
last eight or nine years. Here he fell
in love with — and became a county
team regular at that — well, they
say bowls is an old man’s game; but
what about ball-room dancing — we
addicts of the square box see plenty
of dressed up youth and elegance
therc but Doris and he had a go at
that, too, and soon began to pile up
yet more bronze, silver and gold.

There is something too, to me, par-
ticularly English in this life. As, too,
in the way it ended. A trivial opera-
tion early this year disclosed to the
doctors a secret illness that they kept
a secret. Adrian seemed to recover
and, active at 61 as ever, was playing
on the lawn tennis court (against his
doctor) up to three weeks before his
death. He never had the nuisance of
growing old. The affection and res-
pect the living Adrian won extends
to the family he left, and it will long
outlive him.

HERALDING
HEREFORDSHIRE

ONE of the first objectives of the
new County Association was achieved
on October 2 when the members of
the Leominster League decided at
their Annual Meeting to affiliate to
the English and Herefordshire Asso-
ciations. Not only does this give the
county added membership but also
brings organised table tennis to the
Northern part of Herefordshire, with
teams not only in Leominster itself
but also in Pembridge and at Little
Hereford, near the Shropshire and
Worcestershire boundaries at Tenbury
Wells,

What appeared to be an early blow
to the new County body occurred
when it was announced that the South
Wye Community Centre in Hereford
was to be closed and the building
denolished, as the site was now ear-
marked for a learners’ swimming pool.

The Centre had supported several
League sides, and had been the venue
for Worcestershire home fixtures
staged by the Hereford authorities.
With great initiative, Richard Owens
purchased the threatened building,
and, amidst the harvest at Allensmore,
he has been supervising the re-erec-
tion of the clubroom by volunteers
who have journeyed from Hereford
most Autumn week-ends to produce,
Phoenix-like, a new County venue at
Village Farm. Though not ready for
the opening County match versus
Staffordshire II, it is hoped to pro-
vide rural hospitality to the other
Midland Division visitors, Shropshire
and Glamorgan II.

Hereford’s particularly young
juniors” team began its Midland
League programme with a 4-6 home
defeat by Nuneaton. The deciding
factor proved to be the strength of
the visitors’ No. 1 who captured three
singles and the doubles; however, the
narrow margin has given encourage-
ment to players and officials alike,
and all reports speak favourably of
the progress shown by the Hereford
boys.

Although schools’ table tennis
appears as yet to exist only in a few
isolated  centres, such as Ross
Grammar School, there are hopes also
of progress in this direction. One
advantage of local government re-
organisation will be a re-appraisal of
facilities and realignment of Schools’
sports bodies, providing an excellent
opportunity to establish a viable
organisation pledged to integrate as
many schools as possible into affiliated
table tennis,

Assessment Camps

IN the heart of the Shropshire
countryside stands Lilleshall Hall
National Sports Centre. Once a

hunting lodge belonging to the Duke
of Sutherland, the Hall stands majes-
tically in approx. go square miles of
gardens and open farm land,

As one arrives and travels the 2-
mile drive from the golden gates on
the A47 near Newport, one cannot
help but imagine the horse-drawn
carriages making their way up the
perfect avenue which forms the drive.

Having arrived at the Centre, which
tends to exude an atmosphere of iso-
lation, one is greeted by the Director,
Mr. J. Lane, and shown to one’s
room. The ETTA occupied Ford Hall
using the accommodation above the
playing hall which tended to breed
a good team spirit being completely
separated from the other sporting
bodies in residence. Both the staff
and players were housed in dormi-
tories which proved most adequate.

Sixty-four juniors attended the four
camps, 16 players per week, with an
alternating staff consisting of the three
Staff Coaches, Bryan Merrctt (West),
Peter Simpson (North) and myself
(East) together with Colin Henderson,
husband of the former Susan Howard
in charge of physical training.

Assessment started at Regional level
with the Staff Coaches running
Primary assessment days within their
own regions and nominating players
for the weekly camps at Lilleshall.
Quite a hectic programme had been
devised for testing players not only
in respect of their table skills but for
physical fitness as well.

Points for assessment included
strokes, footwork, ball control, spins,
rhythm, power, anticipation, reflexes,
co-ordination, point winning and
general. 'The physical tests, 100
metres, 8oo metres for spced, shuttle
runs and cross country for stamina
and a strength and mobility circuit.

All the foregoing are extremely im-
portant in the assessment of young
players, but the main aspect of selec-
tion was from match results played
throughout the weeks on a round
robin basis. A normal day’s pro-
gramme comprised: —

7.00  Call; 4-15 Running (1
minutes); 8.15 Breakfast; 9-go Table
Tennis; 11-00 Break; 11-15 Table
Tennis; 12-15 Physical (30 minutes);
13-00 Lunch; 14-00 Rest; 15-45 Tea;
16-30 'l'able Tennis; 18-00 Physical
(30 minutes); 19-00 Dinner; =20-30
Matches (2 sets best of 5); 22-30 Bed.

Everyone who attended the Camps
left somewhat tired but grateful to
both Dunlop Sports Company and
the ETTA.

Assessment

Assessed

IN retrospect the National Selection
Committee can say that the plans for
the Assessment Camps during the
summer months were a greag success.
In previous years the camps had been
held over a weekend period — a time
too short to evaluate fully the player’s
true potential,

The welcome change came during
the past year when it was decided to
run the system on an integrated
basis. Day and weekend courses
brought together players from coun-
ties in close proximity and these were
followed by the regional camps which
included larger areas.

