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STATUS QUO
 
It was not only on the table that the 

People's Republic of China had thelir 
triumphs in Novi' Sad but the same can 
be said for their o·pposition to a Rule 
amendment put forward by Czecho­
slovakila, Federal Germany and Sweden 
at the Biennial General Meeting of the 
International Table Tennis Federation. 

The· pro·posal was "The two slides of 
the racket blade, whether used for strik­
ing the ball or not, shall be of clearly 
different ground colour". Europe was in 
favour, practically to a country, but not 
so China, the A'sians as a whole, and the 
third world countries. 

This motion required a 75% majority to 
be carried but, in the event was lost, 84 
votes being cast lin favour and 66 
against. 

Although the interests of three English 
players - JiU Hammersley, John Hilton 
and Douggie J·ohnson, were in jeopardy, 
England's delegates voted iin favour of 
the change, seeing it as a measure that 
would be both fair to players and con­
ducive to the improvement of table 
tennis as a s.pectacle. 

Such was the mandate given to 
England's two delegates, Messrs Yates 
and Shipley, having regard to the long 
term benefits 'from a spectator p,oint of 
vi'ew and as one step towards eventual 
standardisation.

The strength in depth of the People's
Republic of China was never more em­
phasised than in Novi Sad, Yugoslavia over 
the period April 14-26, 19181 when, in addi­
tion to winning both the Swaything and 
Marcel Corbillon Cups, in t,he team events, 
Chinese players contested all five individual 
finals with no other country represented. 

Indeed such was the supe·riority of the 
Chinese women that in the Marcel Corbillon 
Cup event, in nine matches, their set 
analysis was an astounding 27 -0 which in­
cluded two 3-0 wins over South Korea and 
similar successes over the Soviet Union ­
the European champions - Czechoslovakia, 
Hungary and Japan. 

Not quite so emphatic but equally
devastating were the nine wins obtained by
the Chinese men who returned a set analy­
sis of 45-6, Sweden (3), Japan (1) and, in 
the final, Hungary (2) obtaining the scant 
rewards for honest endeavour. 

Having failed twice, to Japan's Mitsuro 
Kohno, in Birmingham, and to Seiji Q'no 
when injured in Pyongyang, Guo Yuehua 
came up trumps at the third attempt ill 
winning t.he men's singles with a final 
victory over his compatriot Cai Zhenhua. 
But with thrice defeated finalist, Li Fujung, 
as his non-playing captain, to predict the 
winner from the Chinese camp was in no 
way difficult. 

To their credit two Europeans, in t.he 
persons of Sweden's Stellan Bengtsson and 
Dragutin Surbek of Yugoslavia, did reach 
the semi-final stage of the men's singles.
But one has to look back to the last sixteen 
in the counterpart women's event to glimpse
the last of the Europeans - Bettine Vriese­
koop of the Netherlands and Valentina 
Popova - the European champion - from 
t·he Soviet Union. 

- CHINESE STYLE 
R. YATES 
C;hina had it three to one at t.he semi­

final stage with Tong Ling the eventual 
winner from Cao Yanhua over five games 
after the latter had edged home 25-23 in 
the fift.h in her penultimate set against Lee 
Soo Ja of Sout,h Korea! 

In the men's doubles the defending cham­
pions Anton Stipancic and Surbek of the 
host nation released their grip on the Iran 
Cup when going under to Li Zhenshi and 
Cai Zhenhua, the eventual winners. Like­
wise Jacques Secretin and Pat,rick Birocheau 
of France fell victims to China's Xie Saike 
and Guo Yenhua to conclude European
interest., 

Nor was their any bett·er involvement in 
the women's doubles, than in the singles, by 
member players of the European Union with 
England's Jill Hammersley and Linda 
Jarvis, Russia's Iolanta Daniliavichute and 
Anita Zakharian, Belgium's Barbara 
Lippens and Nat·halie Higuet, Ann-Christin 
Hellman and Marie Lindblad of Sweden,
Popova and Narine Antonian of Russia, 
Judit Magos and Edit Urban of Hungary and 
Eva Ferenczi and Olga Nemes of Rumania 
all falling in the round before the quarters. 

Again it was the players from Asia who 
held all the aces the final trump card being
played by Zhang Deying, who retained her 
half share of the title, but this time with a 
new partner in Cao Yanhua. 

And to complete the total domination Xie 
Saike and Huang Junqun of China had a 
final victory over their compatriots, Chen 
Xinhua and T'ong Ling, in the mixed i.n 
w'hich Yugoslavia's Surbek and Branka 
Batinic survived up to the semis losing to 
the defeated finalists,. 

All in all a far from satisfactory Spens 81 
for the Europeans unless one takes in the 
consolation events won by Rosario TroHo of

MEN'S TEAM EVENT 
Biggest shock in the first stage Category 1 

Group B matches was t,he position Hungary
found themselves in when t,railing 1-4 to 
..Poland. Table 16 became the centre of 
attraction as the defending champions ex­
tracated themselves to triumph 5-4 after 
Andrzej Grubba had beaten both Istvan 
Jonyer and Tibor Klampar and Leszek 
Kucharski had seen off Gabor Gergely and 
Jonyer, the OIIIy Hungarian success at that 
stage coming from Klampar in the second 
set when he beat Stefan DryszeI! 

What then of England's cause. It pros­
pered well and the men, from finishing 10th 
in North Korea. although concluding their 
efforts disappointingly in losing 2-5 to 
France, nonetheless improved their stand­
ing four places wit,h a final sixth position
which, had Desmond Douglas been fit for 
that final encounter, might well have been 
fifth. 

Play started at 10 a.m. on Tuesday, ApI.
14, with a meeting with South Korea which 
ended with an English victory by 5 sets to 2 
three of which were credit,ed to Douglas,
John Hilton 3tnd Paul Day contributing the 
other two. 

Next day, at 3 p.m. in the afternoon, it 
was the 'old enemy' Federal Germany who 
provided the opposition and at 3-3 it looked 
to be nicely poised aft.er Douglas had 
recorded 2-st,raight wins over Wilfried Lieck 
and Peter Stellwag and Day, at 22-20 in the 
third, had nudged home against Ralf Wosik. 

Countering these successes Stellwag had 

begun the match by beating Hilton (13, 14),
the European champion then suffering a 
second revers1e, to Wosik, who won -20, 21 
and 13,and Lieck had the best of a 3-game 
encounter with Day. But then Douglas com­
pleted his treble and Hilton won when it 
mattered by getting home 14 in the third 
against a tiring Lieck. 

Anot.her hard match was in prospect on 
the following day, against Sweden who in 
their previous match had been beaten 5-0 
by France! Bengtsson opened up for the 
Swedes and got the better of his duel with 
Day a success that was immediately
countered by Douglas who saw his bogey 
man, Ulf Thorsell, off in 2-straight (19, 18). 

Ulf Carlsson was next to the table for 
Sweden and he, like Bengtsson, won in three 
games against Hilton only for Douglas to 
restore the balance with a fine victory over 
Bengtsson. Carlsson returned for a smart 
win over Day but this time it was the turn 
of "Euro John" to play his part which he 
duly did and commendably in disposing of 
Thorsell. 

