Supporters of soccer teams have grown old waiting for their team 
to succeed and that is how it seemed until recently for the supporters of English table tennis. 

This time last year when we knew that Hungary were coming down to meet us, it seemed that another barrier had 
been placed in our path, but their strength is far less than in days gone by and the result of our match in their country 
next week will not affect England's newly-won status. 

A lot of the credit must go to the dedication of the players in the England squad - Alan Cooke, Carl Prean, Skylet 
Andrew, Nicky Mason, Alison Gordon, Lisa Lomas and their captain Don Parker whose ta,sks are still awesome. 
However, his burden must now seem lighter as congratulations pour in following the champagne occasion at 
Bexleyheath. Remember also that despite what you might read in some sections of the media Desmond Douglas will 
not say "no" if Don Parker asks him to play in the European League next season, should a desperate need arise, as in 
the case of Alan Cooke's recent shoulder injury.

THREE times I have recently twisted the tail of George Yates, ETTD secretary on certain issues that suggest 
autocratic and not democratic moves by that august body. George has now replied (Mailbox, Page 26) with the 
suggestion that I have been less than polite regarding his character!

But I still believe and so do a number of 
others, that the ETTD takes hard decisions like banning players from the Top-12 if they do not play against Asia and 
awarding league points against countries if they do not conform with the Joola advertising contract. It needs some 
strong characters to stand up to the ETTU at the next opportunity before a court rules "restraint of trade" on the 
Top-12 issue. 

The BBC TV moguls are showing considerable interest in 
the possibility of televising matches here between England and South Korea next season if the tour discussions reach 
a satisfactory conclusion.

THE PRESIDENT of Surrey Table Tennis Association, Mr Ron Crayden, describes Waking Leisure Centre; the venue of The South 
of England 3 Star, as 'palatial'. 

Over 300 'princes & princesses' 
of the sport took part and there 
was something definitely regal 
about the way Nicky Mason 
swept all aside to take the title. 
But it could have been so very 
different ... 

In his quarter-final, the top­
seeded Mason faced the tenacious 
young Lancastrian Sean Gibson 
seeded at seven in what proved to 
be a dramatic encounter. 

Nicky couldn't really get going. 
and he found the drive and 'deter­
mination of his young opponent 
difficult to cope with in the first 
game. Nicky lost 13-21. 

Gibson now had the bit 
between his teeth. In the second 
game he matched Mason point for 
point, never giving up any rally 
without a tremendous struggle. 
Sean was leading 10-9 when dis­
aster struck ... 

Presumably trying to return 
one of Mason's lethal topspins, he 
apparently overbalanced and fell 
heavily at speed coming to a 
shrieking halt. 

Coaches came rushing to his 
aid and it soon became apparent 
that Gibson had dislocated his 
shoulder. He was taken to hospi­
tal, bitterly disappointed at being 
thwarted so cruelly in his quest 
for glory. 

There was no doubt that Nicky 
had been struggling ... He shrug­
ged his shoulders, thanked his 
lucky stars, and got on with 
beating his old adversary John 
Souter in the semi.

THE INCLUSION of an Englishman in the squad could be 
costing Ormesby dearly as they seem unable to beat the top 
opponents by effectively having three players. Chen Xinhua's 
two win advantage is being offset by two losses from the num­
ber 4 position. Ormesby may have to fly in both Canadians for 
their second attempt at beating Bath and Grove. 

Now Ashford need to make an 
error against Bath to lose their 
lead.

Nice to see that Ashford did not 
postpone against Ormesby 
despite the absence of their No 1 
player.

3-1 ahead. 

Mason played quite sensibly 
against Chen and, after losing the 
first at 17, took a 12-7 lead. 
However Chen levelled at 14-14 
and went on to win 21-18. Ng had 
little trouble beating Jackson and 
then Brae put Ormesby 4-3 ahead 
witha 14 & 20 win over Baker. In 
the last game of the day Eckersley 
took an 8-2 lead against Dorking 
but could not maintain the 
momentum, losing out -15, -17. 

Race against time 
The following morning I

A Staggering German Cup Final
 
THE GERMAN Cup Final, which took place on January 8, occupied little space in our 
own newspapers, though it should have done. It proved a quite staggering occasion. 
You will find some of the details almost unbelievable, but all are confirmed. 