From these courses the number of
aspirants was reduced to 64 players
to attend four weekly courses, 16
players per week, at Lilleshall Nat-
ional Recreation Centre. These were
held from July 28-Aug g1. Here great
emphasis was placed on physical fit-
ness which was tested by circuit
training and clocked races. A wide
range of cxercises, including reaction
work and sprinting, was introduced
thercby endeavouring to bring enjoy-
ment into the physical work. An aim
which, to the relief of all participants,
was achieved — or so 1 believe as 1
can only comment on the week I was
present—other players may have their
own views!

Results obtained at Lilleshall en-
abled a final group of players to be
selected for attendance at the Final
Assessment Camp held at Crystal
Palace National Recreation Centre
from Sept 23-28. All twenty-six, 16
boys and 10 girls, chosen were present
at the camp.

INTRODUCTORY

On arrival on the Sunday afternoon
several players were undecided at
what to do whilst waiting for the in-
troductory talk. A problem which
was soon solved when Bryan Merrett
advised us to have knock as we would
begin immediately after dinner.

Everyone having arrived we finally
congregated in the Lower Common
Room to be ‘‘introduced” to the

coaches and to the Director of Crystal
Palace. Emlyn Jones, who welcomed
us to the Centre and informed us of
some of the rules! Les Gresswell suc-
ceeded Mr. Jones by informing us how
the match play was to be organised
and of the dual purpose of the camp,
which was primarily the procuring of
a National Ranking List and secondly
the formation of a National Junior
Squad to be run on the same basis as
that of the Senior,

An hour later, after having dinner,
the first matches were being played
in the Cricket School. The conditions
were very good, each Dunlop table
being individually enclosed. Although
the floor tended to be a little slippy
it did not seem (o have any effect
during the matches and the special
lighting for the cricket classes gave
uniform brightness over the total play-
ing area,

The camp was arranged so every-
one would usually play three or four
matches daily, one in the morning,
one in the afternoon and one in the
cvening, Bryan Merrett prepared a
schedule to complete the matches in
the most economic way possible. An
arrangement which was strictly ad-
hered to as failure to report on time
resulted in a walk-over for the other
player!

Forty-five minutes was allocated for
cach 5-game set and often this was the
only time you were required to play
for three hours by which method it
was hoped that the player would not
be tired. It also gave plenty of timc
for any necessary practice and cnabled
them to prepare themselves mentally
for the game.

DIFFERENT IDEAS

The sessions comprised totally of
matches until Wednesday when the
first lecture was introduced. Several
of these were held throughout the
week each time different ideas being
emphasised. For explanation slides
were implemnented and many films
including several of the 1973 World
Championships in  Sarajevo were
shown. The main purpose of thecse
was 1o compare the standard of play
between British players and forcign
opposition.

A relatively new inclusion on the
camp was that of discussion groups,
cach coach having a small numbexr of
players who could analyse their own
and each other’s game. These proved
quite interesting, several points being
inaccurate, but many helping the
players realise their weaknesses. On
one occasion it was decided that the
players only should participate in the
discussion and therefore two groups
werc formed, boys and girls, one
person per group being chosen to
‘lead’ the discussior.

The subject in question was that
of how the training camps should be
organised and produced several inter-
csting comments. It was agreed that
the camps should definitely be more
frequent occuring every six weeks for
a period of five to six days. They
should be run on the same basis as
the intermediate camps, comprising

of physical traiping, set practice and
match play.

However, a point was put forward
that the majority of physical training
should be done in the summer
months, as it was thought that if too
much strenuous exercise was perfor-
med in winter the muscles would be-
come inflexible. This detail was left
undecided as to whether it was true
or false. Other inclusions which were
thought necessary were those of weight
training, lecturcs and practice against
scniors.

VIDEO TAPE

Possibly the highlight of the week
was on the 'lhursday morning when
the video tape was set up and films
of the players re-run. TIhese were
recorded the day before during a
match session and the purpose was
thz comparison of play between the
inalists and that of foreign opposi-
tion as secn on the films of the World
Championships.

I'ne most noticeable difference was

the stance and footwork, a point
which  was stressed throughout the
week.  An indication of the player’s

lemperament was also given but no
real outbursts of anger were present
¢n the film. It is not to be concluded
from this that there were no such oc-
curences but to be just, they were very
limited, a credit to the players as
many of the matches were cxtremely
closely fought, an cxample being in
the girls” group when one match went
thz tull distance each game having to
be decided at deuce!

~More films were shown after the
video tape (o enable us (o compare
our play with that of players of a
higher standard. 1 think this session
was probably too long as after a short
while full concentration was lost and
as a result it was merely the game
which  was being watched and mnot
the particular points of play. Perhaps
this could be avoided in the future by
having the sessions shorter but more
frequent, -~

In addition o (he free time
available during the playing sessions
several hours were provided through-
out the week for any school work
which may have been set. This would
be a welcome addition to any training
camp, not only in the minds of
leachers but also pupils as it would
lesten the burden of work on return-
ing to school.

The camp was great success damp-
cned only by the illness of a few
players at the end of the week due to

DIRECTIVE

by H. ROY EVANS, O.B.E.

It will be remembered that in
Bulletin No_ 135 I drew attention to
the difficulties which have arisen
between the World Lawn Tennis
Federation and the Contract Pro-
fessionals, and speculated on the
possibility of such a situation arising
in table tennis. L

In this context, it is important to
note a significant development in our
game, which needs careful watching.