So once again t,he' scales were poised at 
3-3 and again from such a platform
England triumphed 5-3 with Douglas, in 
beat.ing Carlsson, registering his third suc­
cessive treble and Hilton mast,erminding a 
second defeat in the match for former 
world champion Bengtsson both these wins 
coming in straight, games. 

After three matches and three wins what 
had we to fear from France in the next, 
especially after Douglas, in beating
Christian Martin, and Day with a wonderful 
display to account for Secretin, had given 
us a 2-0 lead? 

AWRY 
But from then on matters went somewhat 

awry with France winning the next four 
sets off the reel Birocheau beating bot,h 
Hilton and Day, Secretin blotting the copy­
book of Douglas and Martin giving Hilton 
the runaround. 

No towel came from the English corner 
and rightly so as Hilton, in his best Berne 
bearlike manner, wrested the initiative fronl 
Secretin and Douglas went through
Biroeheau like the proverbial knive through
butter. All then rested on the shoulders of 
Day, the pride of Soham who, try as he did, 
could not deny Martin nor t,he French their 
Victory. 

A groin strain put Day on the bench for 
the subsequent meeting with Japan, another 
English casualty being Bob Potton Who, in 
trying to emulate the deeds of West, Ham's 
Trevor Brooking in a kickabout with the 
local talent on the forecourt of the stadium,
sprained his ankle. 

Douggie Johnson then had to play and 
well he did in his opening encounter with 
Norio Takashima, taking t,he ace Japanese
defender to three. before going under. 

Douglas, in magnificent style, registered 
yet another treble but only Hilton could add 
to it with a solo success against the then 
world champion Ono, this in t,he penulti­
mate set which equated the scoreline at 
4-4. Johnson then found out what world 
class table tennis was all about when given
the hiding of his life by Hiroyuki Abe, the 
best of the Japanese, to the tune of 8 and 
6! 

The same English team lined up for the 
meeting with China whose Guo Yuehua (1),
Wang Huiyuan '(2) and Xie Saike (2)
polished us off 5-0 with not one of the five 
sets needing a deciding game although
Hilton, against Guo, and Johnson against
Wang, achieved "deuces" in one game. 

This same E,nglish trio, in like manner,
cOlnfortably disposed of Indonesia in their 
final first stage match 5-0 to finish in third 
place with a target in the 15 to 8 bracket 
the first obstacle being jumped 5-2 against
Poland whose Kucharski had the distinctIon 
of thumping Douglas off the table in 
remarkable fashion (7 ---and 10) having
initially beat,en Johnson. 

Douglas was successful in his other two 

Flag raising ceremony in Novi Sad. 
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encounters, Hilton contributing another two 
and Johnson blossoming to the extent of 
beating Grubba 18 and 9! 

Then it was France again, for positions 5 
and 6, with Douglas, nursing a troublesome 
knee, a non-starter and Day recovered to 
take his place. A win seemed hardly likely
under such circumstances but what a start 
with Johnson, t,he cheeky chappie, beating
Secretin in t,he opening s,et and Day
accounting for Birocheau in the third after 
Martin had equated the scoreline with a 
win over Hilton. 

The mirage of victory subsequ·ently
vanished as the sands ran out with 
Bivocheau beat.ing both Johnson and Hilton, 
SecretIn recovering to account for Hilton. 
and Martin getting the better of Day. Still 
sixth place in the world gave every reason 
for heads to be held high and why not? Well 
captained Peter Simpson. 

WO'MEN'S TEAM EVENT 
Donald Parker, for the first, time, had 

charge of England's wom,en in a world 
championships and having seen his charges
suffer a 3-0 opening defeat inflicted by
North Korea then knew, without a shadow 
of doubt, what it was all about. 

In that opening encounter firstly Jill 
Hammersley was seen off by Li Song' Suk to 
be followed by former world champion Pak 
Yong Sun beating Karen Witt, although, to 
her credit, the Berkshire lass only went 
under -20 in the second game. Not so Jill 
and Linda Jarvis in the doubles when 
beaten /14 and 11 by Li Song Suk and Kim 
Gyong Sun. 

But matters improved somewhat on the 
morrow with a 3-1 win over Sweden, in 
which Jill beat Marie Lindblad and Ann­
Christin Hellman which added to a doubles 
victory for Jill and Linda was more than 
counter to the initial defeat suffered by
Karen to LIndblad. 

Better still was the result against India,
3-0 with Karen getting off the mark against
Indu Puri following Jill's opening success 
over Mehta. Only the doubles, won by Jill 
and Linda, went to three. 

Sadly t.here followed three successive 
defeats at the hands of the Soviet Union, 
Rumania and Yugoslavia which had the 
team's morale at a low ebb. 

Not a single game was taken from the 
Russians whose Popova brushed off tIle 
challenge of Karen with laconic ease and, 
although Jill went to "deuce" with Antonian 
in t,he second set, it was Narine who 
triumphed just as she did in the doubles,
with Popova, against Jill and Linda. 

Surely we could do better against the 
Rumanians, now without the redoubtable 
Maria Alexandru? But even allowing for 
Jill's opening victory over cadet Olga Nemes 
- and more will be heard of this young lady
in Topolcany I should not wonder - t·he 
next three sets went against us. 

Firstly Karen lost -19 in t·he third to Eva 
Ferenczi who subsequently teamed up with 
Maria Alboiu to beat Jill and Linda in the 
doubles and then, in her second singles, sa'v; 
off Jill whose form seemed to be deserting
her. 

This was again evident in the clash with 
Yugoslavia whose Erzebet Palatinus got the 
homesters off in comfortable style against
Karen to be followed by Gordana Perkucin 
- she really seems to have the measure of 
Jill - beating the E.nglish champion, the 
Yugoslav pair t,hen taking the doubles for a 
complete "'Whitewash' as against the 
Russians. 

We then simply had to do something
against France or be concerned with in­
volvement in pres.erving first cat·egory
classification. And~ thankfully, we rose to 
the occasion with Karen set,ting the example 
with a 2-straight win over Nadine Daviaud 
to be followed by an equally convincing win 
by Jill over Claude Bergeret.

seven matches - to get England home 3-0. 

So, for positions 9 to 12, we were pitted
against, Japan and bang went our hopes in 
this one as firstly Jill succumbed to Kayoko
Kawahigashi and Karen was all at sea 
against the Japanese champion Rie Wade, 
Jill and Linda, in combine, suffering t·he 
same fate. 

IMPROVE 
Could we th,en improve on our twelfth 

posit.ion obtained in Pyongyang by over­
coming Yugoslavia in a second meeting?
Certainly it seemed so as Karen began with 
a narrow 22-20 third game victory over 
Perkucin and Jill, in straight games, got the 
better of Palatinus.. 

But, alas, that was the sum total of our 
successes as Karen, with her Berkshire 
teammate Alison Gordon, fell to t,he 
Yugoslav pair who, in the reverse singles,
triumphed handsomely with Perkucin 
again beating Jill and P'alatinus getting
home 19 in the third against Karen in the 
final set. 

So we finished twelfth once more with Jill 
equat.ing on set analysis .6-6, as against the 
12-2 return in Pyongyang. And there you
have it. When our star fails to shine t,he 
back-up is not there for Parker had no 
galaxy at his disposal unlike the Chines,e, 
North and South Koreans and the Soviet 
Union. 