Match Income: £70,OOO! 
The match was attended by 

2,800 people; the match 
income was 220,000 Deutsch 
Marks (yes, two hundred and 
twenty thousand) which is 
about £70,000 (seventy thou­
sand pounds)! Specifically 
installed Executive Boxes pro­
duced an income of 20.000 
OM or about £7,000. Local 
Television allocated four 
hours to the match. The 
"Frankfurter Allgemeine 
Zeitung", probably Ger­
many's most famous news­
paper, wrote that the sport 
had pushed forward into 
totally new dimensions. It 
was a show, concluded the 
newspaper, which Ion Tiriac, 
a great (tennis) sales expert 
himself, could not have bet­
tered. The home team, which 
had purchased the home 
rights from their opponents, 
was the A.T.5.V. Saarbriicken 
and the visitors were S.S.v. 
Reutlingen, both clubs of 
great traditions. 

The horne team is probably 
to German Table Tennis what 
Manchester United is to 
English football. Success is a 
way of life. Last season, 
though they headed the·

league table by 7 points, a 
strange play-off system, 
which follows the normal 
league programme deprived 
them of the title.

The Saarbriicken line-up 
was Xie Saike, a member of 
two' World Championship 
winning teams, still well 
under 30, Carl Prean and Peter 
Engel, a former German 
Champion, whilst Reutlingen 
fielded Guo Yua Hua. now 32. 
who was world champion in 
1981 and 1983 and a silver 
medallist in 1977 and 1979, 
Peter Stellwag, mal1Y times 
Geman Champion and the 

Austrian international Dieter 
Palmi. 

Superb Staging 
The match was magnifi ­

cently staged, the light so 
trained that only the playing 
box was lit up. A giant T.v. 
screen was in the hall, which 
recorded every point. The 
atmosphere was electric, 
when the 'Englishman with 
the German passport,' as Carl 
is often described in the Ger­
man press, stepped into the 
arena to do battle with Guo, 
the former world champion. 

It was generally accepted 
that Guo had to win his three 
matches if his club were to 
have a realistic chance, but he 
was quite capable of that. His 
German form has been 
impressive. However, his 
team's hopes were shot to 
pieces in that vital,. first 
encounter which Prean won 
15, -13 and 18. It was stated 
that Guo felt a recurrence of 
an old injury towards the end 
of that decisive third game 
~nd so the English player was 
deprived of some of the credit 
for his victory. 

Thereafter Reutlingen's 
resistance crumbled against a 
home team which had been 
well prepared. A host of 
famous training partners had 
attended their final training 
sessions. Saarbriicken won 
5-0. German matches end 
when the winners have 
accumulated sufficient 
points. It is a lesson we could 
learn to our advantage. It was 
perhaps fitting that Prean 
should play the last match and 
defeat Stellwag 13 and 9. 

Jubilation 
Pandemonium reigned, as 

his delighted team mates 
threw Carl into the air, but 
this was to prove only a warm­
up, as the rather bulkier team 
manager Georg Rebmann was 
then similarly propelled by 
his jubilant team. 

Sadly, I was not there - pre­
vented by numerous long­
standing engagements which 
had been fixed longer than 
the date of the match - but I 
would have liked to have 
been, because it was clearly a 
wonderful occiUdon for table 
tennis and one which set new 
standards of organisational 
and financial excellence. 

A great sport 
When I offered myself as a 

candidate for the chairman­
ship of the Association, my 
main plank was the sport 
itself. I believed that this had a 
great future. Others thought 
that it had not, that a dig­
nified Cinderella status was 
the best we could hope for, 
similar to that enjoyed or suf­
fered over the previous years. 

At the Seoul Olympics 
Table Tennis enjoyed the 
fourth highest spectator fig­
ures and day after day large 
crowds attended what was 
often modest entertainment 
in terms of quality of play. 
Nevertheless the crowds kept 
coming. If we had given more 
thought to selection and 
scheduling, one wonders 
what staggering attendance 
figures might have emerged. 
The experience of 
Saarbriicken shows what can 
be achieved, when the sport 
gets its act together. It can 
have the most enormous 
future.