An Organisation calling itself
“World Professional Table Tennis
Association’’, located in California,
announces that it has established a
tour of about 16 weeks with a highly
organised schedule commencing in
March 1974 in the Orient and the
U.S.A, The Organisation proposes 1o
be in Europe in the early autumn of
1974,

It states that letters have been
mailed around the World to various
players, and it has already approached
the Deutscher Tisch Tennis Bund to
assist in locating two suitable venues.
In addition, it has apparently also
approached the many regional
organisations of the DTTB.

It appears that this is the same
organisation which was so actively
looking for support during the World
Championships in Sarajevo,

May I remind you that the Consti-
tutional situation is quite clear, The
World Professional Table Tennis
Association is not affiliated and the
restrictions imposed by Rule 5.3.1.1/2
Page 30 of the Handbook apply.

“‘5.3.1.1. In Affiliated Territories

Players of any Association in
membership with the Federation shall
not take part in competition or
exhibition or coaching in the territory
of any other member of the Federation
unless the body under whose auspices
the activity takes place be duly
affiliated and in good standing with
the Association of the visited
territory, save with the previous
express permission of that Association,
The proper observation of this rule
shall be the responsibility of the
Association of the territory to which
the visiting players belong.
5.3.1.2. In,Unaffiliated Territories

Players of any Association in
membership with the Federation shall
not take part in competition or
exhibition or coach in any territory
not possessing an Association or whose
Association is not a member of the
Federation, save with the sanction of
the Executive Committee.”’

This expressly forbids players of any
affiliated association from taking part
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in competitions under the auspices of
the World Professional Table Tennis
Association, and National Associations
should draw the attention of their
players to this Regulation, Indeed
the DTTB has already so advised
its players,

Nevertheless, it is in our interests
to know of any action taken by this
Professional Organisation and I would,
therefore, be glad if National Associa-
tions would kindly advise Mr. Vint of
any communications, proposals, etc.
received from it.

COMMONWEALTH
CHAMPIONSHIPS ‘75

Both Canada and Fiji have indi-
cated they will enter the 3rd Com-
monwealth Championships, to be
played in Australia in 1975 so that,
along with New Zealand and Aust-
ralia there are now four definite
starters. Government assistance is
likely and part of this may well be
used to assist visiting countries.

L'affaire
Customs
Forces . ..

It is amazing how giants trip up
in the grass, Till only the other day
T. D, Ranga Ramanujan laid down
the law in Indian table tennis.
L’affaire customs has now forced him
to lay down his high office as the
president of the Table Tennis Federa-
tion of India.

While scooping the story of a top
official being nabbed by the Calcutta
customs when the Indian team was
on its way to Peking for the Asian,
African and Latin American Cham-
pionships in the last issue of ‘‘Sports-
week’’ (published every Sunday by
Inquilab Publications (Pvt) Ltd.
Bombay) it was said that the matter
was unlikely to rest there, Its echo
was heard at the Executive Com-
mittee meeting of the TTFI in Bom-
bay over the weekend of October
13/14. Ranga had to pay a heavy
price for his slight indiscretion in
taking out of the country more than
the entitled currency.

““Actually I was carrying the
least’’, lamenied a pale and dis-
traught Ramanujan after the fateful
meeting. ‘‘And of the amount 100
dollars belonged to a player’”. The
Executive, however, was in no mood
to listen to his pleas. It demanded
his head and got it, After two days
of deliberations it passed a no-con-
fidence motion against the president.
It was withdrawn when Ramanujan
{inally offered to resign. The resigna-
tion was tendered the day after the
meeting.

Thus there has been a mosi unex-
pected and dramatic end to Ranga’s
record as a table tennis official span-
ning some three decades, Though it
has been an ignominous end, even his
bitterest critic would concede that he
has made a significant contribution
towards the game The pity was he
became so totalitdrian in his methods.

While Ranga had slogged for
Indian table tennis during its infancy,

he had become solely obsessed with
power and high office in later years.
As a result, men devoted to the
cause either left on their own in
sheer disgust or were thrown out. The
game suffered, Ranga’s exit thus, will
have served no real purpose unless it
ushers in a new era where the good
of the game will be the sole criterion
of every official decision, That may
well be asking for the moon.

POLICY
RELATING
TO JUNIORS

The conflicting reports I hear about
the Selection Committee’s policy
relating to Juniors is causing me
much concern. I am therefore, detail-
ing below the official policy that is
being adopted for the forthcoming
season (1973-74).

1. The National Selection Committee
recognizes the important contribu-
tion Junior Tournaments make in
the development of Table Tennis
in the Country. Accordingly,
Juniors are expected to play in a
number of these Tournaments to
gain National Recognition, Com-
petition is a vital stimulant.

2. To improve standards of play,
squad training, Round Robin
Tournaments and  Assessment
Camps will be held during the
course of the season, A privileged
few will also be invited to attend
specialised Training Camps,

3. The demands on the Top Junior
Players are obviously considerable
but for those wishing to reach a
high international standard we
recommend that benefits can be
gained by participation in senior
events.

The ETTA is committed
to run the Worlds in 1977. They
were given your blessing, make no
mistake about that. England is still
a magic name in Table Tennis and I
expect that every affiliated country
in the world will be coming here. It
will be the biggest ‘“Worlds’” ever.

As the host country we musl com-
pletely meet the cost. What started
out in 1972 at an estimated cost of
£150,000 has now risen to a figure
far beyond. Most of the money will,
we hope, be coming from sponsor-
ship, but prospective sponsors all ask
the same question — What are the
members (ETTA) doing themselves?