In the demotion and promotion stakes, 
Indonesia and Aust.ralia took t,heir 
departure from the men's first category -­
the latter under the captaincy of former 
English international Mike Johns - with 
Denmark and the Unit,ed States set to t,ake
their places 2 years hence in Tokyo. 

Hong Kong and India were the demoted 
countries from the women's first category
and they, all things being equal, will be 
succeeded by the Netherlands and Austria. 

Much fuss was creat.ed by Canada, in par­
tIcular. in finding t,heir men demoted to the 
3rd category in Novi Sad, this as a result 
of categories 1 and 2 being reduced to 16 
teams and the entry of both South Korea 
and Israel who were denied entry 2 years
previously.

One could sympat,hise with our Nort.h 
American friends but without Errol 
Caetano, they were by no means the force 
th,ey were as evidenced by their final 41st 
placing although incurring only two losses, 
to Pakistan and Brazil. 

The Netherlands women were similarly
affected in losing their 1st category status 
for the same reasons which was rather hard 
on their champion Bettine Vriesekoop
whose unblemished record in her 2nd 
category matches should do her no harm 
when the next world rankings are released. 

Of the men's team Poland did well in 
improving from 13th in Pyongyang to 8th 
in Novi Sad whilst Italy jumped from 19t.h 
to 11th. North Korea, without the vociferous 
backing they had back in their homeland 
tumbled from 6th to 10th whilst the Soviet 
Union fell seven plaees from 7th to 14th. 

Sweden's men disappointed in finishing
11th and Hungary, of course, could not have 
been pleased with having the Swayt,hling
Cup taken from them in a final which saw 
China's Xie Saiko beat Gergely, Jonyer and 
finally Klampar to get his country home 5-2 
after Cai Zhenhua had lost to both Jonyer,
in the opening set, and Klampar in t,he 
fourth. 

But what of China's team for this final 
encounter with the likes of Guo Yuehua, Li 
Zhenshi, Wang Huiyuan and Huang Liang 
sat on the bench! What other count,ry has 
such an array of talent in reserve? 

The rest day was spent in visiting
Belgrade and paying homage to Yugoslavia's 
former President Josef Tito by viewing his 
tomb in its magnificent setting adjacent to 
his former home. This leader of a nation 
will n,ever be forgotten. 

MEN'S SINGLES 
When one looks at some of the players

called on to qualify for the first round 
proper of t,h,e men's slngles, an appreciation
of Douggie Johnson's feat in making it - ­
at the expense of World Cup player
Raymondo Fermin of the Dominican 
Republic and Hans-Joachim Nolten of 
Federal Germany - is realised. 

Not that it afforded the dapper Brummie 
any further prominence, his first round 
opponent being Li Zhenshih who won 16, 20 
and 9. 

But the big shock in the first round was 
the dismissal of the reigning champion Seiji
Ono by Johnny Hansen of Denmark who 
triumphed 16, -15, -15, 12 and 22! 

Hans,en fell in the very next round when 
beaten by Zoran Kalinic but another first 
round faller of note was Xie Saike, a triple 

winner in the Swaythling Cup final, beaten 
18, 15, 18 by t,he young Swede Erik Lindh. 

French ace Secretin was the next seed to 
go, in the second round, beaten by At-anda 
Musa, the No. 2 Nigerian, who triumphed
14, -118, -10, 18 and 19 much to the joy of his 
compatriots and to the despair of Madame 
Secretin who, like many of us, could hardly
beli,eve it. But there it was with Musa over 
t,he moon and rightly so. 

It was also at this stage that Hilton took 
his departure when ousted by Ro Yoon 
Kwan of South Korea who won -13, 9, -12,
16 and 18 after the European champion had 
beaten the top Nigerian Sunday Eboh 15, 
-18, 17 and 19. 

Li Zhenshi was beaten over 5 games by 
Mikael Appelgren of Sweden and Takashima 
was removed by Yoo Si Heung of South 
Korea. Seeds they might have been, but 
seeds are there to be beaten. 

On then to Round 3 with Kalinic, from 
Ono's quarter beaten by Park Lee Hee,
another South Korean. and Josef Dvoracek, 
the beaten European finalist, removed in 
straight games by Jonyer. 

DISTINCTION 
England's Douglas had the distinctlon of 

reaching the last sixteen following victories
over Anne Vlieg (Netherlands), Chia Chong 

Boon (Singapore) and Kim Wan (South
Korea). 

But it was in the fourth round that 
Douglas was eliminated when beaten by Shi 
Zhihao to be followed into t,he changing
rooms by Jonyer, Orlowski, Lindh, Appelgren
and Grubba. 

O'nly three Europeans were left to contest 
the quarter-finals wit,h Bengtsson beating
Shi Zhihao and Surbek, to thunderous 
applause, beating Wang Huiyuan, Klampar
falling to Guo Yuehua. 

But two Chinese players remained provid­
ing obstacles insurmountable by Sweden's 
former world champion and Yugoslavia's
pride and joy. Bengtsson put up the sternest 
resistance in taking Cai Zhenhua to 5 but 
Surbek went down in straight games even 
his lethal forehand failing to penetrate
Guo's resolve. 

And so it was left to the twice defeated 
Guo to achieve his life's ambition to become 
the world champion and no-one could deny
him the glory of which he was fully
deserving. 

Of England's other representatives in this 
star-studded field, Day, after beating Mika 
Pyykko of Finland (-20, 12, 17, 13) fell to 
Jonyer who won 18, -15, 18, 18. Potton 
SUfficiently recovered, surmounted his first 
hurdle in beating Sealink's Australian sign­
ing Robert Tuckett (23,8, -19, 7) only to fall 
foul of Klampar who won 8, 18 and 8. 

WOMEN'S SINGLES 
In the counterpart women's event all 

seeds prospered to the third round with the 
exception of Jill Hammersley, who was 
totally unable to read the manipulations of 
China's Huang Junqun who won 7, 8 and 10,
An Hae Sook (South Korea), beaten by Bu 
Qijun of China, Judit Magos (Hungary) who 
fell to Flirua Bulatova (USSR) and China's 
Shen Jianping beat,en by L,ee Soo Ja (South
Korea). 

Subsequently, in Round 4, t,he Europeans 
fell like Autumn leaves with Vriesekoop
losing to Zhang Deying, Ilona Uhlikova 
(Czecho) falling to Bu Qijun, Bulatova to 
Tong Ling and Popova to Cao Yanhua. 

Tong Ling was the eventual winner after 
eliminating her top-seeded compatriot
Zhang Deying in the semis and going on to 
beat Cao Yanhua over five games in t,he 
final. 

Karen Witt fell at the first hurdle when 
beaten by Branka Batanic of Yugoslavia, 
but Alison Gordon went one round further 
before losing to Lee Soo Ja (KRR) beaten 
8, 20, -9, '18. Linda Jarvis had two winning
rounds, beating Goh Chuey Hoon of Singa-

pore (18, 9 and 5) and Kim Bok Yong
(KD'R) (15, 20. 12) before having the tables 
turned by Uhlikova who won 18, 21 and 12 
to bare England's cupboard. 

DOUBLES 
Hilton and Potton comprised t,he only 

English pair needing to qualify, which they
did not, losing out to Japan's Takashima 
and Goto. Douglas and D'ay, on the other 
hand, prospered to the last sixteen with 
victories over t,he Wels,h combine, Alan 
Griffiths and Dave WeIsman, and the 
German/Yugo pairing of Lieck and Kalinic. 