40th WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS Squads 

ENGLAND captain Don Parker made his final choices for the Commonwealth and World 
Championships and produced no surprises, or unusually, any bitter disappointments as he 
made up his mind on the two squads. 

At Clacton in the Stiga English 
Top-12 it seemed possible that 
successes by Matthew Syed and 
Bradley Billington might just 
bring into the frame the two teen­
agers - as Syed clinched the trip to 
Delhi two years ago. 

But it would seem that Skylet

The most hectic tour of all
 
by DON PARKER 

NEVER have I experienced such a hectic tour. For George Yates, 
Des and myself it started on January 4th at Manchester Airport 
and finished at the same airport on January 18th. During that 
time we played three rounds of team event in three different 
countries, an individual tournament in Thailand, stayed at six 
different hotels and spent over 50 hours in flight. 

The first port of call was Kota 
Kinobalu in North Borneo were 
the matches took place in over 
100°F with what felt like 100% 
humidity in a non-air-con­
ditioned stadium which was 
packed with around 5,000 
screaming Malaysians. Con­
sidering the Europeans played on 
the same day of arrival the results 
were remarkable. Europe I

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More facts 
from our 

history book 
GOOD LUCK to Pat Wales in her 
mission to outlaw use of the term 
'Ping-Pong'; may I outline the 
facts so that we can all help to 
rebut the mistaken notions often 
put forward in this matter: 

Preserved 
1. 'Ping-Pong' was the original 

name. Not true. It was Table Ten­
nis, and 'Ping-Pong' was the reg­
istered title used (and jealously 
preserved) by Jaques for their 
equipment. 

2. The first association set up 
was called the Ping-Pong Associ­
ation. Not true. The Table Tennis 
Association (1901) preceded the 
Ping-Pong Association, if only by 
4 days, but neither lasted for long. 

3. (vor Montagu (astonish­
ingly) preferred the name 'Ping­
Pong'. True but when a new 
association was set up in 1922, 
Jaques objected to their title 
being used and so the Table Ten­
nis Association (later retitled the 
English Table Tennis Association) 
was formed. 

Vellom bats 
4. "Ping-Pong was a game 

designed for the kitchen or din­
ing-room table with vellum bats," 
(Pat Wales); but it was also widely 
played at a' tournament level 
around 1901-2. The following 
analysis of a forehand stroke ­
from one of the several instruc­
tional books of the period - dis­
pels the notion of 'pit-a-pat'. "In 
driving from right to left, arm, 
wrist and racket are almost in a 
straight line, the face of the racket 
leaning slightly towards the table, 
and the ball being taken well 
away from and somewhat in front 
of the body. Swing the racket 
towards the ball with the arm in 
this position, taking care that the 
racket travels almost parallel with 
the table. To do this the body 
must be considerably bent. The 
moment the ball comes into con­
tact with the vellum, swing 
upwards so as to lift the ball over 
the net. The spin imparted to the 
ball by this movement will cause 
it to fall rapidly and keep low, and 
travel fast after striking the table. 
The wrist can be used in combi­
nation with the arm and body to 
bring the racket upwards. This 
increases the spin on the ball, but 
also increases the difficulty of 
performing the stroke .. "

'ping' (as in 'I dun enjoy me ping 
like wot I useta') but that 'pong' 
was definitely OUT. Then at the 
Welsh Open I sat next to a couple 
of Chinese spectators and man­
aged to get across to them my 
question: "What did the Chinese 
call this game?" "Ohl" - grinning 
broadly - "Ping-PONG". 

Only question remaining: "If 
what the Chinese play is Ping­
Pong, what	 the Hell must table 
tennis be like"?

THOUGH	 what Jack Randall 
writes (TTN Feb.) is quite reason­
able, he does miss my main point. 

It is not the umpire who has to 
return service, but the player. If 
the player cannot see the bat 
strike the ball, then it is difficult 
for him to return the service in a 
way that does not produce instant 
punishment or at all. Yoo Nam 
Kyu's service was not visible to 
his opponent. I sat behind our 
player and was able to move my 
seat and from none of the pos­
itions tried could I see the bat 
strike the ball. Both our player 
and players and coaches from 
other countries told me the same 
thing. 

Umpires sat by the side of the 
table and I do not know what they 
saw or did not see, since the rest 
of us (spectators included) sat 
behind the tables. For all I know, 
they saw what was hidden to us, 
but they are not called upon to 
play or to return the service. 