1 hope, through the efforts of my
committee, and with the help of
every league, to raise something in
the region of £100,000, This can only
be done if each and every one of you
back me to the hilt. Get on to your
league fund raiser, get 5 to 10 books,
sell them in your factory, office,
home, hospital, school, your best
friend and worst enemy,

It is a fantastic challenge and as

sportsmen this sort of challenge
should be right up your alley  Your
league, having sold its allocated

number of books and received 25%
of the sale, can then ask for more
books and get 50% on these. With
this in mind the North Middlesex
League has taken 2,000 books and
the Guildford League has taken
1,000. Their allocation in both cases
is round about 200 books, This means
money. How about it league trea-
surers? 1 look to you to use your
influence and get the ball rolling.

The money side is your province. Are
you getting enough?

In my last article 1 said I would
tell you about another scheme
whereby we are trying to raise money.
Through the good offices of Dunlop
Sports Co. Ltd. collecting boxes are
being distributed to every sports shop
in England. Naturally we can only
hope that the spors trader will, as a
sportsman, display these boxcs in a
prominent position so that every
ecusiomer will see our box and be
generous enough to put in the few
odd coppers every time.

There are 2,500 sports shops in
England and if in the course of one
year every trader collects £5 in his
box over four years this will bring in
£50,000 ! Naturally this is being a
super optimist, but there again, why
not? If every member of the ETTA,
on going into a sports shop as a cus-
tomer, asks about the collecting box,
it will soon be brought home to the
trader that he needs to have it on
display. You are a customer. He
needs customers. If so challenged and
the box produced, put in Ip, If every
customer put in lp our target will
be reached without any worry what-
soever,

If your sports shop hasn’t got a
box and has never had one, please
try to let me know. I will see he
gets one. By the time this article
appears, nearly every trader should
have had a box Please act as a pub-
lic relations officer for the ETTA and
make sure your favourite sports shop
is displaying a box. It is for his
benefit in the long run. The more
popular the game becomes, the more
sports equipment he will sell. In
fact, the scheme should be of mutual
benefit.

If, among t1he many readers of
this magazine, there are individuals
who would like to be associated with
the ‘““Worlds’’ by donation, these
would be greatly appreciated. Such
donations will be recorded in this
magazine every month, with the
name of the donor, or as an anony-
mous gift, if you so wish. This appeal
is open to teams, clubs, leagues or
committees, No amount too small or
too large. Every litlle helps. We are
not getting enough,

ASIAN-AFRICAN-LATIN AMERICAN
TABLE TENNIS FRIENDSHIP
INVITATION TOURNAMENT

by H. ROY EVANS, O.B.E.

The event was every bit as impres-
sive as the title! Eighty-six Asso-
ciations is the largest number any or-
ganiser has yet had to cope with, and
as, one would expect, the Chinese did
it with that outward efficiency which
is never allowed to show signs of the
feverish activity which must go on
‘‘below stairs’’

The Executive Committee Menbers
of the ITTF were invited as honoured
guests, and although we four, to-
gether with our respective wives, fol-
lowed some different paths, we all
got to Peking safely if rather tired.

The event was played at two venues
— the Capital Gymnasium, with 22

tables, and the Workers’ Stadium,
with 10. Its significant to recall that
in 1961, the ten tables at the latter

venue were sufficient for the staging
of the World Championships!

The gospel of the whole Champion-
ship was — ‘‘Friendship before Com-
petition”” and it must be said that on
every hand one saw this as an over-
riding desire. It was my fifth visit to
China, and once again 1 was deeply

impressed by the obvious wish to
please wherever we went — to fac-
tories, schools, communes, art galle-

ries, and in the hospitals, where we
were privileged to see actual opera-
tions conducted under acupuncture
methods.

We were honoured, too, in that,
with the exception of Mao Tse-tung
himself, all the members of the
Chinese Government were present at
many of the functions.

THREE SESSIONS

We attended the three Sessions of
the Congress as Observers, an un-
usual experience for us, — unusual,
too, in that we listened to 68 speeches,
very few of which made any real con-
tribution to table tennis, but all of
which thanked the Chinese for their
fantastic generosity in making possible
the participation of so many from all
over the Third World. Significant,
too, was the almost universal pledge
of solidarity against colonialism, im-
perialism, zionism etc.

An important decision taken was
that the next Championships under
this “‘umbrella’ are to be in Lagos,
Nigeria in 19y5. Dr. Efonkoya,
President of the Nigerian Association
made it clear that his Association
would not be able to pay all the fares
of the contestants, as the Chinese
had done in all but about six cases,
and one wonders if, in fact, any
country other than the Chinese can
host an event of this magnitude.

There were many Associations
present who are not affiliated to the
ITTF, and wge took the opportunity
to welcome them at a Reception we
gave, following up approaches we
made to gather them into the fold.
It’s interesting to record that it was
chiefly because of our follow up of
the 1971 Afro-Asian Tournament in
Peking that our membership topped
the 100 mark.

REPLICA

One of the pleasantest functions
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during our visit was the formal pre-
sentation to Chuang Tse-tung of the
replica of the St. Bride Vase. As a
three-times winner of the World
Singles Championship, Chang was en-
titled to this replica after Ljubljana
in 1965, but because of the Chinese
disappearance from the international
scene until 1971, no opportunity had
existed to make the presentation. So
the position was rectified in Peking,
and, in front of a large audience com-
posed of all Chuang’s contemporaries
in Chinese sport, 1 had the honour
to present him with a magnificent
replica made in China for us. It
was a morc than happy occasion for
Chuang, for only the day before it
had been announced that he had been
elected a representative of the Party,
and is obviously destined for high
places.