Inevitably a Chinese pair had to be met,
and inevitably it was th,eir Waterloo when 
Guo Yuehua" and Xie Saike - what a pair! 
- coasted home 11,15 and 17. But that self 
same Chinese pairing gave only second best 
in the final to Li Zhenshi and Cai Zhenhua. 

Johnson had t,h.e Frenchman, Patrick 
Renverse as his partner but North Koreans 
Cho Yong Ho and Hong Chol slew them in 
the first round 19, 17 and 5! 

In the women's doubles Karen and Alison 
failed to qualify when beaten by Czecho-
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slovakia's Silhanova and Pelikanova but Jill 
and Linda reached t,he last sixteen after 
victories over Shimpo (Jap) / Alboiu (Rum) 
and Grefberg/Malmberg (Finland). 

It goes, really without saying, t,hat they
failed to make the quarters when prior
opposed by China's Huang Junqun and Yan 
GuilL But all credit to the English pair in 
this particular set who took their opponents

But all-in-all it _was a complete take-away
for the Chinese yet one could take nothing 
away from t,he Yugoslavian organising com­
mittee, under the direction of President 
Jovan D,ejanovic, who achiev-ed success 
absolute.

the World's ~reat,est enthusiasts in our 
game, and I am sure that, he will be more 
than ,equal to the task of writing the 
chvonicles of this important era.

Once again it is inevitable that I should 
be writing about t,he financial situation. 
This is necessary because of the proposal to 
make yet another increase in the annual 
affiliation fee. 

The proposal is to increase the team place
fee by 20p, from 50p to 70p. The fee is per
t,eam place and requires payment for only 
one reserve per team. Evidence shows that 
most clubs work on t,wo or three reserves 
and most social and works clubs have con­
siderably more. The average to be paid by
the members under the new proposal as a 
whole is estimated to be 56p each and some 
clubs will be paying an average of only 50p 
per player or even less. Only those clubs 
working on one reserve throughout the 
season will be paying the maximum of 70p; 
any additional player signed on during the 
season will be free. 

The proposed increase is 40% and sounds 
excessive, but the tot,al increase involved 
of 2Op, is a 40 % increase as what is surely 
the most insignificant part of a player's
annual expense in order to enjoy his weekly 
game of table tennis. 

What is 20p worth? The amount added 
by the Chancellor to one gallon of petrol,
half a top grade table tennis ball ; five 
cigarettes or a cup of tea on British Rail. 
Even the maximum of 70p per annum is 
less than lip per week to pay for an even­
ings enjoyable1 entertainment. 

For many years now there has been a call 
for a sensible fee of at least £ 1 per player
but the proposed figure even now, aft,er 
years of continuing unprecedented inflation, 
is still far short of this figure. The maxi­
mum fee payable twenty five years ago
when I took over as Treasurer was the 
equivalent of eleven new pence so 'the pro­
posed figure of 70p is hardly keeping up
with the rising cost of living. And in those 
far off days t,here was only a voluntary
coaching scheme and the contact with the 
leagues was two or three circulars per 
season. We now have a national coaching
scheme. a national umpires scheme, an 
attractive table hire scheme, a no-risk 
annual lottery and regular contact, with 
leagues wit,h advice on every aspect of 
organisation. 

These facilities require a full time pro­
fessional staff of fourteen people wit,h a 
total remuneration of almost £100,000. The 
total amount expected to be received from 
the whole of the membership if the new 
proposal goes t,hrough is no more than 
£60,000. So the members are not being
asked to provide even the basic cost of 
staffing the Association let alone the other 
costs of administration which amount to a 
further £40,000 per annum. 

The fact is t,hat the major provider of 
cash to run the E.T.T.A. comes from the 
Sports Council, whose contribution next 
season is expected to be about £90,000 basic 
plus about £30.000 for international 
activities for which t,he members make no 
Cont,ribut.ion whatsoever. 

A further £60.000 comes in from all other 
sources, which include sponsorship, trades 
people and television giving a total income 
of almost a quarter of a million pounds. The 
meIubers are being asked to provide only 
25% of the annual amount required to run 
the E.T.T.A. 

The Sports Council grant will not go on 
increasing and it is vit,al that we demon­
strate our intention to collect from our own 
members a reasonable amount to provide
for our own existence. 
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The money received from other sources 
is not as dependable as it used to be. Most 
of this money depends on us continuing to 
obt.ain a minimum of television coverage
and this is by no means certain in the 
future. The impetus created by the Worlds 
Championships in 1977 has now faded away
and in spite of the recent successes of our 
international players, the future is by no 
means rosy. The viewers figures are not 
encouraging and the television authorities 
do not give out contracts on a sentimental 
basis. 

So it is absolutely vital that the E.T.T.A. 
makes some attempt to secure t,he future by
asking the members to contr:ibute a modest 
amount towards the annual cost of running
the association on an efficient and pro­
gressive basis. 

Efficiency is not doubted; progress 1s 
t,here for the taking but requires initial cost 
and modest investment. The benefits will be 
there for all to share. 

ORDER OF LABOUR
 
Dr. Gyorgy Lakatos, who accompanied

the Hungarian team for that memorable 
European League clash with England at 
Ipswich, has become the recipient of his 
goV'ernment's high,est award, the Order of 
Labour, Golden Grade, which was present,ed 
to him on Liberation Day, Hungary's biggest
festival day. 

Dr. Lakatos was born in 1918 in Budapest
and has two doctor titles, one for jur1sdic­
tion, the second for philosophy. He was a 
rank,ed Hungarian player from 1937 to 1941. 
He was elected Han. General Secretary of 
the Hungarian Table Tennis Association in 
194'5 and remained in office until 195,1. 

He was also non-playing captain of the 
Hungarian World Champion team in 1946/
50, a management committee member of 
the Hungarian TTA from 1951 to 1957, vice­
president 1957/76 and president from 1976. 

Dr. Lakatos was a founder member of the 
European Table Tennis Union and manage­
ment committee member from 1957 until 
1980 becoming vice-president from then on. 
He was a member of various committees in 
the ITTF and a Council member from 1948 
to 19,51 and from 19'6,g up until the present
time currently being Chairman of the 
Classification Committee from 1975.

HIGHEST EVER 
When we won promotion to Category 2 in 

Pyongyang, we knew that success in this 
higher company would be hard to come by. 
We couldn't really see that there were any 
teams in our Group we would be-. sure to 
beat, and it might have resolved itself into 
a struggle for survival wh,en we played the 
other struggling teams in the third stage
play-offs. 

But a fine performance in our opening
match against the Americans bred confi­
dence, and we eventually finished 2'7th, a 
higher position t,han we have ever att,ained 
in post war World Championships. 

It is a matt,er of fact t,hat we could very 
well have won t,hat first match against the 
USA. Alan Griffiths lost the first game to 
World-ranked Eric Boggan, won the second 
at 6, and led in the t,hird, only to falter and 
let t,he chance of victory slip. Nigel T'homas 
then lost two-straight to Danny Seemiller,
but Dave Wels,man beat, Mike Bush to stop
the slide. Alan then lost in the third to 
Seemiller, but Dave again obliged with a 
fine third game win over Boggan. Nigel 
levelled the scores wit,h a two-straight win 
over Bush, but Dave lost to Seemiller, letting
the Americans creep ahead. Alan's con­
vincing win over Bush meant that, Nigel 
went to the table against Boggan with the 
scores 4-all. 