Much consternation resulted 
from the all-black 'funny' bats 
which, it was said, produced 
errors that cOl!-ld not be explained 
and made the game a mockery. At 
that time one had the assistance 
of one's eyes and ears. One could 
listen to the sound, one could 
observe the flight. 

A hidden service offers no such 
advantages. Spin imparted from 
behind the body and well 
shielded from view cannot be 
read and therefore poor returns 
are likely. At the highest level, if 
you return badly, you are dead. 
These facts of life are not suf­

ficiently understood by officials 
who draft the rules. Most of them 
played in another era when dif­
ferent problems existed and are 
out of touch with the modern 
game. 

Interpretations 
I wish I could share Jack's con­

fidence in the interpretations of 
the 6 inch throw of the service. It 
appears to	 have led to further 
inconsistencies. This was inevi­
table. Who can tell from some dis­
tance whetner a ball is thrown 4 
inches or 6 inches? The answer is 
no one. Nevertheless this is what 
umpires are now asked to do.

IN response to last month's edi­
torial in which the Editor, John 
Woodford, propounds his 
impression that "the ETTU is an 
autocratic body full of arrogance 
who make far reaching decisions 
with very little consultation with 
member countries" perhaps it 
would be	 as well if I were to 
enlighten him. 

On the question of players 
being forced to play in the Eurol 
Asia series under penalty of not 
being invited to the Stiga Euro 
Top 12. This was a proposition put 
by the ETTU President, Mihovil 
Kapetanic, at the ETTU's Informal 
General Meeting in New Delhi 
during the last world 
championships. 

Concerned with playyrs with­
drawing from the 2nd series in 
Asia, especially females, it was 
stated that the whole idea was to 
improve the standard of the Euro­
peans thus bridging the gap 
between the two continents. The 
proposition was carried unani­
mously and what could be more 
democratic than that? And how 
that gap has been bridged as wit­
ness the Euro men's No.1 team 
winning all their team matches in 
the recent 4th series in Asia. 

As per the ETTU handbook 
Regulations for the European 
League (9) Equipment it reads:­
The Union may enter into con­
tracts for the exclusive use of 
branded equipment in the Euro­
pean League. Such contracts shall 
include only 50% of the advertis­
ing space on the inside surfaces of 
the surrounds, the remaining 
50% to be at the disposal of the 
host Association. It shall be a con­
dition of entry into the League 
that all participants will use the 
adopted equipment in all League 
matches. Should the correct 
adopted equipment not be used, 
the Referee shall declare' the 
match a walk-over to the away 
team. 

The foregoing regulation has 
met with the approval of member 

associations and any wishing to 
amend this regulation are at lib­
erty to submit their proposals at 
the next BGM to be held in 
Gothenburg next April. 

Any steps taken to obtain spon­
sorship for any of the ETTU's 
activities must have the approval 
of the BGM and what could be 
more democratic than that? Like 
every association, whether 
national or international, the 
ETTU must have money to further 
and enhance its activities. Had 
not the ETTU allotted money to 
host countries of the European 
Youth Championships they 
would have died and who wants 
that? 

Communications between the 
ETTU and the ETTA are good and, 
although as Hon. General Secre­
tary I must not show bias, when I 
can help I do so and this was very 
evident when the EurolAsia indi­
vidual event was dropped by 
Switzerland I immediately con­
tacted the ETTA who, together 
with the Leeds Permanent Build­
ing Society, reaped the benefit in 
staging it in Cleveland. 

Some substance 
Maybe the problems apper­

taining to international open 
draws have some substance and 
should not be tolerated but not 
being directly concerned I can 
promise to take up with Cesare 
Sagrestani, the Chairman of the 
ETTU's Referees Committee, on 
this question. 

I hope the foregoing expla­
nations will enlighten my charac­
ter and disuade Mr. Woodford 
from blackening it.

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ICould Korea win the Swaythling Cup?
 

voo Nam Kyu - Gold in Seoul 
EVERY person who has made an achievement in a field has a hidden story. The first Olympic 
gold-medalist in the Men's Singles, Yoo Nam Kyu, plays in the most traditional style of Japan, a 
penhold topspin attack. No story about him would be perfect without being mentioned on his 
4-year-Iong self-discipline and devoted desire to the victory. 