Any article attempting to deal fairly
with a visit to China must of course
tend to be a catalogue of interesting
experiences and impressive visits, with
Chinese desire to please — an ever
present background accompaniment.
But, regrettably, there is no room for
any longer a feature than this, so 1
shall content myself with giving the
results, reminding the readers that
sometimes the gospel of “‘Friendship
before competition’” was carried too
far, so the statistcis should not be
taken too literally!

‘TANK TOPS’

There have been a number of occa-
sions during the past two years, when
I have noticed one or two players at
tournaments and league matches who
have chosen to wear a dark coloured
vest rather than the more universally
accepted table tennis shirt. For in-
stance at the recently held Cumber-
land 2-Star Open, two men wore dark
coloured vests for play, and one
woman played in a sleeveless top.

Whilst appreciating that the cloth-
ing regulation (Bzc — Umpires Hand-
book) does not directly rule out dark
coloured vests or insist on shirts, it
does state that a badge could be ruled
out as distracting. The recent revi-
sion allowing piping or edging round
collars and sleeves infers that even
light coloured edges were previously
against the rules. I would therefore
suggest that a more explicit rule is
required both for the guidance of
players and to enable referees to give
a uniform ruling.

As an example of what could
happen under the present ruling, I
would ask you to note that we now
have tournaments in the height of
summer. Aycliffe in June and South
Shields in July. It is obviously pos-
sible that some enterprising young
lady might come to the table clad in
a dark coloured bikini,

Whilst this trend would bring the
spectators back to the tournament
scene, it would almost certainly stop
play on all other tables, and perhaps
even distract the otherwise unruffled
referee. 1 wonder would he dare face
the wrath of all, and ask her to dress
more suitably.

After putting my case for a more
explicit ruling in this manner I wonder
if I dare ask for the readers’ views,
perhaps they will want the rule to
insist on bikinis; the mind boggles.

I would like to suggest through
your columns, that the ETTA should
persuade the ITTF that no sets should
be more than Best of Three. This
especially applies to the World titles,
when after Swaythling Cup matches,
the players are involved in singles,
doubles, and mixed doubles matches.

All this merely gives too much
importance to mere strength and fit-
ness, rather than skill at table tennis.

Even if not applied in time to alter
the Worlds in India, this proposed
new system would be applicable in

of arranging all the sets in the tour-
nament.

I am sure most top class players
will agree that many rounds of Best-
of-Five, is too much.

SEDATE, by way of comparison
with throbbing Peking, the city of
Hangchow which we reached by way
of Chang Chia — birthplace of Chair-
man Mao — proved to be a haven,
more so with so much water around
and the West Lake, originally a bay
with a history going back 1,400 years,
the most prominent feature,

The Soo and Pai Causeways divide
the lake into three parts, the Outer
Lake to the east of the Soo Causeway,
the Inner Lake to its west and the
Back Lake north of the Pai Causeway.

In the Outer Lake there are three
small man made islands, the Three
Towers Reflecting the Moon and two
others. The big natural island closely
linked with the Pai Causeway is the
Solitary Hill. Round the lake are
many parks, Orioles Singing in the
Willows and Autumn Moon on a
Calm Lake being but two.

The West Lake is surrounded by
hills with Shih Feng Hill, wherc the
Dragon Well is situated, being the
most famous having in its vicinity an
abundance of the well-known Lung
Chin green tea growing. There are
many springs in these hills, of which
the besy known are Tiger Spring, the
Dragon Well and the Jade Fountain.

A number of historical relics can be
found near the lake. Liu Ho Pagoda
Ling Yin Temple and the rock
carvings in the Peak Flying from
Afar embody the wisdom of the
labouring people in ancient China
and provide a valuable cultural
heritage.

LEISURE TIME

Small wonder then, with so much
Lo see and so many places to visit,
our lcisure time in Hangchow was
well and truly accounted for. Indeed
it further included a visit to a silk
textile plant, the floral gardens and
Dragon Well tea plantation where an
impromptu match was staged in front
of the workers.

There was also a visit to the local
theatre the highlight of which, for
me, was provided by the playing of
The Yellow River, a concerto for
piano and orchestra composed by the
Central  Philharmonic  Society  of
China. What is more, I have the
record, distributed by Guozi Shudian,
China Publications Centre, P.O. Box
399, Peking and when I play it I am
transported back to the scenic beauty
ot Hangchow and to memories of
hand-feeding goldfish the size of
which had to be seen to be believed.

One other pleasant feature of our
sojourn in Hangchow was a daily visit
to the open air baths wherein Chair-
ntan  Charles Wyles once besported
himself in colourful underpants hav-
ing mistakenly picked them up in the
belief that they were his swimming
trunks!

It was on Saturday, June g, that
we arrived in Hangchow but our first
match there did not take place until
the following Monday evening when,
bccausce it was the first time that an
English tcam had plaved in the city,
the crowds rolled up in their thou-
sands.  Indeed it was like Wembley

WILLIAM the Conqueror died in
1087, but his head has been crossing
the Channel between Hastings and
Cacn for the past five years.

When it is in the Normandy town
— it happens to be there now — it
is prominently displayed in the town
hall. The Caen Table Tennis team
will bring it to Hastings in May next
it back

year, determined to take

again.

William’s helmetted head is a
wooden trophy suitably named ‘Le

Conquerant’, which Hastings and
Caen table tennis compete for twice
a year (in May at Hastings; in Sep-
tember at Caen).

But this sculpture, made in 1968
by Roger Gillett who plays against
Caen every year, is a fine and dig-
nified excuse for a week-end’s revel-
ling among players and friends of the
two towns,

It all started in May 1966, when

Hastings and District Table Tennis
Association invited Caen to send a

table tennis party to take part in the
1066 anniversary celebrations.