Nigel tried very hard, and only lost the 
first '22-24, but Boggan got on top in the 
second. and the very worrf.ed Americans 
heaved a great, sigh of relief. 

Thus encouraged we faced the Austrians, 
a solid team we have never made much 
impression on. We went away to a fine start, 
much to the dismay of their Hungarian
non-playing capt,ain Borzsei, W,elsman beat­
ing Gockner, and Alan beating Palmi. But 
the experienced Amplatz pulled one back 
for Austria, alt.hough Nigel took him to the 
third game. Alan then lost to Gockner, and 
Amplatz beat Dave to put, Austria into the 
lead. Nigel lost to Palmi, but Alan had a fine 
win over Amplat,z to keep us in the ma.tch 
at 3-4. But Nigel lost to Gockner, and the 
match went 5-3. to the Austrians. 

Switzerland were our next opponents, and 
inasmuch as we have not done very well 
against them in European League mat·ches, 
we knew we were in for a tight match. But 
although their non-playing capt,ain is 
Charles Roesch, the ex-French non-playing
captain, his advice didn't bring them much 
success, and we romped home 5-0, Alan 
beat.fng Barcikowski and Thomas Busin. 
Dave beat.fng Miller and Barcikowski. and 
Nigel having a very good win over Busin 
their No.1. 

Our next opponents were Net,h,erlands. 
another strong side, and although Alan got 
us off to a good start by beating Van Spanje,
Nigel los't in the third to Rene Hijne, and 
Dav-e went down to Vlieg. We went 1-3 
behind when Alan lost narrowly to Hijne,
but Dave pulled us back with a convincing 
two-straight win over van Spanje. Nigel lost 
two-straight to Vlieg, and although Dave 



went to 19 in the third, he couldn't stop
Hijne putting th,e seal on a 5-2 win for 
Holland. 

Next came Malaysia, a rather bad 
tempered match of service queries going 3-5 
against us.

Julie 
Cruse took the women's title and made it a 
doubles when partnered by Martin Rumary
she took the mixed from the husband and 
wife team of John and Judy Higgs and this 
was to be the first Expedite Mixed doubles 
set seen in the area for many a long day.
Ray Harrison took the Veterans title whlle 
Marc Cotton one of the crop of fast im­
proving juniors took the Handicap singles
title and made it a personal double with 
the Junior singles. The Junior doubles went 
to Nicky Callen and Brian Knott. 

The four divisional titles went as follows: 
Premier - Colin Tincknell. Div. 1 - Marc 
Cotton, Div. 2 - Richard Mullis, Div. 3 ­
Kevin Pvman. In the team events the 
league title went to Y.A.A. 'A' with Literary
'A' as runnerS-UD and the Premier Division

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The First Division title went to Frome 
Police 'A' with Literary 'X' as the second 
team and the Cup competition, as in the 
premier, was the same.

second but in the Cup the result was 
reversed. The Mendip league is as big as it 
has been for a number of years now and 
the standard is gradually getting better in 
the general sense rather than on an in­
dividual basis. 

The Weston League is the youngest in the 
County and have been running for only a 
couple of years and this year saw the same 
two teams at the head of the league as 
they were last season and in the same 
order, i.e. Weston YMCA 'N as champions
and Worle 'A' as runners-up.

Ann Sandford had an easy day in the 
women's singles and she won (if that is the 
right word) without playing as she was the 
only entrant! 

The Bristol league title went to Totter­
down YMCA 'N who were chased home by
Knowle & Brislington 'A' and the same two 
teams were in the same order in the Belsten 
Cup final. In the Morley Mordecai Handicap
Cu.p the winners were Nailsea Pumas from 
Div. 5 who beat Long Ashton Research 
Station from the fourth. 

The Bath League title went once again to 
Frys who made it a league and Cup dOUble 
when winning the K.O. Cup. Mayfield 'A' 
were runners-up in the league while New­
bridge 'A' were in their accustomed place as 
runners-up in the cup, a position that they
have held four times in the last six years. 

The County Closed was organised over the 
last weekend in April at Thornbury Sports
Centre and attracted a disappointingly low 
entry but then the snow came down by the 
drift full and the power lines came down by 
the yard and the centre was in complete
darkness and very cold with it and the 
event had to be called off half way through
the morning of ApI. 26 when it was made 
clear that the power might not be back on 
that day (In fact it didn't come on till the 
following day). The new date is Sunday
Sept. 27 just prior to the start of the season: 
This delay gives time for a rethink on the 
format of county tournaments and the 
siting of same. 

One of the success stories of Avon County
this season is in the National League where 
Bristol Cashmans won the Second Division 
South by a mere two sets from Brighton
Seagulls and now go forward to a home 
and away playoff with City of Newcastle, 
Chu Van Que and all for the one promotion 
spot to the Premier division This is a 
tremendous effort in this their first season 
in the league though their chances of beat­
ing Newcastle must be regarded as some­
what slim, but YOU never know.. 

NORTHAMPTONSHIRE NOTES

ONE CRISIS TO ANOTHER 
Firmly in the tradition of silent films. the 

Northants County T.T.A. moves unerringly
from one crisis to another, the most recent 
one being caused by the sudden and un­

expected resignation of County Chairman 
Ian Nicoll. With present Vice-Chairman Ian 
Baldock unlikely to be available as ~ 
replacement, and several other officials also 
requiring successors, the future again looks 
bleak. 

One of the first casualties could be the 
idea recently formulated by Ian Nicoll of a 
County Super-League. Results in County
matches have been disappointing for 
several seasons now, and this year saw 
them reach the lowest ebb. One of the 
reasons for such disappointing standards 
could be a general lack of competition at 
top level, and one league involving all the 
best players in the county should help to 
remedy the situation. A continuing short­
age of willing and competent officials will 
undoubtedly prevent this, and other 
ventures, from reaching fruition. 

After a dismal County Championships 
season, the final matches saw some im­
provement, with Gary Alden once again
restored to the scene. Although he failed to 
overcome lack of match play in the losing 
encounter with Gloucestershire, and went 
down narrowly in both singles. his presence
inspired Keith Nicoll and Mandy Wallis to 
produce singles successes, and in the final 
fixture against Notts. two superb wins from 
Alden, one from Miss Wallis and a women's 
doubles almost saved Northants from 
defeat. 

Meanwhile the County Seconds had ended 
the season with a win against Oxfordshire 
Seconds, with an unbeaten Steve West 
relishing the challenge at this level, John 
Sanders and Brian Wooding sharing three 
wins between them and Glennis Hooper
gaining a second successive singles victory. 

The County Juniors drew their final 
match against Herefordshire. with Richard 
Malfait taking the vital ninth rubber to 
complete his dOUble. and Graeme McKim, 
Ian Hawes and Gillian Philpot all getting 
on the score-sheet. With McKim and Hawes 
still available next year the juniors could 
make further strides towards promotion. 

The best of the county sdes was without 
doubt the Veterans, and they completed a 
successful campaign with a win over Buck­
inghamshire. Joyce Porter was again in fine 
fettle, remaining unbeaten in both singles
and doubles after four matches. while John 
Palmer and Dennis Millman shared the 
other three wins necessary to ensure a 
fourth victory, from the six matches played. 