At the age of 16 he won the 
National Junior boys title in 
South Korea and was selected to 
participate in the West-Japan 
Open Championships, Yanai 
City. He reached the final against 
Danny Seemiller, USA, and lost. 

On his way back home he 
stayed two nights at the But­
terfly's Dohjo in Tokyo and 
watched overnight, uncountable 
numbers of video tapes of his 
similar playing stylists and other 
world tops. He spent all his prize 
money to buy these copies. After 
4 years, he successfully gained the 
gold. 

He plays typically Japanese. 
Left-handed. His main weapon is
 
the explosive forehand topspins,
 
superior to that of Saitoh. His
 
footwork springs like a rubber
 

, ball, and it reminds me of a still
 
sharpened movement of Kohji
 
Kimura. 

The table tennis theory of 
Korea has taken its pattern in 
Japan, but it has successfully 
solved the historic problem of 
backhand strokes and found their 
own way in countering the Chi­
nese flat shots in a middle dis­
tance, playing both forehand and 
backhand, and not running too 
much away from the table. 

More Powerful 
Yoo Nam Kyu is not tall, plays 

Japanese topspin, and sometimes 
even goes back from the table for 
loop returns. No difference with 
our countrymen. However, his 
strokes are much more powerful. 
He is equipped with explosive 
backhand shots, too, and thus his 
opponents have less chances to 
start offence. 

An extraordinary will must 
have been the cause of his inces­
sant endeavour and practice to 
complete his style, revising Jap­
anese one, for the past 4 years. A 
process of "creation after imita­
tion." He has perfected a creation 
of his own playing style. 

Young Lion 
He plays just like a young lion. 

He knows how he should bring 
himself to the best condition 
while he plays. Sometimes he 
exceeds in the expression of his 
fighting spirit but gives us no bad 
impression. At the moment when 
he has beaten his older teammate 
Kim Ki Taek in the excited final 
games, he stretched out his right 
arm overhead, expressed his joy 
with the whole body, and has 
given him a hand. For a moment 
he closed his eyes, thanked God, 
putting his hands on the face. He 

walked back to his bench, sat 
down, shook his shoulders and he 
cried. 

Lately, I was visited by Mrs. 
Qiu (ex-world champion), the 
delegate chief of the Chinese 
table tennis team that tours in 
Japan. She said, "The results of 
our players at the last Olympics 
were more or less adequate. It was 
a pity that we lost the women's 
doubles, but, I believe, we could 
not have expected more in the 

men's singles. Now I am writing a 
book, in which I tell that it is very 
difficult to keep the world's top 
position for 30 years regardless in 
which field it is. I want you to 
read it. Our players today have 
problems in mentality:' 

She thinks that South and 
North Korea would become still 
stronger in the future. Since 
China won the men's singles for 
the first time in the world cham­
pionships in 1959 and gained all 
men's titles in 1961, about 30 
years have passed. Also, it is 
about 30 years ago when Japan 
lost the world leading position. 

Wake up Japan. Rise young 
lions like Yoo Nam Kyu. Four 
years to go until Barcelona!

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The first Olympic medallist for' Europe
 

Lindh, the infant prodigy
 
by ROGER GOTTFRIDSSON, Swedish journalist 

ERIK LINDH was the first European to win an Olympic medal in singles in table tennis. That achievement of his will become table 
tennis history. 

Scarcely not a single Swede, interested in table tennis, is surprised that Erik Lindh becomes history - he has been on his way 
ever since the very day he started playing on his parents' kitchen table at Kungalv (about 20 kilometres north of Gothenburg). It 
was said, both early and correctly, that Erik was an infant prodigy. 

He has not always been as tall as now but already very, very young he 
showed up an unusual talent. 

At the age of 10-12 he dominated the youth competitions in the 
Gothenburg area. All the way from the class where his age placed him, 
up to juniors and fairly low seniors' classes. 

With almost restless energy he accomplished his matches. He pos­
sessed early a very large register depending not least to a great extent of 
talent but also on another important matter, Johan, the some years older 
brother, a civil engineer. 