Norman Beaney, the present
Hastings Closed Champion, negotiated
with the organisers of the celebrations
and the local Anglo-French Club, and
today he is Hastings team captain and
one of the only three members of the
town's Anglo-French Table Tennis
Club, (Roger Gillett and David Price
are the other two).

Last month Hastings players travel-
led to Caen for this year’s return
match and lost. It was its eighth
defeat in 11 matches since the ex-
change started.

Mr. Charles Wyles, ETTA chajr-
man, accompanied the players for the
first time. The French were delighted
to receive him. He was presented
with the Medal of Caen by a repre-
sentative of the Mayoralty, an honour
reserved for distinguished visitors.
Eisenhower and Montgomery have re-
ceived it.

Hastings’ last win was in May last
year, when Mr. R. Champdorge,
vice-president of the French T.T.A.
came to England with the Caen team.
He lives in Caen and is a constant
escort of the French players,

While the Caen team includes some
of Normandy’s best players, (among
them Christian Adam, the French No.
15) none of Hastings players are
ranked in Sussex.

But tbe players do not think that
difference matters, for when they

cross the Channel to return home the
thoughts of champagne and carousing
until the small hours among friends
last longer than those of the tourna-
ment,

ON SPECTATOR CONTRACTS

THE Sports Council has now been
given a ruling by H.M. Customs and
Excise regarding the application of
Value Added Tax on the hiring of
sports facilities for spectator evemts.
The details are: —

1. When facilitiecs are hired in
order to put on an cvent for which
spectators  will pay an admission
charge, the hiring fec is exempt from
Value Added Tax. 'The overtime and
percentage of gross receipts conditions,
where applicable will also come under
this exemption ¥¢lause.

2. When the facilities are hired
exclusively for a consecutive period in
excess of 24 hours, the fee will also
be exempt from Value Added Tax.

9. Any direct costs incurred by an
cvent (stewarding, advance sales,
ticket printing, ctc.) will still be sub-
ject to Value Added Tax at the stan-
dard rate.

County
Administration

THE first rcaction of a member
attending a county management com-
mittee meeting for the first time is
probably one of surprise that so much
is being done by such a small group
of people. 1he new member, even
if he serves on a league’s management
committec, will find that the county’s
role as part of the E.T.T.A’s or-
ganised structure throughout the
country opcns new avenues of interest
and stimulates activity.

Although the ETTA has delegated
its respon.ibility for organised table
tennis in each county to the county
association it continues to ensure that
a uniform national policy is adhered
to be rescrving the right to approve
or veto the rules of all county asso-
ciations. A model set of rules, some
of which must be adopted unchanged
whilst others can be modified to suit
the requirements of individual coun-
ties, has been prepared by the ETTA.

The county committee has to do
more than keep itself informed of
curtent EI'TA proposals and comply
with ETTA requirements: it has to
promote inter-league activities and
foster table tennis at all levels through-
out the country. To do this effec-
tively each committee usually consists
of officers (chairman, secretary and
treasurer), various officials, such as
inter-league and coaching secretaries,
and members representing each league
in the county.

Full and active representation of all
leagucs on the coumty committee is
c: benual if ecffective communication
between county and league is to take
place without unnecessary work being
done by the county secretary. Close
liaison with the county schools T.T.A.
and with the Sports Council is usu-
ally maintained.

The ETTA policies which are dele-
gated to and implemented by county
committees reflect the wishes of the
county associations. All ETTA policy
decisions have to be approved by the
National Council of the ETTA: the
Council consists of one representative,
nominated by the appropriate county
committee, {from each county,

The Council meets three or four
times a yecar and considers all recom-
mendations of the various committees
it has set up to deal with most aspects
of table tennis activity. FEach Na-
national Councillor is thereby kept in-
formed of current ETTA thought:
such niatters as the forthcoming World
Championships, international tours
and changes in the laws of the game

“can thus be subjects of informed dis-

cussion at county meetings.

Members of county committees can
become involved in many diverse ac-
tivities: in national coaching schemes,
organising tournaments, fostering table
tennis in schools, examining potential
umpires, arranging trials for county
teams and the matches played by
county teams, arranging inter-town
matches, preparing press reports, rais-
ing funds and in a whole host of
incidental events that can keep all
county officials very busy throughout
the year.

SOME time in January a Susscx
coach said to a Kent coach ‘“We arc
going to tour Yorkshire for a week,
carc to come?” So it all started.
Letters to most Yorkshire leagues and
scme in Lancashire were sent out
asking for a match at the end of July
(nct before two tired gents finally hit
th= hay at about 2 a.m.).

Replies came back slowly at first,
thzn faster after some discreet phone
calls and reminders from a helpful

" Yorkshire personality. Only then could

a programme be shaped and copies
circulated. Also in January a new
caravan was ordered and a site booked
with provision for tents,

Mid-July came and all was going
well. Tents were checked, as was
the caravan, provisions bought, and
the boys, one from Crawley, four
from Littlehampton and three from
Bromley were kitted out. All was
ready, just a matter of hitching-up
and after the ETTA cadet camp we
would be off.

It was then that tragedy struck.

Fortunately we were in a con-
vent field and the nuns did’'nt hesitate
in catering for 18 of us for two whole
days, until we had sorted oursclves
out,

Then we were on our way having a
7 p-m. rendezvous with the Kent
contingent on the motorway. They too
had had their problems. A minibus
was cxpected but last minute repairs
dragged on and alternative arrange-
ments had to be made and another
vehicle sought. What was it that
policeman said about having a little
round disc?