On the league front only one of the big
three retained the Premier Division titles 
they have been monopolising for some years 
now, and that was Rothborough 'A' who had 
no real opposition in the Wellingborough
League, although Burton Britannia, in 
danger of relegation until December, caused 
something of a sensation, when in the 
process of moving through the field to take 
the runners-up spot. caught Rothborough
slightly below strength, and inflicted a rare 
defeat on the champions. the first time they
have suffered such an indignity for as long 
as most Wellingborough officials can 
remember. Congratulations here go to Keith 
and Ken Nicoll and Richard Malfait of 
Rothborough, and to a Burton side of John 
Sanders. Dennis Millman and Graham Ball. 
which had the good fortune to be able to 
call on such experienced performers as Alan 
Thomas and Peter Bliss when the occasion 
demanded. 

Rothborough 'N has threatened to com­
plete the elusive double by taking away the 
Kettering Premier Division title from 
Kettering Town 'A', but second place was 
the most they could accomplish as Town 
reeled off five titles in a row, but this season 
the quartet of Ken Nicoll, Andy Cull. Mick 
Deacon and Keith Nicoll finally achieved 
their target, but still needed the interven­
tion of Gary Alden to make certain. Alden 
played just twice but the eight points he 
contributed against Thrapston and Town 
just tilted the scales. especially as his 
presence against Town. in the winner take­



all clash completely demoralized the 
opposition of John Palmer, John Sanders 
and Chris Handshaw, not to mention yours
truly, who missed this and four other 
matches through injury, after enjoying a 
long unbroken run. With Alden unlikely to 
be available for Rothborough next season, 
the Kettering Premier Division, which has 
gradually increased in stature, could again
be wide open with the possibility of a 
County Super-League also creating prob­
lems in t.eam selection. 

The Northampton Premier also had a 
levelling out process, with four sides now in 
the ascendancy, and former winners YMCA 
'A', despite the presence of Steve Lyon, the 
evergreen Dick Ingle, the rejuvenated John 
Goodall and the precocious talent of 
Graeme McKim, the weakest of the four. 

Eventually YMCA 'B' with Romano and 
David Gallo and John Horne called the tune 
and finished up clear winners, with ACC 'A's 
quartet of Brian Wooding, Neil Knatt, John 
Sanders and Michael Hawes in second 
place. The consistency of Keith Jones and 
Brian D'Hooghe, together with the erratic 
brilliance of Tim Chamberlain also saw 
Abington Nomads finish ahead of the 
previous holders. 

A clear testimony to the dedication, en­
thusiasm and technical application of John 
Sanders was his unusual feat of playing on 
a regular basis for the runners-up in all 
three leagues, a record unlikely to be 
equalled, particularly if the County Super­
League ever leaves the drawing board.

LETTER TO THE EDITOR
 

NO SIGNIFICANT SUPPORT 
When I was working for my O.U. Degree 

some years ago, I set out to prove statistic­
ally that to reach high standards in Table 
Tennis a high I.Q. was required. To this end,
I devised a questionnaire, which I sent to 
every extant E,nglish International at that 
time. Taking I.Q. to be r,elated to academic 
attainment, the questions included informa­
tion about 11 plus, Public examinations and 
University status. 

Most people replied and the replies were 
so diverse that much to my surprise there 
was no significan,t support to my supposi­
tion at all. 

Since then, at a lower level (League and 
County), observation suggests to me, that a 
limited academic I.Q. can be turned to ad­
vantage by causing a great,er aptitUde for 
concentration, wit,h less likelihood of dis­
traction. 

On the ot,her hand, and here again, I can 
only call upon obs,ervation without statis­
tical evidence (as I can hardly subject
players to a means t,est) it does seem to me 
that the scales are weighted in favour of 
the affluent, the student and perhaps t,he
unemployed. 

Training is necessa.ry for fi tness and 
should be constant, and this is just not 
possible, if one is trying to hold on to a job 
successfully. Opportunity of time and money 
are desirable. 

On th,e other side of t:he coin, I would 
suggest, as a remedial teacher, that Table 
Tennis has acted as a catalyst to improve
academic standards. I :recall in particular a 
pupil who could not coun.t up to '21 until 
after he left primary school and who 
became one of the L,eagues best scorers.

OF THE NATIONAL LEAGUE

The Gunnersbury Triangle Club from 

Acton, West London, has not caused any
fireworks in its first season in the National 
L·eague, (we came second to bottom in 
Second Division South), but the experience
has been a valuable and worthwhile one. 

In competing we had several things in our 
favour. The club has a large table tennis 
membership with several strong players,
and also qualified umpires Jack Randall 
(international) and Steve Gennari (county)
who gave their services grat.is. We had an 
enthusiastic hard-working committee with 
Doria Pilling p'erforming the numerous, 
thankless, boring, secretarial duties. (My
apologies to the bevy of other backscene 
workers whose valuable contributions 
cannot be individually acknowledged here). 

Generous financial support was forth­
coming from D,erek Burridge Wholesale 
Ltd., Whitbreads, Scottish and Newcastle 
and the club's executive committee, as well 
as quality clothing and equipment at a sub­
st1antial discount from Butt.erfly. A well 
produced programme was print,ed for us by 
courtesy of Ernie Pratt. And the playing
conditions at the Triangle were excellent 
though in a super-charged atmosphere it 
sometimes got too hot - an excuse to 
quench ones thirst in the bar when an 
early extension was granted. 

The National League had for us many
favourable attributes. It was a new exciting
adventure that rekindled the flagging
spirits not only of our older players but also 
those of a younger generation - at times It 
seemed that a despondent Eddie Gorniak 
might give up table t,ennis but for the 
League. It has remained a popular topic for 
lively discussion. 

Because the National League was a club 
compet,ition, the players could identify
much more with the t,eam and therefore felt 
a greater sense of loyalty and allegiance.
And, unlike most of the other t·eams,
T'riangle did not import 'outsiders', apart
from Sussex County player Phil Smith (who
has proved a good fully-paid-up member, 
att,ending practice sessions regularly and 
receiving no expenses). Supporters, too. 
could identify personally with the team and 
we normally had home audiences of between

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50 and 80, the largest I think in our division. 
The local press has also been very
interested, giving abundant coverage in its 
columns. 

But audiences did not come to watch out 
of loyalty alone. The matches were very well 
presented (if I say so myself!) and provided 
an exciting, entertaining table tennis 
spectacle close to home. Our youngsters can 
try to copy and emulate the high standard 
of play exhibited and hopefully some will 
have aspirations of eventually achieving a 
place in the team. 

And how did our players fare? Well, it was 
a tough and ego-shatt,ering initiation. We 
had only three wins (over Prudential twice 
and March once), but we did get within an 
ace of beating leaders Bristol Cashmans 
and Seagulls. The main trouble was that 
our players never seemed to play well at the 
same time. The other problem was t,hat Vle 
had no really outstanding player. Hopefully 
the situation will be rectified next season. 