Johan is big brother in the right sense of that word. He has patiently 
teached Erik to play table tennis which so far has brought him to catch 
an Olympic bronze medal. 

Many trainers have part in Erik's development - all talented persons 
don't reach the great successes. But it is John who knows him best and 
has often given him important advice which makes the different 
between success and great success. 

Because the way to the top - where Erik not yet reached - has not 
always lain straight and even, not even for a talented person as Erik. 

Erik had, ever since he became senior, reputation not to be a real 
winner. He managed soon to get into the European Classification list. 
Became also quickly a name for the top-level of that list. 

At lucky moments Erik Lindh plays a table tennis which in my 
opinion is not surpassed by anyone of the present international top 
players. The periods where his play works at hundred precent tend to 
get longer and longer and occur more often. As he at Ute quarter final of 
the Olympic Garnes beat Jiang Jialiang for the first time at a major 
international championship. 

He feels pain 
A reason why Lindh is not hundred percent stable is that his groins 

are badly damaged since several years back. When moving rapidly he 
feels pain. After long days at the table he finds it difficult to sleep, when 
turning himself round it hurts. 

Rest, warmth, long warmings up - Lindh has tried everything to get 
rid of these troubles. Until now without succeeding. The only thing he 
has not tried and what cannot be realized until after the World Cham­
pionship in Dortmund is an operation. 

Erik lives and plays in Falkenberg where he became Swedish Cham­
pion in team events in 1988. 

He was among those Swedish players who earlier played in the FRG 
(Bremen and Jiilich) before the regulations stopped it. Financially it was 
an advantage to play in the Bundesliga. From the view of sport however 

A name at the top 
He was the only player in the world to succeed in getting among the 

16 foremost at all the world competitions in 1981, 1983 and 1985. Fine 
achievement and testimony that Erik Lindh was a name at the inter­
national top. However not enough to be regarded as a really great 
player. 

In 1985 Lindh won his only National gold so far, by defeating Jorgen 
Persson in the final of men's singles at the National Championship. 

"That was one of my greatest successes up to the bronze medal. It is 
very difficult to win the National Championship. This competition is 
regarded as very important by us players," Erik tells us. 

Another success that Erik likes to remember is his world debut in 
singles in Novi Sad, Yugoslavia, in 1981. 

In the first round the young (not yet 17 years old), nervous and 
inexperienced Lindh was placed against Xie Saike. The Chinese who 
had won all the matches he had played in the team event. 

When the match was over nor Erik Lindh neither Xie Saike and the 
spectators did believe what they heard. In the minutes it was namely 
written: 21-18,21-15,21-18 to Lindh! 

Erik did not lose the respect for Chinese players - it abides deep in 
the souls of table tennis people - but he proved that it was possible to 
approach also the best Chinese players. 

it is an advantage not to need commute - much of the time it took to 
travel can be used for better training. 

Not yet at the top 

In fact I}othing indicates that Erik Lindh's bronze medal at the Olym­
pic Garnes is the top of his career. 

Maybe instead the introduction to a permanent seat at the inter­
national top. . 

By the way, Erik Lindh was nearly not allowed to take part in the 
Olympic Garnes. 

Great drama 
The selection principles, where Jan-Ove Waldner and Jorgen Persson 

were direct-qualified with the help of their positions in the world 
classification list, and a Swedish Qualification play for one place, was an 
object of great drama when Lindh and Mikael Appelgren met in the 
final. Appelgren was leading with 17-13 in the fith game before Lindh 
managed to turn. 

Which resulted in the European champion Mikael Appelgren not 
becoming qualified to participate in the Olympic Garnes - and Erik 
Lindh bringing horne from Seoul an Oiympic bronze medal.

THE ENTRY Denis Neale (Redcar) at No. 154 in the current Lentec computer rankings is not 
likely to mean much to the present generation of table tennis stars who look up to Desmond 
Douglas as the man who has climbed to the pinnacle of our sport. 

But Desmond took the title he 
proudly held for an unbeaten ten 
year period from ·six times holder 
Denis, a man feared not only on 
the domestic circuit but, in the 
late 60s and early and mid 70s, 
throughout Europe and the Far 
East. 