Even then matters did not go ex-
actly (o plan for our route round the
North Circular Road seemed a good
idea Lo many besides ourselves, not
to mention a multitude of road-
menders, a large mobile crane and
numerous diversions.  Finally both
groups met up, hot and bothered and
more than a trifle late.

Supper was consumed, petrol tanks
replenished, and the convoy set forth
with the caravan in the lead destined
for the most unbclievably out-of-the-
way site.

Meanwhile the Kent contingent had
really caught on to this touring lark
going up and down the motorways,
round and round the country lanes
before finally receiving help from a
suspicious constable to again meet up
with us at 6 a.m. in a very bedraggled
state. Must get it into the coaching
manuels about putting tents up at 6
a.m, after 10-hours driving!

If that was the start, what was to
come with 19 matches to be fitted into
8 days? We began to wonder when
the venue for our first match had to
be changed as no official was prezent
to open up the notified venuc.

However the tour had got off the
ground but still the problems re-
mained. We had explained to Danny
Cammiade that he had to watch the
ball. What we didn’t tell him was
to watch out for plastic pipes stick-
ing out of loos, so that the next thing
we knew was being confronted by a
very irate site owner telling us, in
what can only be described as the
local dialect, that every van on the
sitc would now be without water.

IMAGE PERSISTS

A PHENOMENON which all of us
table tennis enthusiasts have to bear
with is the public attitude and mis-
conception about our sport, The
parlour game, ‘ping pong’ image per-
sists.

1 have been as aware as anybody
about this, but recent experience has
doubly impressed this on me. I suf-
fered a leg ligament injury in a
Willesden League match and have
since had a very pronounced limp.

On seeing me hobbling around,
numcrous people have stopped me to
cffer Lheir sympathies — for which 1T
thank them. But on finding out how
I acquired my affliction their reactions
have ranged frém a discreet grin, to
loud mirth, to mild astonishment,

After a short reflection, one or two
did remark that they supposed table
tennis could be ‘quite fast’ and flou-
rished their wrists, but most people
remained baffled as to how it was
possible to suffer a ligament injury
from ‘ping pong’.

College of Education, in Isleworth,
Middlesex, which has a very good re-
putation for sport, and one of the
disturbing things I find is that the
P.E. students there share identical
ideas regarding table tennis as every-
body else!

Some players are partly responsible
for sustaining the public’s false im-
pressions of the game. Perhaps be-
cause they have an inferiority complex
about table tennis they don’t like to
tell their friends that they are keen,
or won’t be seen playing seriously, or
in the proper kit.

This is a pity. The ETTA’s newly-
appointed Public Relations Officer is
going to have a very hard time per-
suading the population at large that
table tennis is a good, fast, healthy,

athletic sport that really is worth
playing, while the players themselves
are often not convinced. -

Finally, changing the subject, I
should like to say that I am in full
agreement with the sentiments ex-
pressed by Alan Ransome and Alan
Shepherd in the October edition,
concerning the devaluation of junior
tournaments. 1 feel that the stan-
dards at senior open tournaments are
also beginning to decline. In order
to help reverse this trend, the ETTA
should officially, and, more important,
actively encourage the better players
to attend these championships.

Oakley Chase, Oakley,

In the
Coaching Field

with JOHN O’SULLIVAN

ONE of the most important aspects
of coaching young children in groups
is to avoid the teaching from becom-
ing a bore. Inlerest must be main-
tained especially if the children are
only just being introduced to table
tennis and too much repetition of the
basic strokes without any end product
in view at this stage, can sometimes
bring on a mini-revolt,

In the past, the Proficiency Award
Scheme has greatly helped in this task,
for in giving the students exercises to
carry out in order to attain the Bronze
Award, enables the coach to move
from table to table knowing his char-
ges are fully occupied, while at the
same time, offering the student a
visible goal.

I¢ is therefore nice to know that
although the Award Scheme has been
in operation for some years now, and
running very successfully, it is to be
brought up to date, and more in line
with the game as it is today.

The exercises for the Bronze, Silver
and Gold Awards have been analysed
and where required, changes have
been made to meet the demands of
modern play. ‘This does not mean
that wholesale changes have been ef-

fected to all the exercises. Basic
strokes remajn unaltered and will
probably never alter much at this

stage of a pupil’s tuition.

The Staff coaches, together with the
advisors have had technical meetings
to discuss what might be omitted,
introduced or just altered, and the
changes are only made if they will
benefit the recipient. The Scheme has
also received the backing of sponsor-
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ship from a well-known national
company to be announced shortly.

There are to be new badges for
students acquiring the Awards, and
the quality of assessment for the
Silver and Gold Awards especially,
will be standardised. Unfortunately,
as in all other aspects of life, the cost
of the badges and assessment has been
revised and all charges are now subject
to Value Added Tax. As soon as
new literature is available, applica-
tion to the ETTA will afford you all
the new and revised information.

Standardisation is important in any
field where students have to be asscs-
sed. It is more important still when
the assessors need not necessarily be

“the same examiners for all students.

With this in mind some welcome
changes have been made in the coach-
ing programme involving student
coaches studying for awards up to
Diploma 1-Star. With the introduc-
tion of the new student coach instruc-
tors launched on Sept 2, it means
that courses can be run simultaneously
all over the country, without involv-
ing the various Staff coaches,

It is obvious that instruction at all
these courses should be of a similar
nature. It has already been stated
that guide lines will be given to in-
structors, in an attempt to attain uni-
formity in both methods and content.