Martin Les had to carry the burden at No. 
1 and he started the season well, winning 
on average one singles per match. However, 
his form deteriorat,ed while he concentrated 
on an intensive college course, though he 
improved again towards the end of t,he 
season. Having made a remarkable recovery
from death's door, Eddie Gorniak came 
back to table tennis in sometimes brilliant 
but erratic form and changeable tempera­
ment, and still looking physically weak. But, 
excluding a slight regression in the last 
match against Generatlon II, he has greatly
matured over the season, calming down and 
appearing stronger and fitter. 

We are keeping our fingers crossed that 
he may yet fulfil the outstanding promise
he showed as a cadet. Triangle newcomer, 
Phil Smith, possibly tried too hard at first 
to prove himself but as time went by he 
settled down and put in some good per­
formances. He has shown excellent team 
spirit and we are glad to have him. 

TIle old brigade, veteran Don Smith, our 
relatively youthful manager Walter Mascar­
enhas and Harry Mills also had varying
degrees of success. And t,he deeds of our 
nervy and injury-prone super coach have 
been immortalised in words emblazoned on 
the back of Eddie Gorniak's tracksuit: ­
"Harry Mills is a bottler"! Paolo Cheng and 
Ken Muhr each managed 100% records in 
their only appearances. Paolo winning t,wo 
singles against Prudential and the writer 
achieving a "duck" at Brighton. 

There were many memorable moments. 
The intense competition and eiectric 
atmosphere of our first home match which 
we lost 4-5 to Seagulls. And in the return 
mat,ch at Brighton, the dramatic reversal of 
fortunes for Phil Smith who stormed into 
an 'unbeat,able' lead only to be beaten at 
"deuce" in the third by county colleague
Stephen Moore. The euphoria, alas short 
lived. of the victory over March. The superb 
caterin~ at Ibis Prudential. The agonised
grimaces and gestlculations of Martin's 
father (sorry Ted!) whose son's play pro­
voked him into uttering choice Anglo-Saxon 
oaths. rather indiscreetly, in a fiery Polish 
accent. 

And by contrast, t,he pearls of wisdom 
flowing prolifically from the lips of our 
Jimmy Hill of table t.ennis, Mrs. Les! (On a 
serious note, I should point out the con­
siderable cont,ribution of the Les family to 
our National League efforts). Finally, the 
sight of 8-years-old Garry Mills, wno ob­
viously has more mettle than his father,
telling one of the distinguished umpires to 
make up his mind after misleading Garry
into putting the wrong scores on a scoring 
machine! These memories and others will 
linger. 

Inevit,ably some crit1cis,ms have been 
levelled at the National League team. That 
players have tended to feel that their first 
commitment is to the League has sometimes 
worked to t,he det,riment of t,he local league, 

inter-league and county match competi­
tions. A few of our grass roots club members 
have been resentful of matches and train­
ing infringing (but only slightly) on their 
practice time and have suggested t,hat the 
National League does not benefit the 
ordinary member and the money involved 
could be better spent elsewhere. 

There is considerable expense in running 
a team and although the players have been 
willing to foot the bill it is hoped t,hat 
despite these difficult economic times our 
financial wizard Charlie Vincent will be 
able to secure further financial sponsorship.
None of t,hese problems are, I believe, in­
soluble. We have served our apprenticeship,
learnt from experience, and on balance our 
verdict is that it all has been t,horoughly
worthwhile. 

And so Gunnersbury Triangle "Hypo­
chondriacs" (acknowledgement, to Simon 
Proffitt!) look forward with confidence to 
their 1981-82 National League programme.

FULL OF SURPRISES

When 16-year-old Philip Bradbury, from 
Aylesbury in Buckinghamshire, reached the 
boys' singles final of the English Junior 
International Championships on Sunday,
10th May, few in the crowd would have 
given a candle for his opponent's chances of 
victory. Bradbury had not only remained 
undefeated t,hrough t,he boys' team event 
and been largely instrumental in England's 
success, but, in the crucial set of the 
previous day's final, had sw,ept aside the 
boy w'ho now stood in his path towards a 
second gold medal. 

On that occasion an England victory by
three sets to t,wo was so inevitable that it 
was embarassing to watch - Germany's
Knut Gollnow accumulating a mere seven­
teen points in the two games. That Gollnow, 
with not,hing but defeats to his name in the 
t,eam event, should have even reached the 
singles final on the following day was in 
itself astounding as Derbyshire's Alan 
Cooke almost put him out in the first round, 
but lost -9, 20, -19. 

Bradbury began as he had left off - 21-9. 
All it seemed he had to do was keep his 
mind off the cup and his ,eye on the ball but 
Gollnow came out of his corner as a man 
possess:ed, clinging to t,h,e words of his 
capt,ain, Jochen Leiss, like a drowning man 
clutching at a floating straw. The second 
went to Gollnow at 21-19 but surely this was 
just a temporary set back to Bradburyis 
victory? Not so - the collapse had begun
and t,he German. playing with ever increas­
ing assurance, dominat,ed the third to win 
by 21-12. 

In the context of the tournament, this 
disastrous reversal against Bradbury had 
always been poss:ible - his play fluctuating
betwe,en brilliance and mediocrity. In 
Round 2, 14-8 up in th,e t,hird against
Ireland's Colm Slevin, - a swing of ten 
points leaves him 18-14 down - Time to 
win the game at 21-18. Then again, in the 
semi-final against Paul Beck,er, h,e trails 
20-13 - so a run of nine points is ne,eded to 
take the first game. With such escapes
behind him and his outstanding perform­
ances in t,he t,eam event it did seem that 
th,e name of Philip Bradbury was to be 
inscribed alongside that of the previous 

holder, Graham Sandley. Fate knew other­
wise. The final lock r;emained unpicked and 
Bradbury, in a state of suspended anima­
tion, left somewhat inclined to drop off th,~ 
Humber Bridge rat,her than participate in 
the celebrations of its opening - with 
which the Championships were associat,ed. 

The result of the boys' singles final pro­
vided just one of the many surprises in the 
tournament. That the boys of South Korea 
would not live up to t,heir seeded status was 
suggested by the very first match when they
struggled to beat Wales 3-2 and, sure 
enough, Austria put, them out in the second 
round. England Junior No. ,1, Carl Prean, 
couldn't put his game together so John 
Souter carried the team through the first 
two rounds while, in the girls, Joy Grundy
held Nicole Pierett,es at a game and 18-1'* 
up in the first set of England I's 2-3 loss to 
France I. The seven points went and, 
although she recovered from 13-'17 in the 
third to 19-19 an 'edge' took the last point
of the set, and with it E'ngland's chances. 

LES BELLES BELLINGERS 
Apart from the play of Bradbury, and t,he

mixed doubles victory by John Souter and 
Helen Williams, observ,ers had to" search 
hard for the rays of light of England's
future. T'hey would have found two of them 
focussed upon Lisa and Jackie Bellinger. 

The two sisters qualified without prob­
lems, alt,hough the elder, Jackie, had a close 
set -21-19, 22-20, againsit Amanda Judd of 
Cambridge. But Jackie was to be the 
last English girl to stay in the competition
thanks to convincing wins over Elizabeth 
Maier of Austria, Andrea Mann of West 
G,ermany and then the English No.1, Joy
Grundy, before losing to Ji Namjoung of 
South Korea in the semi-final. Ji. in fact, 
went on to win the singles title but,
significantly, her hardest match of the 
tournament was in the Quarter-final,
against young Lisa Bellinger. The eventual 
ehampion won at, 19 in the third but it was 
still a good weekend for Lisa as she had 
earlier defeated t,he same Nicole Pierrett,es 
that had caused such problems for 
England's first team the previous day.'