Middlesbrough born Denis 
never claimed the World Cham­
pionship, but just look at this list 
of World title holders - Chiang 
Tse Tung, Hsing En Ting (China), 
Hasegawa, Itoh; .Kono, Oapan), 
Jonyer (Hungary) and Bengtsson 
(Sweden). He beat them all, some 
more than once while they were at 
the top of the tree. 

The lad from Newport Boys 
Club, who practised for hour after 
hour with present ETTA Deputy 
Chairman Alan Ransome in the 
chicken hut at the bottom of 
Alan's garden in Ormesby, retired 
while he was still at the top. 

He moved round the country ­
sports promotion in Chesterfield, 
a betting shop in Great Harwood 

near Manchester, a newsagency 
in Redcar, and now his own 
licenced restaurant and pub in 
the pleasant North Yorkshire vil­
lage of Thornton Ie Moor near 
Northallerton. 

A true Yorkshireman, frank and 
forthright, he did not always hold 
authority in high esteem but, like 
fellow Tykes Freddy Trueman and 
Harvey Smith who reached the 
top of their chosen sports, 
whether you admired him or 
hated him, you could not ignore 
him.

Europe the winners by 33-32 
by George Yates 

AFTER many trials and tribulations brought about by visa problems, 
sickness and injuries a European party comprising nine male and six 
female player, five coaches, three officials assembled at Schipol Airport 
Amsterdam for the 10,505 kilometres flight to Changi Airport, 
Singapore. 

Mikael Appelgren, Jan-Ove 
Waldner, Jorgen Persson of Swe­
den, Andrzej Grubba (Poland), 
Andrzei Maxunov (Soviet 
Union), Desmond Douglas 
(England), Georg-Zsolt Bohm 
(ER. Germany) and Yugoslavia's 
Ilija Lupulescu and Zoran Pri­
morac comprised the male players 
and Fliura Bulatova (Soviet 
Union), Daniel Guergueltcheva 
(Bulgaria), Olga Nemes (ER. Ger­
many), Csilla Batorfi (Hungary), 
Renata Kasalova (Czechoslo­
vakia) and Jasna Fazlic 
(Yugoslavia) formed the female 
sextet. 

Glenn Osth (Sweden), Dr. 
Adam Giersz (Poland), Alexander 
Beliakov (Soviet Union), Istvan 
Korpa (ER. Germany) and 
England's Donald Parker were the 
coaches, the officials being 
Mihovil Kapetanic, the ETTU 
President from Yugoslavia, Henk 
van Dilst, the ETTU Hon. 
Treasurer from the Netherlands 
and yours truly, the ETTU Hon. 
Sec. . 

After an overnight stay at the 
Meridien Hotel, the whole party, 
minus Glen Osth, departed from 
Sing<lpore for the flight to Kota 

'Kinabalu in Malaysia, there to 
meet up with the Asian oppo­
sition and officials with the news 
that Yoo Nam Kyu, the Olympic 
champion, had failed to answer 
the starter's gun being laid low in 
Seoul with food poisoning. 

This meant, for the first match 
between Asia I and Europe I the 
Asians had to bring in Teng Yi in 
place of Yoo Nam Kyu and a sub- . 
sequent argument as to the 
make-up of Asian teams with 
only eight players at their dis­
posal. In the event Koji Mat­
sushita of Japan and Kim Taek 
Soo of SouthKorea took over from 
Teng Yi in the Asia I team and 
Hong Kong's Liu Fook Man step­
ped into the Asia III team in his 
homeland for the last set of team 
matches. 

The appended results will give 
a glowing account of the Europe I 
team with three successive victo­
ries and a sets analysis of 15 to 4 
but Europe II, despite a 5-3 win 
over Asia I, in which Des Douglas 
claimed the scalp of world cham­
pion Jiang Jialiang, fell to both 
Asia II and Asia III. Europe III 
failed to record a win but Europe 
II in their final match against Asia 
II in Hong Kong, with the overall 
result being vital, carne back from 
a 4-1 deficit to level at 4-all only for 
Douglas to lose the ninth and 
deciding set when losing 22-24, 

21-10, 25-27 to Hong Kong's Lo 
Chuen Tsung. 

This gave the Asians a 5-4 win 
in matches although, on sets, 
Europe carne out on top 33-32 and 
it had been sets that decided the 
outcome before but on this 
occasion the ATTU would have it 
on match results.