Now it has been suggested that
study sessions will be conducted from
specially prepared papers, possibly
numbered or in some way identified,
for the information of students on
what will be covered by any parti-
cular course.

1 have mentioned earlier in these
notes that changes have been made in
many sectors to keep pace with the
changes happening in  table tennis.
This is also true concerning coach-
ing methods, and many qualified
coaches are not aware of these changes,
or as in some cases do no¢ believe
they exist.

Methods of coaching have improved
internationally with countries sending
their own officials to study methods in
the more successful countries. These
interchanges have brought into promi-
nence the best of all the varied
methods differing only in interpreta-
tion.

Study and analysis of play during
the world championships always brings
out some aspect of the game which is
then introduced into the national
coaching scheme. To help coaches to
find out about such changes, and may-
be, improve their own coaching ac-
tivities, there are refresher courses
arranged by the ETTA at Lilleshall
from Jan 1/5, 1974 at £12.65 which
includes ftull board and VAT. Forms
for this course are available from Jack
Carrington at 82 Hermitage Court,
London, E18 2EP. ’Phone: o01-989
3321.

In the past I have found-sthis par-
ticular course is usually overbooked,
and some people have had their appli-
cation refused. It is therefore advis-
able to return your form early — by
Nov g0 at the latest, when the fuli
fee must be paid.

Also at Lilleshall, from July 13-20,
there is to be a personal performance
course as there is at Exeter from July
20-27.

It has been interesting to see the
new films taken by Peter Simpson at
the last world championships in Sara-
jevo. The study of these films, with
the help of a spectro analyzer, makes
it possible to witness the heights
reached by the world’s top players
and, especially, a close look at stroke

production, mobility and balance
makes for interesting study at the
coaching courses held by the Staff
coaches.

From Oct 1-8, Peter Simpson will
have been running his annual coach-
ing course for the R.A.F. in Norfolk
which he has been doing for the past
four years. I don’t doubt that when
the Army and Navy find out about
these courses, Peter could finish up as
official advisor to the Armed Forces,
and maybe have "By Appointment”
on his track suit,

I have had various bits of informa-
tion regarding the ETTA Coaching
Centre at St. Neots. I was not even
sure where St. Neots was, other than
it must be in the South East, for it
came in Peter Hirst territory.

Now in a letter I have received from
coach Len Saywell quite a number of
gaps have been filled in. The Centre
is based at Longsands School, St.
Neots, Hunts. Four years ago Jack
Carrington held a Proficiency Rally at
the school, and at this rally discus-
sion was held as to the possibility of
a training centre at St. Neots.

With the help of John Cornwell,
Coaching Advisor, the centre became
a reality and was soon self-supporting,
having six tables — g supplied by the
centre and g by the ETTA — the St,
Neots Regionaf, Centre was born. It
is now used on a Tuesday and Wed-
nesday evenings and boasts a further
three tables.

CONTROVERSY

JOHN WOODFORD
predicts that a players’
national grading system

is on the way

TONY Ross and I have crossed
swords, or perhaps I should say pens
on one occasion last season but I
would like to congratulate him on his
coverage of the European Youth
Championships in the last issue of
this magazine and to support most of
his thoughts in his article ‘‘After
Athens What Next?”’

By that you will have gathered we
are back to a familiar subject — how
are England going to produce world
champions in time for the 1977 World
Championships whilst the principal
young contenders are wasting so much
valuable time in the evenings and at
week-ends playing against people they
would stand a good chance of beating
left-handed, assuming they are right-
handed.

Disenchantment amongst  junior
tournament organisers is increasing
more rapidly. Having done a great
deal of work in preparation for their
eveng they find that only a sprinkling
of the best boys and girls have en-
tered and then their No, 1 seed, cur-
rently playing for England cannot
come. The most recent example of
this was at Alan Shepherd’s Essex
Junior Open.

Had Paul Day appeared, I think
it would Dbe fair to say that he would
have been killing time for most of the
day until he reached the last two
rounds. The “killing’’ of a dozen or
so junior tournaments would be a
painful operation and would lead to
casualties from the hard-driven or-
ganisers and their committees. I feel
that it could be so upsetting for some
of the more senior officials that they
might be lost to the game.

This would be a pity, but in all
walks of life, business or sport or
leisure there are always changes just
as new buildings; go up all aroundl us
and old ones disappear. There must
therefore be vast changes in the struc-
ture of table tennis, if that is, we are
to pursue the declared E.T.T.A.
policy of producing an English world
champion,

T'll go a stage further with Tony
Ross and agree that my suggestion
some while back of ‘‘throwing the
top juniors in at the deep end” can
be substituted for a national players’
grading system successfully operated
by West Germany, Sweden and others.

If after the new system became
operative there are still officials who
wish to run junior opens, I see no
reason to stop them providing their
events could be fitted into the calendar
and they accept the fact that they

would be unlikely to receive many
entries from the top juniors who would
be too busy working their way
through the gradings.

One of the counter arguments is
that we are paying too much atten-
tion to creating world champions and
not doing enough for the rank and
file. It’s a valid point because there
is still a large ‘“‘market’” for junior
tournaments for the g99.5 per cent,
who will never make the national
rankings.

But of course, the stalwart band of
organisers cannot have the best of
both worlds — the potential ‘‘elite”
must play in competition against the
senior ‘‘elite’” as often as possible to
accelerate their improvement. The
rest will have to play amongst them®
selves until they are good enough to
play with the big boys. It sounds
like class distinction, but as this is
a ‘‘neck-sticking-out’’ column, I will
now PREDICT that this system, or
one very much like it, WILL come
into being before we are all very much
older!