ENGLAND WIN AT LAST! 

by Robert Oldfield 

At the Blet,chley Leisure Centre on 28th 
April, England finally gained a victory
against a touring Japanese team. In five 
tours since 1952, England had only managed 
to score two draws to her credit in fifteen 
mat,ches. Coming only two days aft,er a 
World Championships which had lasted two 
weeks it was not only the win that gave
cause for celebration but the way in which 
it was achieved. The England team played
with an enthusiasm that, in th,e circum­
stances, was not,hing short of remarkable. 

Sponsored by Sealink (UK) Ltd. and 
Minolta Cameras - a new addition to the 
Milton Keynes industrial landscape - the 
match, played with Halex equipment, began
with England going two slets in front. That 
Paul Day, facing the 1979 World Champion, 
Seiji Ono, would be able to follow the 
example of Desmond Douglas and Jill 
Hammersley and put England 3-0 ahead 
was asking a lot but this is precisely what 
the Soham player did - dominating t,he
first (21-9 !) and then leading the second 
20-14 before taking his fifth set point. A 
marvellous win to follow his results in 
Yugoslavia. 

If the crowd of 450 were t,hinking com­
placently of an inevitable E'ngland victory, 
Japan soon countered such thoughts.
Fumiko Shimpo and Rie Wada both dis­
missed an out-of-touch Karen Witt, and 
Juzo Nukazuka defeated Sealink's Douggie 
Johnson. 3 sets all but Johnson made 
amends against Koji Oribe and Jill 
Hammersley made few mist,akes against
Ayumi Inamori. With the match score 5-3 
in England's favour, Japan's World-ranked 
Masahiro Maehara t,hen showed a great
display of fighting spirit to defeat Douglas
in the final set of the evening. A post­
match reception followed, generously pro­
vided by the typewriter manufacturers,
Silver-Reed (UK) Ltd., who also donated a 
Seiko clock-calculator to each of the 
players to honour the occasion. 

NORTHERN HOSPITALITY 
The next morning th,e Japan team moved 

on to Bolton. After the travelling of the 
previous two days, the team was happy to 
have a more restful itinerary and the 
Toyota-provided Hi-ace minibus made the 
Bolton Crest Hotel in plenty of time for an 
afternoon's relaxation. In the evening, the 
mayor of Bolton welcomed the visitors to 
t,he town in t,he splendour of the Town Hall 
and, after pre-prandial drinks, the party
and	 the Bolton organisers made their way 
to Smithills Coaching House, a country 
restaurant. The food was good but 
'nothing', w;e were assured by Geoff Cull, to 
that prepared for us by his company and 
sponsors of the match, British Aerospace
Dynamics. 

The next day we were to appreciate his 
predictions. Following a tour of the Lostock 
works. where the team gained an insight.
into the differences between English and 
Japanese work methods, the English players 
joined us for lunch - Japanese style!
Perhaps t,he special cat,ering prepared the 
Japanese team too well because, that same 
evening, in the canteen of the works, Hideo 
Goto and Fumiko Shimpo put Japan t,wo 
sets to love ahead - despite the efforts of 
the 600 capacity crowd. 

With only seven sets, instead of the nine 
that had been played at Milton Keynes. the 
two doubles, had to go E'ngland's way. They
did and Bob Potton and Nukazuka then 
thrilled the spectators with some superb
table tennis in the most exciting set of the 
evening. Japan won but the play was 
greatly appreciated by the crowd and, in 
such a mood, it was a wise decision to play 
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expedite from love-all in the next set. On 
Tu,esday, Rie Wada had scarcely hit a ball 
and, drawn against Jill Hamm,ersley, a 
tedious set could have resulted. As it was 
we saw both players trying desperately hard 
to make an opening and hit a winner. At 
20-18 in the third it looked as if Hammers­
ley might just make it but an extraordinary 
attempt at a forehand kill gave Wada the 
chance to level the score and win the set 
and match for Japan. Ono and Douglas
then put on th:eir own speclt,acular ­
Douglas winning at 24-22 in the third to 
leave the mat,ch s.core: E,ngland 3 Japan 4. 

Aft,er the match, came the reception. Nay, 
not a reception, but a banquet! Table upon
t,able covered wit,h magnificent food ­
prepared by the caterers Gardner Mer­
chants, brought in specially by British 
Aerospace - brought gasps of admiration 
from players and guests alike. There was 
no doubt that our visitors from Japan went 
away from Bolton very impressed with 
'nort,hern hospit,ality'. 

Friday, 1s,t May meant it was time to 
move to Coventry - the home of the 
sponsors for Saturday's match, L. Lenton 
(Technical) Ltd., responsible for the Lentec 
range of table tennis rubbers. For Friday's
entertainm,ent, a trip to the ballet at the 
Coventry Theatre had been arranged. If I 
had reservat,ions ... so did Mr. Takeshi 
Mori - t,he Japanese team leader. Yet, by 
the end of a superb performance by the 
Sadler's Wells Ballet Company, he was 
taping every second on his pocket tape
recorder (These tape recorders were, in 
fact, a feature of the Japanese team. Every
member had one-invaluable to while away 
t,he tedious hours of travelling during their 
six weeks away from home) and the t,eam 
emerged in a cheerful mood after this 
splendid entertainment. Koji Oribe, one of 
th'e players appointed as int,erpreter, ex­
plained that "when we are on a tour it 
is very important for the players to have a 
different type of mental and physical
relaxation" and th,ey were c'ertainly re­
juvenated for the next day's mat,ch. 

England were always likely to be in 
trouble for not relying upon the ex­
perienced members of the team but the 
staging of such internationals provide an 
excellent opportunity for trying out t,he 
younger players. At 3-1 down, Graham 
Sandley walked to the table in an attempt 
to initiate England's rearguard action - an 
attempt that looked just possible when he 
won t,h,e firs.t game against Goto by 21-16. 
Unfortunat,ely that was his only success 
and, although he rallied to trail 14-16 in the 
third, five chop serves gave Japan the set 
and match victory. England's Witt and 
Douglas won the next two sets to narrow 
down the margin but Japan had the series 
by 2-1. Nonetheless an enjoyable evening's 
table tennis for the 800 spectators and the 
tour, played with friendship and sports­
manship, came to an end. Hopefully we will 
be able to s,ee our Japanese friends again 
next, year. at the Norwich Union Inter­
national Championships.

John Souter, who began th,e season at No. 
1 before being downgraded to 4 in the mid­
season rankings, may not have been quite
back to his most dominant in the playing 
sense, but his determination and fighting
qualities were there for all to see at the 
Y.P.I. Ferens Recreation Centre in Hull over 
the Easter weekend. 

Not that it looked that way when Souter,

There was a big hand for the winner and 
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obviously a big future in the game for, when 
players of real ability meet, it is the two 
qualities of awareness and plain simple 'grit'
which can swing the issue and the new 
champion certainly possesses these.

Cooke, holidaying in t,he sunshine of Malta, 
not to take his place in the last 16, was Paul 
Rainford, dismissed by Lindsay Taylor in 
Round 2 before the latter went on to provide
Pilgrim's stepping stone to that clash with 
Oakley.
